Note from the Editor-in-Chief

“VISNYK OF THE LVIV UNIVERSITY. SERIES CHEMISTRY”:
70 YEARS OF HISTORY AND DEVELOPMENT

Dear authors and readers, you are holding in your hands or looking through the
online version of the sixtieth issue of this journal (Visnyk). The year 2018 marked the
seventieth anniversary of our herald. Together with you, several generations of chemistry
scholars at Lviv University have worked tirelessly to enable scientists to promptly publish
the results of their research. Seventy is the age of experience and maturity. It is also a
milestone in the history of a scientific journal and a fitting moment to look back at its
history.
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The Faculty of Chemistry of the Ivan Franko State University of Lviv was founded
in the academic year 1944-1945. It united three chairs which had been set up earlier (the
Chairs of Inorganic, Organic and Physical Chemistry) and the newly-established Chair of
Analytical Chemistry. The year 1948 saw the appearance of the first chemical journal
founded at the university, the Scientific Notes of Lviv University, Chemistry Series, where
scholars of the Faculty of Chemistry would publish their research papers. Over the years,
our journal has undergone changes to its name, format, design and language, though the
numbering of the issues has been consecutive:

“Scientific Notes of the Lviv University. Series Chemistry”. Issues 1-4, 1948-1955.
Formats: 60x90 (issue 1), 70x108 (issues 2—4).

“Chemical Bulletin of the Lviv University. Series Chemistry”. Issue 5, 1958. Format 70x108.
“Visnyk of the Lviv University. Series Chemistry”. Issues 6-9, 1963-1967. Format 70x108.
“Visnyk of the Lviv University. Series Physics, Chemistry, Mechanics and Mathematics”.
[Issue 10], 1968. Format 70x108.

“Visnyk of the Lviv University. Series Chemistry”. Issues 11-60, 1969-2019. Formats: 70x108
(issues 11, 12), 60x90 (issues 13-22), 60x84 (issues 23-37), 70x100 (issues 38-60).

Some issues of the Visnyk are shown in Fig. 1. Issues 1-5 are kept in the library of
Lviv University and in just several libraries of Ukraine.

Table 1 offers an overview of the sixty issues of our journal. By analyzing them, it is
possible to glide through time and trace the changes that have taken place in the life of our
State (USSR, Ukraine) which have also greatly influenced the life of the university.

The first four issues of the Visnyk were bilingual with papers published in Ukrainian
or Russian. In 1944-1945, a number of scientists and teachers from the eastern regions of
Ukraine came to the Faculty of Chemistry of Lviv University. Some of them did not speak
Ukrainian and wrote their papers in Russian.

From 1958 (issue 5) until 1976 (issue 18) the Visnyk came out in Ukrainian. The
1970s and 1980s were a period of political repression and Russification in Ukraine.
Consequently, all the issues which appeared between 1977 (issue 19) and 1989 (issue 30)
were published in Russian. The disintegration of the USSR and the declaration of Ukraine’s
independence in 1991 induced the editorial board of the Visnyk to return to the Ukrainian
language. Also emblematic of the 1970s and 1980s in the Soviet Union were ever—growing
shortages and stringent regulations, which took a toll on the Visnyk. The journal would
come out in a smaller A5 format, the quality of the print deteriorated. The authors of the
papers carried in the issues which appeared at that time were obliged to receive permissions
to publish the results of their research from a special governmental body.

The issues also shrank in size as they gradually became thematic. Once every two
years, the scientists of the Chairs of Inorganic and Analytical Chemistry published thematic
issues of the Visnyk called “Issues of Crystal Chemistry of Intermetallic Compounds and
the Chemical Analysis of Metals” (issues 19, 21, 23, 25, 27, 29, 31, 33, 36). Likewise, the
scientists of two other Chairs (Organic and Physical Chemistry and Colloid Chemistry)
published their research once every two years in thematic issues called “Physical Chemistry
of Polymers and Reactivity of Organic Compounds” (issues 20, 22, 24, 26, 28, 30, 32, 35,
37). The 34" issue of the Visnyk, published in 1995, was also thematic as it celebrated the
fiftieth anniversary of the Faculty of Chemistry. Since 1999 (issue 38), there have been no
thematic restrictions and the Visnyk has once again covered issues of inorganic, analytical,
organic, physical and colloid chemistry. Since 2000, the Visnyk has seen a rise in the
number of papers authored by scholars from other Ukrainian universities and contributors
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from outside Ukraine. Since then the Visnyk has been bilingual with articles published in
either Ukrainian or English and accompanied by summaries in English and Ukrainian,
which have become an indispensable part of each publication. In order to meet the
requirements of international scientific citation databases, the editorial board requested of
the authors of each paper an extensive English summary. In 2018, our journal joined the
CrossRef system and, starting from issue 59, we assign DOI identifiers to all our articles.
The issues 43-60 are available on the website of the Visnyk. In 2019-2020, we are
planning to make all the issues of the Visnyk available to our readers in pdf format.

In the past seventy years, there has probably not been a single scientist at the Faculty
of Chemistry who has not published research in the Visnyk. The list includes hundreds of
scholars who have defended their PhD and DSc theses and become prominent researchers
in Ukraine and abroad. It is gratifying that among the authors of every issue of the Vishyk,
including its first issue, there have always been students, postgraduate students and junior
researchers embarking on their scientific path.

The journal’s popularity is growing. Since 2000, the number of papers has increased
three- to fourfold. We have returned to the traditional format of a journal. The design of the
Visnyk has also changed. Now it has the traditional raspberry cover and is easily
discernible among the other twenty series of the Visnyk of the Lviv University which were
founded and are published by the Ivan Franko National University of Lviv. The Visnyk
comes out in two parts and carries from fifty to seventy scientific articles annually.

Since 2009, the Visnyk has been included in the list of professional scientific
periodicals of Ukraine. The Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, which oversees
this list, has worked out certain requirements for such periodicals. Consequently, the
editorial board of the Visnyk introduced corrections and additions to the style sheet and
author guidelines. This made itself felt in the appearance of the summaries in Russian in the
issues 50-55. The author guidelines underwent substantive changes in 2018. Some of these
were aimed at introducing the standards of international scientific bases such as Scopus,
Web of Science and others to the Visnyk. However, the main prerequisite for printing the
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received manuscripts has always been their novelty and originality, as well as an
independent peer-review process ensured by the journal’s editorial board. We have no
doubt that together with you, our dear authors, we will make the Visnyk even more well-
known among scientists both in Ukraine and abroad. |1 welcome you to get ecquainted with
the 60™ issue of the Visnyk, which includes fifty articles from various fields of chemistry.
The results presented in the issue were mostly obtained by scientists of the Faculty of
Chemistry of the lvan Franko National University of Lviv who are carrying out state- and
customer-funded projects, as well as joint research in cooperation with scholars from
Poland, Germany, Slovakia and Slovenia. The volume also includes the results obtained by
scholars from eleven other universities and institutes of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine and institutions of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. | wish
to express our sincere gratitude for your loyalty to our journal and to invite you to carry on
writing for it.
