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DETERMINANTS OF INCREASED POPULATION SOCIAL
VULNERABILITY IN THE CARPATHIAN REGION OF UKRAINE
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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to identify the determinants of social vulnerability in the population
of the Carpathian region of Ukraine. While writing the article, some general scientific and special research
methods were used. In particular, the method of analysis and synthesis was used to study the main determinants
of a socially vulnerable population. Inductive and deductive methods were used to study the population’s social
vulnerability during the coronavirus disease (COVID-19). The abstract and logical method was used for theoretical
generalizations and conclusions. The study results showed that the socially vulnerable population during the
COVID-19 pandemic had been particularly affected by various problems due to restrictive measures, the economic
crisis, and health threats. The period of COVID-19 coronavirus disease has modernized the determinants that can
increase the social vulnerability of the population. These include economic inequality, access to healthcare, social
inequalities, and housing conditions. In times of war, the determinants of socially vulnerable populations are even
more problematic and complex. The main determinants of social vulnerability in times of war are changes in the
approaches to ordinary life, forced migration, insecurity, and violence; loss of access to basic services; family loss
and divorce; gender inequality; and housing conditions. It is concluded that the determinants of social vulnerability
in the population differ depending on the conditions in which the state functions. The housing conditions of socially
vulnerable groups require the most attention, as they have limited access to quality and affordable housing. Low
incomes, high real estate prices, and limited opportunities to buy or rent housing mean many people live in unsafe
or substandard conditions. Due to the war, many people with low incomes live in overcrowded conditions with
insufficient space for each family member. This can lead to problems with hygiene, health, and general well-being.
Overcrowding also includes living in dilapidated buildings with a risk of fire or collapse and living in a region
with poor sanitation, including a lack of clean water and proper sanitation.
