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RESEARCHES IN THE SOCIAL AND HUMANITARIAL COGNITION

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It is the methodological, logical and factorial terms of development of the social and
humanitarian science research problem that is crucial, because its solving gives the opportunities
to study the social phenomena. The historical anthropology is focused on the analysis and
reconstruction of the aspects of psychological, social, cultural, spiritual, moral and ethical human,
social groups’ and societies’ existence. These researches change the fixed stereotypes; bridge
some gaps in the methodology of scientific knowledge; allow providing the complex analyses
of the social phenomena.

The work examines the scientific progress of historical anthropology and its cognitive
dynamics in the social and humanitarian cognitions. The definitions of historical anthropology
as research area were determined and the historical period of its development was defined in
this work. Moreover the following was clarified: the value of European researchers group for
philosophical and historical, as well as historical and anthropological aspects of the historical
process analysis, their role for historical and humanitarian knowledge.

The historical and anthropological researches have a great influence on all the social and
humanitarian science and force them to change. They do not remain within the limits of historical
anthropology; they enter into the very historical science, having suggested the historical and
anthropological approach to the study of historical reality. They have developed the methods of
studying of the mentality history, world view peculiarities, cultural and behavioral norms, spiritual
order of different eras and civilizations history. The anthropology became the philosophical
discipline that is developing in the framework of cultural studies, philosophy (philosophical
anthropology, religious studies, theory of knowledge, etc.), and history (principles of historicism,
symbolism, mythological consciousness, the history of civilizations, and the civilizational and
paradigm model of the historical process).

The philosophical anthropology in the enlarged sense of the word is a philosophical study
about the person’s nature and essence. But in this case, the philosophical anthropology is thought
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of as western philosophical school of XX century (especially German one), which appeared in
the 20th as a manifestation of the general “anthropological revolution” that took place in the
first quarter of the twentieth century in Western philosophy. The main representatives of this
school are: M. Scheler, G. Plessner, A. Gehlen, E. Rothacker, N. E. Hengstenberg, and O. D.
Bolnov. The ideological sources of philosophical anthropology were the philosophy of German
romanticism and the “philosophy of life”. The representatives of philosophical anthropology are
widely using the principles of the transcendentalism: phenomenology, analytics of the human
existence, for methodological foundation. They interpret it as a science about the metaphysical
origin of human, his or her physiology, psychic, spirit in the world, science about those forcesand
trends that motivate it and which it sets in motion. The task of philosophical anthropology is to
show unambiguously how from the general structure of human existence appear all the specific
monopolies, deeds and affairs of the person: language, conscience, tools, weapons, ideas of
justice and injustice, state, government, art, myth, religion, science, historicity and community.

The historical anthropology can be understood in some interpretations. We describe it as the
scientific discipline, which has been formed for a long time, and discipline that studies into the
numerous aspects and peculiarities of the people existence in the time, social groups and society
in ideological, psychological, socio-cultural, moral and value dimensions.

The historical anthropology has a significant cognitive tradition in European intellectual
thought. Its evolution traveled quite a long way of development. It has several stages of
development according to the intentional characteristics and the features of scientific knowledge.
It has united the particular scientific special examination of the different aspects and spheres of
human existence with its holistic philosophical comprehension, that is, a holistic philosophical
image of man is restored by objective understanding and the use of new scientific knowledge.

The historical anthropology contributes to deepening of the scientific groups of the social
and humanitarian cognition. Its interdisciplinarity can be visible in the task field of social and
humanitarian science, and as for its scientific breakthroughs, they help to the positive dynamic
of the social, economic, political and cultural processes.

The study and analysis of the historical anthropology evolution, the research of'its scientific
progress give the opportunity to investigate a significant social causality and algorithms of research
development on local and global levels, taking into consideration various factors. These groups are
advanced for the humanitarization and humanization of society, as well as the education system
on the whole. But in scientific dimension, they are useful for the application of methodologies
and theoretical approaches in the complex and systematic analysis of the social and cultural
phenomena.
