ISSUES OF RELIGION AND CHURCH IN UKRAINIAN LANDS
IN THE SCIENTIFIC PAPER OF STEPAN MAKARCHUK

In the context of studying the issues of ethnical history of Ukraine, Professor Stepan Makarchuk
attributed an important place to study of the ethno-religious processes in the Ukrainian lands. That is
why a number of his works was devoted to the history of religion and Church. In 1994, Oleh Turii (now
he is one of the prominent Ukrainian historians of the Church) defended his Ph.D thesis on “Greek
Catholic Church in Galicia during 18481867 under Professor’s scientific guidance. Vasyl Slobodian
defended Ph.D thesis on “Churches of Holm eparchy of 13-20™ centuries” also under Professor’s
guidance in 2006.

The offered publication carried out a review of those works by S. Makarchuk, which were devoted
to the history of religion, Church and ethno-confessional relations on the Ukrainian lands, in particular,
the articles headed: “Christian values of the folk life culture in historical and modern times” (2003) and
“Issues of the Orthodox Church Ukrainization in the public and political life of Volhynia within 20’s

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of 20" century” (2014) as well as the relevant chapters of tutorials of “Ethnography of Ukraine” (2004)
and “Ethnic History of Ukraine” (2008).

In the article of “Christian values of the folk life culture in historical and modern times”, Professor
emphasized that the godliness was an attribute of the Ukrainian mentality. A special place in the
mentioned article was targeted to a concept of “the parents’ belief in God”. S. Makarchuk broadly
defined this term as “a significant value category of the folk life culture of Ukrainian people” and he
framed it as “the Eastern Orthodox or the Orthodox Greek Catholic religious rite” in the narrow sense.

In the tutorials of “Ethnography of Ukraine” and “Ethnic History of Ukraine”, among the
other things, S. Makarchuk attempted to reveal the consequences of when the Ukrainian
population, which lived on these or those Ukrainian lands, came over from one religious
community to another. While characterizing the early modern period in the history of Ukraine,
he wrote that it was Ukrainian elite to change one’s religious confession affiliation the most
often in the 16—17" centuries. Professor also stressed the tragic element peculiar to actions of
the mass transferring of the Ukrainian people from one religious confession to another. Such
actions were typical of different political regimes in 19-20™ centuries.

In the article of “Issues of the Orthodox Church Ukrainization in the public and political
life of Volyn within 20’s of 20™ century”, the scientist gave full coverage to the church and
religious situation in the Western Volhynia, which was a part of the Second Polish Republic,
emphasizing on the mass movement for the Orthodoxy Ukrainization.
