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This article deals with the written sources of 9—12 centuries. The main focus of research
is on analysis of the process of formation of special military-political category of «warrior
monks» — sohei and their impact on the socio-political life of early medieval Japan. Highlights
philosophical and religious, social and political conditions of this category in the Heian and
Hempey periods, monastery war and its impact on contemporary Japanese medieval society.
Sohei (Jap. f& &£, € 5 N V), «warrior monks») — Buddhist monks in medieval Japanese
warriors who generally were concentrated in monasteries Kofuku-ji, Enryaku-ji, Today-ji
and others. Sohei — master of martial arts were actively involved in armed conflict in Central
Japan, used by monasteries leadership to make political pressure on the Imperial court and
participated in land disputes with the secular rulers or other monasteries. In addition, s6hei for
permission monastic leadership mercenaries served in the armies of regional lords, speaking
on the side of a clan. At the end of the Heian era due to the crisis the central government, the
collapse of the economy, the constant strife and wars in Japanese society spread eschatological
beliefs. This was reflected in the two main sect’s countries that joined the protracted crisis.
Most of the temples of Tendai and Shingon become communities that have their own private
possession, army of armed monks — sohei, clientele of aristocrats and government. In the
second half of 10 century, after a series of formal debates controversy took the nature of
acute confrontation. The first serious incident involving a conflict of monks against monks
took place in 949, when fifty-six Buddhist monks from the monastery Toda-ji temple in Nara,
started protests circle residence Kyoto official, protesting appointed abbot. In the following
centuries such incidents continued, and abbots of monasteries formed the army of warrior
monks — sohei. Only in the 11 century sohei teams four times completely burned monastery
Mii-dera. However, it should be noted that there were also occasions when the two armies
united against the common enemy, particularly in 1081 they attacked Kofuku-ji temple in
Nara (the same year the monks Kofuku-ji on revenge burned the monastery Mii-dera). In
1117 Enryaku-ji community united against Mii-dery and monasteries in Nara. This case is
described in «Heike monohitari» — samurai epic devoted to the events of the 12 century.

Thus, based on the reports of Japanese medieval chronicles — «Hikeyki» and «Heike
monogatari» as well as an array of historiographical literature on the subject, we can say
that the tradition of forming units of warrior monks (sohei) originates between the monas-
tery and later and Hempey wars period (1180-1185). The traditional Western perception of
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«classical Buddhism» emphasizes its peace, but it was in early medieval Japan since the
tenth century, monastic community of Mount Hien and Nara, begin to concentrate their
army warrior monks, combined esoteric religious and philosophical ideas that preached
the idea of equality, led by superiors and priests who opposed samurai clans protecting the
community, based on self-government and equality. Contemporary sources indicate the key
role of monastic community’s sohei in military conflicts of the time, equating them to the
martial art of the samurai.
