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ONLINE EDUCATION AS A SOCIAL AND INDIVIDUAL PROBLEM

The problems and consequences of the online learning implementation in the global and
national educational system are investigated in the article. The role of distance education as a
catalyst of the intellectual degradation processes of contemporary societies is emphasized, its
negative consequences at the macro-, meso- and micro-social levels are determined. Particular
attention is paid to the practices of online learning implementation in the secondary and higher
education. It is emphasized that the main factors of online learning problematization in the
national high school are the psychological and methodological unpreparedness of majority
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of teachers to conduct online classes, as well as the low level of logistics of such classes,
especially in rural schools. It is noted that universities, including Ukrainian ones, have
more opportunities to move to online learning, as many of them have been actively
implementing elements of distance education in the educational process in recent years.
The opinion of the participants of the educational process (students and teachers) on the
positive and negative consequences of online learning is given. National and foreign
sociological research data on distance education are provided. The main problem caused
by online learning, respondents in these studies called the lack of direct communication
between students and between students and teachers, that, in the latter’s opinion, leads
to the destruction of university communities, which form not only professionals but also
citizens with «a deep sense of human solidarity»; to the deterioration of the quality of
education that students receive not in the university classroom, but in front of a computer
screen; finally, to the reduction of the intellectual potential of society. At the same time,
there are examples of positive consequences of the online education implementation,
first of all the opportunity to involve in the educational process well-known experts
in a particular field of science, politicians, businessmen, etc.; possible research areas
of educational sphere in the conditions of exponentiality of the postcoid world are
demonstrated.

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The article highlights theoretical approaches to defining the concept of «identity»
by a number of socio-humanitarian sciences. Carried out the comparison of the basic
theoretical approaches and theories of identity in sociology. Identity is seen as the result
of an individual’s socialization in objectively existing and virtual realities. The social
identity in the objective reality and the virtual identity of the individual are compared,
their similar and different characteristics are revealed. The article reveals the emergence
and features of the subgroup of Kidults as a qualitatively new formation of the newest
social structure of society and the new community of cyberspace, including the identities
of its representatives. Substantiated the multiplicity of concepts of Kidult identity and
created the sociological modeling of this kind of identity within the framework of
sociological constructivism. The method of conducting and the results of the author’s
sociological research «Construction of the virtual identity of a subgroup of kidults
in social networks (on the example of Instagram and Twitter)» are presented and the
interpretation of the obtained sociological information is carried out. It was found that
the formation of a subgroup of throwers is caused mainly by incomplete processes of
offline socialization (primary and secondary) in the real daily life of respondents, as well
as the success of tertiary online socialization in virtual reality of this subgroup.Prospects
for further empirical research of new social identities of communities (as new elements
of the social structure of society and as new virtual subgroups that have recently been
formed in social networks) are outlined.

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YOUTH LEGAL CONSCIOUSNESS
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The purpose of our investigation is to identify the level of legal consciousness of the
generation of peers of Ukraine’s independence, whose legal socialization occurred during
the formation of modern Ukrainian society, transformation of judicial and law enforcement
systems, formation of economic institutions, cultural change of mass consciousness.
The empirical basis of the publication is a quantitative study of peers of independence
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the influence of external and internal factors, in which its individual carriers, social groups
or the vast majority of the population forms a distorted picture of legal reality, ie values,
ideas, moods, emotions and motives that can lead to negative social consequences.

The process of formation of legal consciousness is gradual through socialization,
ie the assimilation of individual patterns and patterns of behavior, values, norms, their
internalization and transformation into their own. A person joins the system of social
relations, imitating the behavior of others and gaining his own social experience. Legal
socialization - a two-way objectively determined process of interaction between the
individual and the social environment, which involves the mastery of social values,
mandatory rules of conduct (legal norms), legal culture inherent in a society, its inclusion
in the system of social relations through legal experience .

On the basis of empirical sociological research the main features of legal consciousness
of peers of independence of Ukraine are allocated. In particular, a) insufficient level of
legal knowledge to exercise and protect their rights, especially in case of violation; b)
fear of punishment and one’s own moral principles and beliefs are the main motives for
obeying the law. The largest percentage of respondents believe that impunity is the main
cause of violations of the law. This may be the result of dysfunctional law enforcement
and justice. Also, more than a third of respondents identified the existence of their own
benefit allows to circumvent the law or use it for their own selfish purposes. This may
indicate the presence of manifestations of deformation of legal consciousness such as
legal nihilism, socio-legal cynicism. Our study found a low level of trust in the judiciary
and law enforcement agencies. Such results reflect the trends identified in the course of
other, in particular all-Ukrainian, surveys.

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The article considers the tendencies of manifestation (a) of politics among the youth
of Ukraine. The analysis was carried out on the basis of the data of the World WWS 5 and
7 waves. The main purpose of the article is to analyze the dynamics of changes in the value
orientations of young people on the basis of the World Values Survey. Several important
factors have been identified and described that have a significant impact on the formation
of value orientations of young people, which further determines the vector of their
political activity. Category is defined and described as apolitical - a social phenomenon
that historically arises as a result of negative or indifferent attitude of the population to
politics, removal of social groups, groups and other actors from political life, as well as
self-denial of a politicized individual. The authors also present and describe the term
value orientations as a dynamic indicator not only of the subjective principle, but also
of'social comprehension, because they are based on the ideas, values, forms of behavior,
attitudes available in the socio-cultural space. The object of the study is the youth of
Ukraine, aged 15 - 29 years. The main research hypotheses are that the authors assume
that Ukrainian society is in transition and there is a value crisis, to which young people
are more sensitive, showing tendencies to apoliticalness; as well as the departure from
traditional values, the importance of family and religion in the lives of young people is
declining; the level of trust in people in general in society decreases; the interest of young
people in the political processes of the state is deteriorating.

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SOCIAL INEQUALITIES IN HEALTH AMONG THE WORKING-AGE
POPULATION OF UKRAINE
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Social inequalities in health is one of the most developed research topic in social and health
sciences, including medical sociology, but little is known about the social determinants of
health inequalities in Ukraine. In general, social inequalities in health are persistent differences
in health between social classes or other social groups based on gender, age, marital status,
place of residence, and so on. The main social determinants of health remain unchanged, these
are income, working conditions, employment status, access to goods and services, quality of
housing and living environment, access to health care and education, social capital, but the
distribution of these social determinants of health is unequal in different societies.

The article showed the results of the study of gender and social inequalities in health
among the working-age population in Ukraine on the basis of a nationwide survey (1580
people) conducted in December 2016. The study applied materialistic and intersectional
approaches to investigate social inequities in health, showing the differences in health among
different social groups and reveals the most vulnerable categories of the population. According
to the materialist approach, there is a strong relationship between socioeconomic factors
and health, the most vulnerable are respondents with very poor material conditions as well
as poor living conditions. Gender differences and the link between poor self-reported and
unemployment are also revealed. The intersectional analysis showed the existence of both
between and within gender groups inequalities in health. It is revealed that the most vulnerable
are females living in very low material condition because they are almost eight times as likely
to estimate their health as poor compared with males from high material condition reference
group, as well as unemployed divorced females, they are almost five times as likely to estimate
their health as poor compared with unmarried employed males.

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The peculiarities of the demographic situation of modern world society suggest an
increase in the number of elderly people in the demographic structure of the population
and their annual growth compared to previous decades. Demographic aging is due to:
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improved living conditions and health care, a significant reduction in the birth rate,
increased labour migration (along with families) to countries with more developed
economies and so on. Old age or late adulthood is one of the periods of uncertainty
in person’s life during which there are active negative biological changes in various
body systems, changes in social roles in society, declining monthly income etc. The
changes in the behaviour and mental state of the person are the result of these changes.
These physiological, social and economic transformations of a person of late adulthood
take place under the conditions of high uncertainty and the absence or limitation of life
alternatives, making special demands for the internal resources of the individual. The
paper’s purpose is to establish the peculiarities of tolerance to uncertainty concerning
working and non-working people of late adulthood. The paper aim based on the above, we
can formulate the task of the study, which is to establish the characteristics of tolerance to
uncertainty towards people of late adulthood (age group 60-75 years) from the standpoint
of employment of these people and areas of its increase. Materials and methods: the
research was conducted in 2021 in Lviv region of Ukraine. Forty people aged 60 to 75
were examined. Among those surveyed, 20 people with 40 weekly working hours and 20
retired people were chosen. In order to assess the level of tolerance to uncertainty, the D.L.
McLain’s (modified by E.M. Osin) tolerance scale was used; in order to determine the
level of dependence on social networks Bergen Facebook Addiction Scale methodology
was used (having examined 20 retired people in the age group from 60 to75). Results.
As aresult of data processing, the following conclusions were made: 1) reactions to new
events that occur among working people are perceived more positively than among the
retired people; 2) working people aged 60-75 have moderate tolerance to tasks that may
be difficult to understand, or to unexpected and difficult situations, or to situations where
there is a certain level of uncertainty. Accordingly, people who do not work in this age
group have a negative perception of uncertainty, as the value of the indicator is low; 3)
it is statistically confirmed that the increase in the level of tolerance to uncertainty is
positively influenced by the addition of communications in social networks to traditional
social practices. However, in our opinion, the study of this problem will lead to a better
understanding of the phenomenon of tolerance for uncertainty in the group of late adults
from the point of view of employment and can offer effective government strategies,
including raising the retirement age or improving personal characteristics in this age group.

an inevitable phenomenon that helps the normal development of society, its changes
are aimed at reforms that are generated by social tensions, that is, the positive function
of conflict in today’s realities is successfully confirmed. The social changes that are
constantly on the move today are an urgent problem and require the very social changes
that create conflict interactions. In today’s world, conflicts are growing rapidly and
among their diversity, groups are being created that are dissatisfied with the situation in
the country. Everyone has their own interests and values that do not coincide and there
is social tension for various social changes. L. Kozer and G. Simmel studied social
conflict on the positive side and believed that social changes caused by conflicts develop
in normalizing natural forms of social life.

In social distribution, conflict flares up because there is a shortage of resources. G. Simmel
believes that conflict leads to socialization, social change and social development, this
theory is also supported by L. Kozer and adds that the conflict manifests social changes
and reduces tensions in society.

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RELIGIOUS INSTITUTIONS DURING COVID-19 IN THE MIRROR OF
UKRAINIAN POLITICS (CONTENT-ANALYTICAL RESEARCH OF MEDIA)

The study of the relationship between political and religious institutions during
the coronavirus pandemic is presented in the article. The authors conducted a content-
analytical study of the news of ten all-Ukrainian online media, which are included in the
ranking of quality media according to IMI. Using a simple sample, the authors selected
277 publications on political and religious topics for the period from March 12, 2020 to



January 20, 2021 (from the beginning of quarantine in Ukraine to the end of religious holidays
and lockdown). It was found that the informational occasion of political and religious issues
was exhausted in March-May 2020 and had a mainly negative and neutral tone. The policy of
religious institutions to prevent the spread of the virus, to support the actions of the authorities
was reflected in the tone of reports about them. The UGCC, the PCU and the UOC-MP are
the most mentioned in the media. In particular, the UGCC has the most positive reports in
the media, almost three quarters ones; up to half of PCU reports are positive and one third are
neutral; when mentioning the UOC-MP, more than half of the reports have a negative tone.

Political institutions used religious institutions to shape their image. This is observed
in two cases: the lack of a clear position of those institutions that care about religion and
public health in Ukraine, and vice versa, the presence of polar roles of those institutions in
whose jurisdiction these issues are not. It should be added that there is a disproportion in the
number of reports from political institutions with a bias to the second case. The use of the
religious factor to satisfy one’s own political ambitions, contrary to the declaration of the
state’s distance from religion, has been confirmed statistically.

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PECULIARITIES OF FORMATION OF DISCOURSE PERCEPTIONS
AND BEHAVIORAL MODELS CONSTRUCTION
(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE CORONAVIRUS PANDEMIC)
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The article is devoted to the study of the relationship between two key processes in
modern society — the development of a discursive perception of a phenomenon and the design
of corresponding behavioural models. Discursive perception is formed within the framework
of public discourses that are relevant to a given society, the harmony and mutual exclusion
of which, existing in parallel, rise various forms of social manipulation. The coronavirus
pandemic and associated quarantine restrictions are an example of the relationship between
social discourse and the behavioural patterns. The theoretical and methodological basis of the
work are the provisions of social constructivism and critical discourse of analysis by N. Ferklo,
according to which social reality is constructed through human experience, which shaped by
various discursive visions. In the article has developed and presented an author’s simulation of
the possible relationship between the discourses of the coronavirus pandemic and the quarantine
restrictions, that exist in modern Ukrainian society, and behavioral patterns, designed within the
understanding of the proponents of these discourses. Three mutually exclusive discourses of the
pandemic perception and their corresponding behaviours are described in the author’s chart. The
modeling involves the study of mass consciousness, which has led to the identification of three
perceptual factors - cognitive, evaluative-emotional and behavioral. The model’s proprietary
design was tested during the study conducted by the in-depth interview methodology. The
results of the study confirmed the existence of three discourses about coronavirus, showed the
differences between their supporters, especially at the evaluative-emotional level, also provided
grounds for separation of two behavioral models, which are designed by humans during a
pandemic. The results of the study rised new assumptions, the confirmation or refutation of
which requires further study using another sociological methodology.

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The article is devoted to studying the legitimacy of family medicine in modern
Ukrainian society, which takes place in the context of the coronavirus pandemic.
Family medicine is interpreted as a new social institution for the Ukrainian context,
the institutionalization of which has become relevant due to both internal Ukrainian
(introduction of medical reform) and external global (Covid-19) circumstances. The
authors’ attention is focused on studying the legitimacy of family medicine as one of the
essential components of institutionalization. The theoretical and methodological basis
of the work is a combination of two conceptual visions of legitimacy, in particular, M.
Weber and P. Berger and T. Lukman. Based on the current theoretical understanding
of legitimacy, the author’s vision of the levels of legitimation processes in relation to
family medicine is proposed, which provides three levels - actor, coordination of actions,
and cultural values, which are analyzed through the prism of cognitive, emotional and
behavioral aspects of acceptance or rejection by modern Ukrainians. The proposed
author’s scheme was tested by conducting in-depth interviews with those involved in the
family medicine system (a declaration was made with the family doctor) and with those
who are formally outside it (the declaration was not made). Similarities and differences
were found between the two surveyed groups in cognitive (both groups signal a lack of
information about family medicine), emotional (trust is typical for those involved and
distrust - for those outside the system), and behavioral (signed or unsigned declaration)
aspects. The legitimacy of family medicine, according to the author’s formulations, is
defined as «partialy» - «partial affective» (for those who formally joined the medical
reform) and «partial theoretical» (for those who did not show such readiness). In the study,
each group named its arguments «for» and «against» family medicine, regardless of the
final position on family medicine. The activity of both groups - supporters and opponents
- in positive and negative arguments suggests that the discussion on the introduction of
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family medicine in modern Ukrainian society is not exhaustive. Legitimacy, despite
its partial nature, is active but has many challenges. It should be considered for the
promotion of medical reform in modern Ukraine.

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RE-EMIGRATION: TOWARDS THE PROBLEM
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Article examines the definitions of re-emigration both in international and Ukrainian
academic discourse. It has emerged that the interpretation of the notion is controversial and
contradictory both in Ukraine and abroad. Premised on the analysis of existing definitions
and interpretations, re-emigration is theorized and classified using three central conceptual
approaches, in particular, «established», «modified» and «separate». The «established»
approach means a return of a migrant to his/her country of origin; the «modified» approach
describes a process when a person after returning to a homeland, emigrates again; and the
«separate» refers to leaving a destination country and moving to a new one. The study
demonstrates that each set of terms reproduces in full or in part the meaning of other notions in
the field of migration. It is found out that there is a collision with the terms «return migration»
and «repatriation» within the first approach. In the second one, there is a contradiction
with «circular migration». And in the third approach there is a conflict with «onward» and
«secondary» migration. Considering possible compromises with conflicting terms, the
arguments for choosing one conceptual approach are presented. The article offers the author’s
definition of re-emigration, the conceptual core of which includes spatial, temporal, iterative
and motivational dimensions. Thus, the author proposes to define re-emigration as the process
of a migrant’s repeated move to the same or another country for economic, social, political,
cultural or personal reasons after he/she returned home and still stays or plans to stay either
in the country of origin or in the new destination country for at least three months.

Key words: re-emigration, return migration, repatriation, circular migration, onward
migration, secondary migration.
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Due to rapid informatisation and excessive media consumption, the media continue
to shape public opinion as the agents of ‘soft power’. The authors of the article conducted
a study of media coverage of migrants and migration in accordance with the logic of
sociological discourse analysis based on a sample of fifteen leading Ukrainian media. In
the period from 2015 to 2018, the greatest attention of the researched media was focused
on the relevant topic in a broad sense, without detailing certain types of migration, and
the labor migrants were the least interesting for the media. Qualitative content analysis
of media texts of every second month in each year from 2015 to 2018 showed that
the positive presented hidden meanings of media messages characterised migrants as
people who were protected from various threats or were just looking for quiet life; also
those meanings emphasised the absence of the threats of social divisions’ as well as
terrorist attacks and bad behavior, highlighted the positive economic consequences and
the dignity of migrated workers and the successful migrants’ assimilation of the required
level, etc. The negative presented hidden meanings of media messages convinced that
migrants supported terrorists, threatened the lives of other people, cheated and violated
the law, became victims of robbery and exploitation, were uncontrolled in their numbers,
contributed to the destruction of the economy, experienced difficulties with empowerment
or language or integration regarding their values, etc. At the same time, there was no
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category of migrants, which was described by any media type as an exclusively ‘good’
one, but, in total, both positive and negative consequences of migration were most often
broadcasted by private television channels. An important conclusion of the authors’ was
the finding that, in terms of means, the media coverage of migrants and migration was
about both attracting the attention of Ukrainians with allusion to their life priorities and
reflecting their values through the media.

Keywords: media discourse, migration, sociological discourse analysis, hidden
meanings.

Modern societies are characterised by rapid informatisation and excessive consumption
of media products, which was vividly illustrated by J. Desjardins [23]. He predicted the
traditional media’s extinction and the new media’s development (see Figure 1). In any
case, all the media types still shape the opinion of the ‘average person’. Back in 1990, J.
Nye had proposed the concept of ‘soft power’ which was opposed to armed force, and
that concept has become widespread. In J. Nye’s meaning, the use of soft power implies
voluntary submission through persuasion and propaganda, that is, using discourse [39];
and M. Foucault had combined the concept of power with the concept of discourse long
before J. Ney. According to M. Foucault, power is a multiple relation of force, when
strategic attitudes are realised through various discourses [26, p. 203-204]. Today, the
media are the agents of soft power, according to J. Nye, or agents of power over society
through the discourse they present, according to M. Foucault. Special topicality and
painfulness of the media discourse on migration and migrants in Ukraine are driven, first
of all, by the latest political events in the EU, the USA and Ukraine itself, although we
support the call to move away from pan-politicisation, paying more attention to cultural
issues regarding Ukraine [19], and when considering migration as well.

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The content analysis is the one of the most powerful methods to study media texts
in the social sciences [15; 31; 32]. Therefore, it was our basic method in the research of
media information coverage of migrants / migration, refugees, IDP and migrant workers
in the leading Ukrainian media due to MAD project [8], and according to the logic
of sociological discourse analysis highlighted by J. Ruiz Ruiz [41]. The timeframe
of our study covered four years — from January 1, 2015 to December 31, 2018. The
sample consisted of the most popular fifteen Ukrainian media; those were: 1) print
media — Uryadovyy kur"yer (Uriadovy Courier), Vesti (News), Sehodnia (Today), Den’
(Day), Hazeta po-ukrayins'ky (Newspaper in Ukrainian); 2) TV channels — UA:Pershyy
(UA:First), Ukrayina (Ukraine), 1+1, Inter, ICTV; 3) Internet media — Ukrayins’ka
Pravda (Ukrainian Truth), Tsenzor.net (Censor.Net), Radio Svoboda (Radio Liberty),
Strana (Country), and 24.ua.

The quantitative content analysis was the first sub-method on the list as a ‘textual
analysis’ beginning. The key words were: migrants, refugees, migrants, IDP (internally
displaced people) and zarobitchany (i.e., labor (migrant) workers as a nationally labeled
concept). The sample was built on the basis of the Mediateka tool and automated, since
that step was carried out in collaboration with the Center for Content Analysis [3] which
was able to provide that procedure. In total, more than 39,000 key word publications
were recorded in the selected media during the selected period, which third part of (about
12,000) were processed on the basis of step-by-step selection. Coding was latent, manual,
and the technique of coding the key words’ posts was applied.

The greatest attention of the Ukrainian top media was focused on the topic of
migration and migrants in a broad sense, without detailing certain types of migration,
and the media were the least interested in the labor (migrant) workers’ topics. This was
caused by lots of reflections on so-called migration crisis experienced by European
countries and the US, as well as enormous attention paid to migrants from Donbas
(IDP). The topic of refugees itself was the third one regarding its popularity. The illegal
migrants were often assigned to refugees (the authors of the publications in the Ukrainian
media used them as synonyms and distinguished between these concepts rarely); and the
asylum seekers from Donbas in Russian Federation, Poland and other countries sometimes
were also named as refugees. The periodic mention of this group was initiated by other
(mostly internal) reasons as well (e.g., the stories with M. Saakashvili or V. Kas’kiv).
Mostly, the positive media posts were about migrants from Donbas, and the negative ones
were about illegal migrants and refugees in the EU (see Figure 2; it also illustrates that
positive messages reached the audience a little more often than others). The vast majority
of reports on illegal migrants from the Middle East were neutral. Generally, if for the
migrants at all the media formed a neutral image with some negativity, for IDP-migrants
there was a neutral image with some positivity. The topic on labor (migrant) workers



could be considered as a quite marginal one (see Figure 3), despite the real number of
them, which was significantly higher than the number of IDP. It was noteworthy that the
migrants became the only group which won a significant share of positive publications
in an immigrant’s success story genre.

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Throughout the 2015-2018 period in the Ukrainian top media, coverage of the
migrants’ issue had been steadily declining, while the labor (migrant) workers’ one had
been growing. The migrants’ topics had not disappeared from newspapers, television
and Internet. According to the number of reports, it was ahead of even the domestic
hot topic — IDP from Donbas and Crimea. The IDP issue took the undisputed first place
until September 2015, but lost it after the start of the war in Syria, which caused a large
‘influx’ of refugees / illegal migrants to European countries. In the following years,
the media’s interest in that topic slowly but steadily declined: it lost about a third of its
average monthly memory. The publications on the active life of IDP were in the minority
— dominantly, they were portrayed as victims of circumstances, ones who were waiting
for help and being in need of compassion. This also negatively affected the state (e.g.,
the Ministry of Temporarily Occupied Territories and Internally Displaced Persons of
Ukraine) which did not fulfill its social obligations. The zarobitchany’s issue was paid the
least attention. The interest in it was sporadic, and there was a slight but steady increase in
the number of its mentions during the 2015-2018. In 2018, the average monthly number
of mentions was four times higher than in 2015 due to the visa-free regime’s introduction
with the EU, which facilitated the employment of Ukrainians abroad and contributed to
the labor migration’s intensification (see Figure 4).

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Regarding Februarys’ media texts, we applied the qualitative content analysis — after
selecting every tenth text from the general set, the sample consisted of 355 units — due to
T. A. van Dijk’s drawing attention to the importance of text’s implications, i.e., hidden
meanings. Successful identification of implications is both easy and difficult procedure:
one need the language knowledge and world knowledge corresponding to the horizons
of a certain community [50; 51]. Identifying implications is necessary procedure for an
adequate perception of social relations that may be influenced by discourse: ‘[TThe complete,
subjective meanings of a discourse as assigned by speakers or recipients, is in their mental
model of an event or situation. By general pragmatic rule, only some of the propositions
(schemas, concepts) of such a mental model need to be expressed in discourse, namely the
information that is as yet unknown and cannot be inferred by the recipients. Methodologically,
implications are important in semantic discourse analysis because they represent meanings that
are construed in their mental models by all language users with the same world knowledge,
that is, the members of the same epistemic community, but speakers may claim they never
actually said what was implied. That is, implicit meanings can be denied — a deniability that
may be crucial in many forms of political discourse about a sensitive theme such as migration’
[51, p. 239]. We noted the same danger in the media discourse and looked for relatively
independent implications’ groups. To have the mentioned search done, we principally focused
on characterisation of migrants through issues on security, economy and cultural identity that
were already recognised as very worthy of attention [24; 25; 27; 29; 33; 38]. The relevant
results are presented in the Table 1.

In case of positive security issues in media texts, migrants were mostly presented as the
persons who had been protected (by military, lawyers, courts, international organisations,
politicians, diplomats, activists and ordinary people, etc.) and were looking for quiet life,
peace, and well-being. Their presence was told not to have threaten societies / countries with
disintegration, terrorist attacks and bad behavior at all. In case of negative security issues,
migrants were mostly told to have supported terrorists, threatened the lives of other migrants,
civilians and volunteers, carried out fraud with documents and used illegal migration routes.
In addition, the audience was often instructed that the number of migrants was too large, i.e.,
‘too uncontrollable / dangerous’. The variations of both positive and negative implications
were equal in their concreteness; however, there were more variations of negative ones, which
had a greater chance of affecting the trust towards migrants.

All the positive implications about migrants and economic issues were repeated three
times out of four possible (the only exception was the once-appeared implication about the
dignity of labor migrants). Almost the same thing happened with the negative ones: the
implication about ‘robberies’ and exploitation appeared regularly (4/4, i.e., throughout all
observation’s years), the impending destruction of the economy was also mentioned almost
in every February (3/4), and the financial tricks were only offered to be seen exclusively
in February 2016. Thus, the media pleased the supporters of both positions, and it might
be even good news, because it meant that our top media had done more than just trying to
irritate the ‘precariatised mind’, that G. Standing wrote about: ‘The precariat is not a class-
for-itself, partly because it is at war with itself. One group in it may blame another for its
vulnerability and indignity. A temporary low-wage worker may be induced to see the ‘welfare
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scrounger’ as obtaining more, unfairly and at his or her expense. A long-term resident of a
low-income urban area will easily be led to see incoming migrants as taking better jobs and
leaping to head the queue for benefits’ [42, p. 25]. So, it could be assumed that media-owners
in Ukraine, who had even been considered as some mythical powerful creatures [10; 12],
were only partially interested in manipulations based on the economically colored ‘migrant
/ non-migrant’ social division.

Messages about cultural identity could be classified as rarely articulated and highly
multidirectional. If we looked at the whole picture, it could be noted that among the positive
and negative implications taken together there were slightly more ones related either to
language (the influence of language knowledge on employment and emotional condition
of migrants, and the influence of language practicing on consciousness and integration) or
the culture of a certain type of settlements. Actually, the media signaled that the common
opinion about assimilation, which was the least contrary to the so-called liberal values, had
not changed, and that not only every country, but every city / village had its own atmosphere,
that would either win over migrants or be defeated by them (thus, we met a variation on ‘to
kill the dragon’ theme, because one becomes a value enforcer by conquering dominant values).

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Our final findings were born from the ‘sociological interpretation’ of discourse
expressed in the critical discourse analysis (CDA): ‘What is of interest to the analyst
in this type of interpretation is the subject’s particular viewpoint. This viewpoint is not
considered to be a subjectivist bias of the discourse but an indication of ideological
constructs, which are understood as intersubjective modes of perceiving the world and
finding one’s place in it; a process common to subjects immersed in concrete social and
historical contexts’ [41]. The CDA approaches are being positioned ambiguously. In some
literature, we found a clear division of CDA practices into a number of scientific schools:
M. Halliday’s (‘socio-semiotic’) school, N. Fairclough’s (‘dialectical-relational’) school,
T. van Dijk’s (‘sociocognitive”) school, R. Wodak’s (‘discursive-historical’/ ‘discursive-
sociolinguistic’ / ‘historical’) school, etc. [18; 40; 47; 53; 56]. In other sources, certain
‘utilitarian’ synthesis of these approaches was either being proclaimed or practiced by
the authors that were guided by rather arbitrary and / or eclectic ideas about CDA [28;
35; 43; 52; 54]. In addition, the critical and ideological assessment of this method itself
is ripe now. The discourse analysis in general was noted to have been hardly meeting
the requirements of academic culture [13] and ‘emerged in a context where ignoring
the corpora, which had been associated with traditional hermeneutic practices, was a
way to position and legitimate oneself” [34]. As for CDA, it was noted that this method
‘considers the pragmatic effects of discourse in relation to the immediate social context,
but does not link it to the broader social context’ [41] and ‘have traditionally served the
interests of liberal globalisation’ [18]. But the same authors observe that CDA ‘can also
be considered a potential mechanism of liberation’ [41] and, in contrast, ‘is increasingly
being used against leading actors of this [i.e., liberal globalisation] geopolitical process’
[18]. Therefore, we would like to touch upon a few points of this method.

First, we were looking for signs of the ‘justification of inequality’, which involves
‘two complementary strategies, namely the positive representation of the own group, and
the negative representation of the Others’ [49, p. 263]. As we found, the positiveness
of the corresponding media messaging was more instrumental than terminal messaging
— that is, we assume that the goal was not to improve attitudes towards migrants, but
to strengthen the position of media-owners in the Ukrainian media-market. There was
no such category of migrants among those proposed by us — with the conscious risk of
such categories’ creation [14, p. 186], — that was characterised as exclusively ‘good’ by
any category of media. But we noticed one media type, in which positive implications
about migrants were present more often than in other ones: it was a private TV. Thus, the
‘positive migrants’ could be concluded to have become a ‘commodity in demand’, because
‘transforming Ukrainian TV into a high-quality and competitive product was carried by
private TV channels, financed by a small group of local oligarchs: Victor Pinchuk, Rinat
Akhmetov, Thor Kolomoyskiy and Petro Poroshenko. <...> Ukraine’s private channels



advanced to a quite decent level, compared to other countries of Central Eastern Europe’
[12]. Migrants became a symbolic honorary donor of capitalism in Ukraine, like other
audiovisually traded categories of people. Internal migrants in Ukraine and Ukrainian
emigrants turned out to be the most salable, and this partly coincided with our hypothesis:
the positive attitude towards migrants would decrease as we move down the list in the
table below (see Table 2). Given the situation emerged with negative implications about
migrants, previous conclusion would seem even too optimistic (see Table 3): again,
migrants’ images looked more like tools to attract the attention of readers / viewers —
the negative itself is applied more often than another tool for mass entertainment, — and
private TV was again among the leaders, but no longer at the first place, thanks to the
Internet media.

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According to our hypothesis, it was just another face of capitalism: ‘{W]hen online
media outlets started to pop up like mushrooms, the level of responsibility for what they
were publishing decreased in proportion. So, online media outlets often turn into so-
called ‘drain tanks’ (that is, websites that publish everything from everyone, even better
for them, if they are paid to do so), publishing untrue, fake news and spawning pools
of covertly commissioned materials (so-called ‘dzhynsa’). Although, there is a certain
number of information websites that can be trusted, IMI [Institute of Mass Information]
has conducted thorough research on dhzynsa over the years and has concrete data on the
price list for publication of dzhynsa practically at all major portals’ [10].

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Why was private television also so involved in negativity? ‘[W]hile promising
complete deliverance for all groups oppressed by traditional society, capitalism never
brings the matter to full equality. Even when the old structures of oppression collapse
under the onslaught of capital, new ones quickly grow in their place, fully meeting the new
requirements. <...> As a rule, such segregation is being tried to justify ‘retroactively’ with
the help of negative stereotypes towards oppressed groups (lazy blacks, stupid women)’
[30]. The same principle works for the presentation of someone in the media: even if it is
profitable to sell your positive images, this does not mean that you will not be offended
in no less profitable cases presented most often in relation to Ukrainian emigrants. In the
second place after them there were migrants ‘from other countries to other countries’,
who were not spoiled by the situational fondness of private television to the positive
about them to the same extent. In addition, we explained this by copying from foreign
media of what has been named as ‘hysteria’, ‘panic’ and ‘fear’, and the latter mentioned
had been criticised through other foreign media — for example, the Guardian (37; 51, p.
238), which was indicative of the fact that media criticism (regarding those who present
themselves in the media as concerned about migrants) is also a political tool.

Second, we found out which actors had an advantage in being quoted, because
‘quoting credible witnesses, sources or experts’ is an important element of indoctrination
[49, p. 263]. As we have already understood, there was no reason to call some group of
migrants confidently ‘good’ regarding presentations its image in the media. There was
inequality everywhere, although we admitted that most of the capitalism (un)happiness
— to be ignored by players of Braudel-discovered ‘opaque market area’ [20, p. 19] — went
to Ukrainian immigrants, most often not mentioned among both positive and negative
implications related to security, economy and cultural identity. Having checked the
presence / absence of direct and indirect quotes from various actors and documents in
the Ukrainian top media, we saw that, according to P. Bourdieu’s concept of social space
and its fields [16; 17], almost all media relied primarily on the recognised importance
and objectivity of just four fields. We want to emphasise that this concept does not fully
fit into, but is very close to critical discourse analysis: ‘The ideological interpretation of
discourse is also characteristic of Pierre BOURDIEUs analysis <...> Social discourses
will not only vary, in the sense that they will depend on the social position of the individual
who engages in them, but they will also have a different social value’ [41]. When quoting
and referring to, the media used rather the simulacrum of this value, created by inertia,
because the media bowed to representatives of the bureaucratic, scientific and economic
fields of social space. It was very likely that in 2015-2018 the real social value in the
eyes of Ukrainians was developing in favor of volunteers, journalists / bloggers and OOC
participants [22]. But we are very careful in this conclusion, because the actors’ list of the
sociological monitoring ‘Ukrainian Society’ and our actors’ list were not fully identical,
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and yet there were some matches (see Figure 5). We saw that, in general, the media
were well-insured while speaking about migrants and migration: in the top of ones being
quoted / referenced, there were sources of both ‘serious’ (1-4th, 6-7th, 11th positions)

and ‘sincere’ (5th, 8-9th positions) and ‘ultramodern’ (10th position) information.

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Could a mass audience protect themselves from such a massive blow? T. A. van Dijk
was sure that yes: ‘If dominant groups, and especially their elites, largely control public
discourse and its structures, they thus also have more control over the minds of the public



at large. However, such control has its limits. The complexity of comprehension,
and the formation and change of beliefs, are such that one cannot always predict which
features of a specific text or talk will have which effects on the minds of specific recipients’
[46, p. 358]. Or, as we are told by researchers engaged in framing theory, an ‘alternative
possibility, however, is that people engage in more conscious evaluations of the issues by
considering, for example, the politicians or interest groups behind the issues’ [21]. And
the results of focus group discussions on attitudes towards media in 2017-2019 [48, p.
13-38] testified that the Ukrainians’ trust was hard to catch even by the most trusted media.
While speaking about the prospects for further research, more attention should be
paid to the (de)humanisation of migrants in the light of other indications. For example, it
seemed sufficient for us to identify additionally both implications about sociodemographic
portrait of migrants and semantic cores among those sociodemographic characteristics
related to age, sex, marital / family status, city / village, center / periphery dimensions. In
all the years considered, the humanisation of migrants went parallel with non-empathic
detachment, i.e., the emphasis on the fact that migrants were ‘someone’s family members’,
which could soften the hearts of many people, went parallel with artificial impersonal
protrusion of some migrant groups, which could lead to aggressive perception — e.g.,
as if they had been given too much [36]. On the one hand, the images of migrants
were connected with the images of their family members and considered in terms of
family roles (father / dad, mother / mam, husband, wife, grandfather, grandmother,
son, daughter, brother, sister, grandchildren, etc.). On the other hand, there was an
‘anonymous & separated’ implication: specific migrants’ families were shown as a ‘series
of families’; children and older people (primarily them) were shown as ones existing as if
by themselves or living on ‘bonuses’ from benefactors, suffering from rights violations,
etc. An automated semantic analysis via Advego revealed that the most frequently used
words were child and family (see Figure 6).

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Images of children are one of the means used by the media to manipulate the reaction
of the audience. There had been at least one high-profile child-rights-scandal in the
Ukrainian media which led to the preparation of a report on situations where the media
cooperated with children [55]. However, the practice of using children in the media
continues itself in Ukraine to enhance the emotional perception of broadcasted content.
In particular, the Institute of Mass Media did research on how the leading national online
media covered the topic of minors [7]. According to their results, the top themes with
children-mentioning included medicine (25%), crime, traffic accidents, missing children,
accidents (22%), show business (8%). Therefore, the topics of childhood, children’s
images, etc., were expectedly used in covering the topics of migration as well. Children
had become just another tool used by the Ukrainian top media to enhance the emotional
perception of migration. Also, here we traced the appeal to the family as a traditional
value of Ukrainians. According to the annual monitoring of the Institute of Sociology
of NASU, the ‘family’ had been occupying the second value ranking position for young
people for a long time [4]. The A. Tashchenko’s research on values and morality of the
Ukrainian society also testified that the best options had been selected by Ukrainians
principally for the family [44; 45]. Thus, the media depiction of migrants’ topic was a
mean of attracting attention of the Ukrainians with the reference to their priorities, as
well as a simultaneous reflection of their values through the media. Who knows, will the
topic of migration still be filled with a significant amount of negative tone and appealing
to emotions through various descriptions of the migrants’ plight, or not. In any case, at
the end of our research story, we would like to express our deep gratitude to the other
countries’ teams in the MAD project [2] and the experts invited to speak at the MAD
project’s workshops — Dr. William Ludwig Allen [1], Dr. Svitlana Babenko [6], Dr.

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The article is devoted to the study of the images of the Other, one’s own and someone
else’s in the author’s sociological research. Since the topic of images of the Other, one’s
own and someone else’s is in demand and quite discussed in national sociology, as
Ukraine is currently moving towards European integration, which means that the issue
of tolerance and acceptance of the Other, in particular ethnically and nationally, will be
quite acute. The purpose of the article is to determine the impact of labour migration on
the peculiarities of ethnic and national stereotypes, in particular, the formation of images
of the Other, one’s own and someone else’s, among labour migrants from Ukraine. The
paper analyses the materials collected by the author and interviews for the presence of
images and basic traits attributed to labour migrants. Using the images portrayed by
the respondents, ten main pairs of key characteristics were identified (generous/greedy,
patriots/non-patriots, hardworking/lazy, religious/non-religious, rich/poor, democratic/
non-democratic, non-aggressive/aggressive, tolerant/intolerant, sincere/hypocritical,
liberal/conservative).

Keywords: labour migration, stereotype, Other, stranger, own, ethno-social distance,
interview.

According to the data of the Ukrainian Ministry of Social Policy, in 2019, there were
3.2 million migrant workers. In 2020, according to the chairman of the National Bank of
Ukraine, there were about 3 million migrant workers. During the year, 400-500 thousand
people returned to Ukraine, but mainly due to the coronavirus pandemic, when the EU
countries closed to lockdown, people lost their jobs, and were forced to return home. Last
year, 3,259 Ukrainians went abroad for permanent residence. Also due to the pandemic,
the figure dropped. In 2021, according to the Plukha Institute for Demography and Social
Studies at the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, the number of migrant workers
is 2.5-3 million. «I think because of the pandemic, some people have postponed migration
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plans -- now it is just harder to find a job that will allow them to live abroad for a long
time,» said Ella Libanova, director of the Institute. [1]

Therefore, we diagnose the high level of interaction of Ukrainians with representatives
of different national and ethnic groups, which in one way or another influence the
formation of images of the Other, Ours and Theirs \ the Alien \ the Foreign

Analysis of scholarly literature. \ Scholarly literature review. Migration processes
have been studied by Western and national scholars. In particular, the influence of labor
migration on the economic situation of the population is studied by M. Boyd, T. Bush,
P. Di Maggio, X. Zlotnik, N. Kibria, D. Massey, M. Mills, K. Newman, A. Portes, 1.
Pribytkova, O. Malinovska and others; causes and motives of migration are investigated
by H. Berry, O. Blinova, 1. Bourhis, J. Goss, V. Bakirov, V. Yevtukh, O. Kizilov, A.
Ruchka, L. Shamilov, M. Shulga, N. Yaryntsev, etc.; changes in the legal and political
field are studied by V. Bannykh, O. Belyaev, V. Vasylchenko, T. Petrova, O. Yemets, V.
Novik, etc .; the influence of labor migration on the idea of family roles is researched
by V. Volodko and others.[2][3][4][10]

Interest in stereotypes as one of the ways of perceiving social reality was formed in
the 1920s. under the influence of W. Lippman’s work «Public Opinion». T. Adorno, R.
Binkley, K. Brayley, J. Dollard, D. Katz, O. Kleinberg, W. Clark, W. Olbig, G. Allport, M.
Gorkheimer and others .[3][5][6][7][8] made a significant contribution to the development
of the research. In Ukrainian sociology, V. Arbenin, V. Krasnykh, A. Ruchka, V. Sereda, Y.
Soroka, and others study stereotypes. M. Verber, V. Yadov, in particular, V. Krasnykh, Yu.
consider the term stereotype through the prism of socio-cultural approach, studying the
construction of images of Ours, and Theirs \ the Alien \ the Foreign in today’s multicultural
environment. [14][15].

Thus, taking into account the theoretical and empirical material on this topic, the
purpose of this article is to determine the impact of labor migration on the characteristics
of ethnic and national stereotypes, including the formation of images of the Other, Ours,
and Theirs \ the Alien \ the Foreign, among labor migrants from Ukraine.

Presenting main material. \ Argument. Given the complexity of the subject matter
the author’s research was carried in order to study it more thoroughly.

We analyzed the interviews for the presence of migrant workers with images of
residents of both the countries they visited and a representative of their own country,
and the basic features attributed to them. Next, features / characteristics were ranked by
frequency of occurrence.Using the images depicted by the respondents, we identified
10 pairs of key characteristics: generous - greedy, patriots - not patriots, hardworking -
lazy, religious - non-religious, rich - poor, democratic - undemocratic, non-aggressive
- aggressive, tolerant - intolerant, sincere - liberal - conservative. As you can see, the
list of proposed features differs significantly from the classical lists used in other studies



of interethnic stereotypes (R. Gardner, D. Taylor, G. Ktsoeva),because it has a political
component. However, this component turned out to be important for our respondents, labor
migrants. It should be noted that all the above features correspond to the classification of
stereotypes in the spheres of human life, namely:

» political features include patriotism, democracy, liberalism / conservatism;

* to economic: generosity / greed, wealth / poverty, diligence / laziness;

* to cultural: non-aggression / aggression, tolerance / intolerance, sincerity /

hypocrisy;

* to religious: religiosity / non-religiosity.

All of the above spheres have their reflection in the plane of identity. For example,
patriotism is an important element that is inextricably linked to nationality or ethnicity, as
are religious or economic components. We find similar ideas in the works of nationalism
theorists B. Anderson and E. Gellner, because these authors were among the first to draw
attention to the fact that nationalism (and its derivative - national identity) arise at the
intersection of political and cultural factors.There is also another area where national
and political are intertwined - citizenship. It was very difficult for our respondents to
separate nationality and citizenship. Therefore, when describing other national / ethnic
groups by migrant workers, sometimes these two parameters actively intersected and
complemented each other.

We collected 55 semi-structured interviews. All respondents we interviewed lived in
the Lviv region, namely in Lviv and Mykolayiv, because according to the State Statistics
Committee, these cities are among the settlements with a high level of population
involvement in labor migration. (Source. State Statistics Committee. The age of the
respondents ranged from 22 to 65 years. The search for respondents was carried out
using the «snowball» method. The interview was conducted using a semi-structured
questionnaire, which included the following blocks: demographics (date and place of
birth, status, children, etc.); description of the family from which the respondent comes;
questions about the settlement, region, environment from which the respondent comes;
respondent’s education; reasons for labor migration; reflections on staying abroad,
returning and adapting; relationships with the local population in the recipient country.
The use of these blocks allowed us to model the environment of migrant workers before
and after the trip to work, as well as to establish the level of contacts with representatives
of other national / ethnic groups, and their impact directly on the migrants themselves.

One of our tasks is to find out the changes in the perceptions of migrant workers
towards certain national / ethnic groups on the basis of interviews with «workers» and
to identify existing national / ethnic stereotypes. However, to begin with, we consider
it necessary to briefly describe the migrant workers we interviewed, their features and
specifics.
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Therefore, first of all, it should be noted that according to our observations, migrants
mostly live a «doubley» life: they regularly maintain social contacts in two or more
countries, speak several languages, through active interaction they accumulate their
knowledge and capital both at home and abroad. . Let’s try to trace the extent to which
migrants are included in the socio-cultural systems of the “Other” society, because, in
our opinion, migrants are most interested in actively adapting and maintaining contacts
with representatives of the “Other” ethnic / national group.It is important for us that a
well-adapted migrant has a high level of interaction and maintains close contacts with
representatives of the “Other” country, as well as with “their” national group. However,
the experience of labor migration is quite different, so it should be noted that even in a
situation of low level of adaptability, as well as separation from the donor country, our
respondents form clear images of «their» and «others».

From the presented results we can conclude that the problem of «otherness», or
rather - the perception of others in Ukrainian society, has a special place. And in this
case, we will not outline the problem of interethnic / interethnic conflicts, but will try
to outline the socio-cultural situation in Ukraine, taking into account the experience of
migrant workers. After all, due to the growth of globalization trends in society, there is
a great need to establish contacts and communication with representatives of «Other»
cultures, namely nations / ethnic groups.But for this we need to get rid of the stereotypes
that prevail in our society in order to avoid generalizations about the representatives
of other ethnic / national groups. It is categorization and simplification that adjust our
perception to delimitation and repulsion from foreign cultures. Let’s try to find out what
is the attitude to other migrant workers, to people who have directly visited another
cultural environment, where they found themselves in the role of the Other? And have
they become more tolerant, because they continue to tend to create negative generalized
images of «Others»?

Today, the practice of studying the differences between representatives of different
national groups is gaining popularity in domestic sociology. Being in guest societies,
ie in a different socio-cultural environment, all migrants have some information about
different national or ethnic groups. They are characterized by the accumulation of relevant
knowledge about the relations between different nations and ethnic groups, as well as the
ability to assess what is seen and compare with what is in Ukraine.Most of this information
remains at the level of knowledge, expanding their worldview and influencing the level
of contacts with representatives of other groups. However, some part conveys their
experience, thereby influencing others and changing their reality.

Therefore, we will analyze the results in order to obtain images of generalized
«Others», «own» and «foreign» in the minds of modern Ukrainian labor migrants in
Lviv region.



The first category of traits «Generous - Greedy», the so-called economic. Most
migrant workers emphasize the generosity of their employers. This is especially true
of those migrants who lived in the families of their employers and had a high level of
interaction with them: «for my Italian women, I have already become my own, I have
lived in the family for 8 years.» Most of them received gifts from their employers for
the holidays, as well as bonuses. It is also worth noting that women are more positive
about the recipient country than men. We also emphasize that we meet much less positive
feedback than negative ones. Here are some examples: ‘“Personally, I quarreled with
that gentleman because he didn’t want to ... Because he didn’t pay us. We planted a very
hard bean, we planted such a bean plantation, and he didn’t pay us for this bean, he said:
«Poco, poco, you have peony, the bean is growingy; there are those who are still hungry,
and are not allowed to eat, and are mocked.And this happens ... Very greedy owners
saved on us, Ukrainian women, and lined up themselves ... ”’; “I worked for both Poles
and Russians, so I can say that they are as greedy as Jews, they know how to count well.
But, however, they did not count. « Thus, we can observe that the attitude of employers
to migrant workers had a significant impact on their well-being, the emphasis was on the
financial situation of workers. This led to the formation of stereotypes among migrant
workers. The group becomes closed.Accordingly, the level of communication with
representatives of others decreases. As we mentioned earlier, the individual experience
of interaction is automatically transferred to the whole ethnic / national group, which
creates a high level of distance.

We can also pay attention to the comparisons made by migrants: «Russian-Jewsy,
«Polish-Jews». This may indicate the existence of a stereotype about such a national
group as Jews, which in this context is manifested rather as a positive stereotype: «they
know how to count well... But, however, did not count.» We have a question: where
does the knowledge about this group and its attitude to money come from, a person
who previously stated that he had no contact with them and never worked. Thus, we
can assume that such an image is formed in the society where the respondent comes
from, because this is not the only comment on the «economic opportunities» of this
ethnic group.

«Patriots - Non-patriots». Being abroad at work, the feeling of patriotism and love
for the Motherland is significantly sharpened. However, the paradox in this situation is
that more responsibility is increased and transferred to the state and the government,
which must take care of its citizens, and not only for themselves: . There is something that
respects our workers, there is something that most (laughs) help our people ...We have
to give a job in our state, and we have to be, well, with children, somewhere abroad. We
wanted our country to prosper as well as other countries abroad, such as Italy or Germany
... or the Czech Republic, as well as Poland ... We are all future generations (laughs)
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help our people ...We have to give a job in our state, and we have to be, well, with
children, somewhere abroad. We wanted our country to prosper as well as other countries
abroad, such as Italy or Germany ... or the Czech Republic, as well as Poland ... We are
all future generations (laughs) and our children would live in our prosperous Ukraine .
This tendency is inherent in almost all migrant workers, because the ideas of paternalism
are widespread in Ukrainian society. This practice is more related to the socialist past,
where «everything was decided and taken care of by the state.» Since the majority of
migrant workers belong to the middle age category, this idea is quite deeply rooted in the
minds of Ukrainians. The exception is the younger generation, for whom the Motherland
is associated more with home than with the state. «And what a state, good at home,
mother at home, friends, I miss them, and it’s so normal,» - said only those respondents
who socialized during the independence of Ukraine.

Also quite often in our interviews the phrase “well, we are Ukrainians, where else
can you find such?” and heterostereotypes: «Italians only wanted a Ukrainian woman
because | had a Romanian woman working for me. We are very clean and hardworking,
so they said they were very dirty. And what are they? The same gypsies.» national group
by humiliating others, although they themselves are in a situation of oppression of their
own nationality.

«Hardworking - Lazy.» As for such traits as diligence and laziness, the relations
between migrant workers and employers had a great influence. After all, this relationship
has an impact on all other characteristics / traits: “The first time we came across very
good gentlemen, they received us very hospitably, they were very happy with our work,
because since we, as she said, there is no working people ... such working people as
Ukrainians «.» These Italians are so lazy, they don’t want to do anything, even to change
the elementary, there is a light bulb, they call a master...It’s just ridiculous, we even have
women doing that. ” It should be emphasized that the key factor in this characteristic is
the national factor. According to Mr. Stepan, only Ukrainians are the most hard-working
people: They don’t really know how to do anything... Look: they came up with different
professions, there are all kinds of designers, they don’t take money for it, and our people
do everything, they do any job ™.

«Religious - Non-religious.» In the case of describing the religiosity of a national /
ethnic group, in particular among Italians, Poles, Czechs, Spaniards and English, it should
be noted that this feature is identified by migrant workers as positive and emphasize its
importance in educating future generations, indicating high development. culture of
these nations. “Oh, they (the British - OH) are very religious, they go to church all the
time. Their children come out of the temple to say hello, very friendly. ” “We see that
children have never been raised to church there... 11 o’clock is not for children, there
are children... whether it wants to or not, maybe it has no desire, it goes. We don’t have



that. And where would I be, whether in Wroclaw, or in Warsaw, or in Lublin, or in, like
him? In Ozharov. Wherever I am, in any corner of Poland, there is religion in the first
place, I think so, that’s my opinion, because I saw that children go, because it’s early in
school, so children go to church in the morning, and no child will pass. Although I am a
stranger in them, in their field, I am a stranger, but they... no child will pass, as the «day
of good» will not say to you. It was also important for migrant workers that employers
did not prohibit or even support our migrant workers in their desire to attend church and
follow traditions. “Well, if I wanted to pray and go to church on Sunday. There, there
it was not forbidden, there on the contrary even the lady came, well here the mistress,
and added: maybe someone will go to church with her. Didn’t anyone forbid it there,
everyone has their own free choice and distribution ™.

In the case of the Russian national group, virtually all migrants who have worked
in Russia report a low level of religiosity, which they believe affects the level of culture
of the entire nation. «Oh, and they (Russians - OH) are communists... They planted
potatoes on Easter...». for them it means more than Christmas, can you imagine ?! «.
And since 2013/2014, the situation has worsened due to the political component: «and
what kind of brothers they take from us, they are murderers, .... they will never be their
own .... it’s just a neighbor with whom we were unlucky.»

So, we see a situation where our respondents believe that religiosity is directly
related to the development of the level of culture: the more religious a nation or ethnic
group, the higher the level of culture. In our opinion, the relationship between religion,
tradition and level of culture, or rather the influence of religion on the development of
the state and the church is one of the most ingrained stereotypes in Ukrainian society.

«Rich - Poor.» In analyzing the interviews we collected, one of the main emphases
in describing a particular national group, respondents focused on the economic situation
of employers of Ukrainian migrant workers, which automatically identified and imposed
on all members of this nationality. “My grandmother (a Pole - OH) told me a lot of
things: how their childhood went, how they had many cows in the village, how they
were too ... how, when, as they say, they hired ... Also they went to work, they also
earned money for themselves.ut 2 thousand,... their pension corresponds to their salary
and their products. The products there are cheap, you can equate a lot of things that we
have, and some of them there, as well as their water is expensive, and their rent is more
expensive, but the corresponding salary is what they still have left, and our money.There
people live and have time to rest, and have something to go to rest. My lady was there
too... we told her, they were in the Crimea. They are very satisfied with Crimea, they
went from Poland to the sea, they were there ... And they also have the Baltic Sea ... ”.
We can also note that for migrant workers, in addition to a high level of social contacts,
the level of satisfaction of physiological needs is also decisive.»There, as Christmas,
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Easter was given to me, to me, to my children always, so I was satisfied, and there was
alot to eat ... Sometimes so much food was thrown out, there were cakes, and my heart
ached, because my children didn’t even see that, and for them it is unnecessary. «

The discourse also develops around the topic of comparing the economic situation
of the country and its inhabitants. “Look at England, the culture there is so high, while
the country has no natural resources. And what stability they have! That people are rich.
And what about us? We have so many natural resources, and we have to work for those
British people.” “They (the Czechs — O.Kh.) are very rich. Look, I live in Ukraine, and I
haven’t been to the Crimea yet, and they can afford to travel there, because their country
cares about its residents.”

«Democratic - Non-Democratic» and - «Liberal - Conservative». We decided to
combine the category of democratic and non-democratic traits with such a cohort as
liberals and conservatives, because of the connection between them. When the migrant
workers we interviewed used the terms «democratic» or «undemocraticy», they applied
them to the country in which the migrants were, ie at the macro level: «England is a
very democratic country»; In Russia, there is no smell of democracy, everything there is
like a zombie, whatever Putin says, they do, even at school in his honor (the curriculum
includes lessons in studying the biography of Vladimir Putin - OH), just like communists,
and Poland is no longer the Democrats. ”

For personal characteristics inherent in a particular migration group at the meso level,
use the terms «liberal» and «conservative»: «They (Germans - OH) are very lenient to
children, all allow... liberal in education. If a child does not want to do something, then
it is not necessary . We find similar statements in the explanation of the behavior of the
British: - «The British are great conservatives and Catholics», as well as Poles, Spaniards,
Greeks, Americans in various spheres of life: family, household, cultural, social and so on.

«Non-aggressive - Aggressive.» An important factor influencing the formation of
the relationship between migrant workers and the locals in the receiving country is the
presence or absence of aggression. It is worth noting that we are more aggressive towards
those members of national or ethnic groups who differ in appearance, culture or religion.
In the course of our analysis, it was found that foreign workers manifest some kind of
aggression -- greater or lesser -- towards almost everyone, and especially towards the
representatives of the national or ethnic group of the host country. However, there are
cases of aggression against one’s own national group: “Our people (Ukrainians - O.Kh.)
become evil and inhuman there, sometimes they don’t even want to know you. I once
met some girls from Mykolayiv, and they just ran away from me.”

Also, in the interview there are manifestations of aggressive attitudes towards black
people in Africa, Muslims and Roma, with whom most migrant workers did not work, but
when telling or describing certain groups used as a contrast: «For them (Italians - OH)



we like the barbarians who had just fled Africa. They think we don’t even know what
TV is «,» But we (Ukrainians - OH) are a developed nation, not some mute Arabs who
know nothing but to fight «,» And who are they (Italians) - OH) such? Dirty gypsies .
Respondents in the interview also opposed themselves to the Jewish community, which
manifested itself in the negative color of such comparisons: «Are we (Ukrainians - OH)
sho Jews or what?».

«Tolerant - Intolerant». As with the characteristics of aggression and non-aggression,
tolerance and intolerance are manifested as a reaction to behavior or acquired knowledge
about a particular national or ethnic community. “When I came here from Poland, I saw
that Poland has a much more developed culture. We really liked people there who were
so punctual, polite ... ” “Italians. I would describe them because, despite their hypocrisy
and cunning, on the one hand, they are very open to others and very tolerant. ” However,
Ms. Oksana, for example, who moved to the Czech Republic with her family, believes
that they are “uneducated, cruel and impudent. They love only themselves, and others
for them are cattle.

«Sincere - Hypocritical.» The last category of traits that we highlighted in our
work is sincerity and hypocrisy. This category is closely intertwined with the level of
relationships that have developed at the micro level, which respondents extended to the
whole group: “But the majority is very sympathetic to people (Poles - OH). And that [ am
with no one, that [ would have any... annoying... me, and in the store, and on holidays
greeted me.Also, for the first time in the study in this category of traits, the respondents
we surveyed gender-segregate representatives of other nationalities / ethnic groups. In
particular, migrant women endow other men with more positive traits, such as sincerity,
caring, and commitment: « Where they are (Italian men - OH) are so sincere...»; “Men
there treat our women completely differently. They are trained there. For example, my
senior had 2 sons and a daughter. Those sons all live separately. They called every day:
“How did you sleep, mom? Are you feeling well? Did you eat? «. Very much respect
for my parents and the same, because I did in two families. Then she worked for that
young family. Roberto also came from work there, he immediately, he hadn’t even
had dinner yet, he was already picking up the phone and calling: «How did you, mom,
feel all day, what were you doing?». As for the migrant men we interviewed, they
generally describe the whole group without dividing them by gender. Mr. Igor points to the
hypocrisy and audacity of both Russians and Poles, calling them «cunning, hypocritical
and deceitful.» We find a similar description in five other men. However, it should be
noted that women, especially those who have visited Italy, consider the Italian population
extremely «cunning» and «hypocritical»: «They are very cunning and hypocritical.»

Therefore, we see that the features we have identified create a generalized
stereotypical image of Others. In the minds of migrant workers, this image is manifested
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at the evaluative level. There is a greater friendliness to the representatives of Western
Europe, in particular Italians, Poles, Portuguese and others, and a lesser one to Russians.
In addition, it should be noted that migrant women workers are more positive about the
local male population than the female population. They more often compare themselves
with representatives of one or another local national group. In the case of men, they did
not gender-divide the host country’s Others, but described a national / ethnic group in
general.

According to the results of the author’s research, the following conclusions were
obtained. At the macro level, the following pattern is observed. The level of distance
from representatives of different ethnic / national groups is influenced by the level of
contacts. That is, with increasing contact level, the level of distance decreases and vice
versa. The lower level of distance is manifested to those ethnic / national groups to which
labor migration is most often carried out. It was found that in the meso-level analysis
the image of a Russian is more positive than in the micro-level analysis. It can also be
argued that the level of distance is influenced by the political situation in the country.

When talking about other national groups, respondents very often put labels and
characterize representatives of other national / ethnic groups with whom they did not
come into direct contact. For example, Mr. Stepan, without ever contacting Moldovans,
described them: “But those churks can’t do anything, they just cut the grass and looked
where else to go... No, we didn’t do it with them, the owner told us about his previous
ones workers, then we saw them at a nearby building... They were from Moldova. «
It is well known that there is no such national or ethnic group as the Churki, there are
Moldovans. This fragment traces the discriminatory practices of other groups. It is
paradoxical that they themselves are in the position of the Other, but this fact is leveled
by them and imposed on the «stranger».

Despite many years of cooperation, relations between Ukrainian migrant workers and
foreign employers remain, in our opinion, at the level of latent conflict, and extremely
rarely open; the latter being only possible if migrant workers were given the legal status
and had a good knowledge of their rights and responsibilities, which, unfortunately,
is problematic due to the very lack of knowledge and some other factors. All these
circumstances contribute to the emergence of new ethnic / national stereotypes rather
than undermine them. Hence, this situation exacerbates migrant workers’ feeling of
injustice towards them. Confrontation with other national groups and responsibility for
their situation, they tend to transfer onto the entire national group.

Therefore, our micro-level analysis confirmed that the formation of stereotypes
among migrant workers is significantly influenced by the level of interaction of migrant
workers with representatives of other national groups. In particular, this is manifested
in three dimensions of social reality: in social institutions, social practices and cultural



meanings.According to the first dimension, this influence affects such social institutions as
the family (affects both one’s own family and the family of the migrant worker in the case
of female labor migration), education, religion, politics, state, economy, etc. In the case of
the second dimension, the impact of migration is on the civic and cultural activity of migrant
workers, as there is a situation of increasing social participation of migrants in everyday life
and communication with different ethnic and national groups.In addition, there is a change in
cultural values, because it is the experience of labor migration affects the formation of positive
or negative images of the Other. However, the results of the study show that we should talk
about the situation of formation of Otherness, ie a social situation in which migrants do not
construct the image of the Other purposefully, but simply rely on differences in their own «self-
image», which affects sociocultural tolerance, social cohesion and society taken individuals.
