THE STRENGTHENING OF DEFENSIVES
OF EARLY MEDIEVAL FORTRESS IN ZYMNE

The article is devoted of strengthening of defensives of fortress in Zymne of gorodischa
which functioned in VI-VII century. On the basis of comparison of results of researches which
was conducted V. Aulikh in 60th of XX century, A.Branicki in 1997, T. Mylyan in 2003
generalization is carried out in relation to an origin and structural features of defensive of the
fixed settlements in early medieval. Balance of these works was become by an exposure and
study of tailings of defensive billow and ditch, strengthening of perimeter of fortress additional
paling with buildings of defensives in him. It was thus noticed circumstance that for
strengthening of fortress a natural factor is successfully used. In accordance with stratigraphical
view, and also mobile archaeological material the period of functioning’s certain sometimes
becoming of early Slavs in a country between of Dnister and Goryn, formation of Dulib of
union of tribes.
