PREHISTORIC POPULATION AND LANDSCAPE
INTERACTION:
contemporary approaches to conceptualization

Problem of definition of human place in geographical landscape is an inte-
gral part of subject field of representatives of traditional and post-modern geogra-
phy and social and cultural anthropology. In general, three main directions of its
conceptualization could be distinguished. According to anthropogeographic approach,
man with its culture and livelihood activity is regarded as integral part of the land-
scape alongside with flora, fauna, relief, climate and other natural agents. During the
second half of the twentieth century landscape is more often interpreted as the result
of purposeful creative of transformative activity of human being. In this framework
attention should be paid to the theory of cultural and anthropogenic landscape as well
as to the notion of landscape as result of sequent occupancy and landscape as artifact
etc. Last decades have brought the idea about integration of natural geographic and
socio-cultural meaning in the landscape, which is conceptualized in the context of co-
evolution theory and notions of landscape as scene and landscape as synthesis et al.
