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KRUTY: MYTHS, REALITIES, LESSONS
AN ATTEMPT TO SYNTHESIZE

The article is an attempt to establish the exact number of soldiers of the Central Council that were
killed in action during the battle of Kruty on January 29, 1918, and determine the significance of this
event in the history of the Ukrainian nation.

The Battle of Kruty is one of the vivid episodes of the First War with Soviet Russia, which, after
the October Revolution in Petrograd on November 7, 1917, slightly more than a month later, namely,
on December 17, 1917, sent an ultimatum to the Ukrainian Central Council signed by Lenin and
Trotsky, with the participation of Stalin.

On December 19, 1917, the Pan-Ukrainian Congress of Representatives of Peasants and Soldiers
approved the note by Vynnychenko and Petliura concerning all issues of the ultimatum. The note was
directed to the Russian Council of Ministers. Of all the delegates of the congress (1500 people), the
vast majority voted for the decision — 2 voted against, and 9 — abstained, (Chronicle of the Revolution —
1928. — No. 1. P. 275).

The 30,000-strong group of Russian Bolsheviks under the command of Antonov-Ovseyenko, as
well as several individual columns led by Yegorov, Berzin, Kudinsky and Muraviov invaded Ukraine.
In late December 1917, Siviets occupied Kharkiv, where they had considerable support, then Poltava
and Chernihiv.

Simultaneously, since December 1917, young Ukrainian diplomats had been negotiating in Brest-
Litovsk for peace with the Central Powers, but a serious dialogue could only be made after the Central
Rada proclaimed IV Decree (“Universal”), which finally declared Ukraine’s full independence.

The United Congress of Kharkiv and Kyiv Soviets (less than a hundred of the 125 delegates who
left the Pan-Ukrainian Congress of Councils in Kyiv and came to Kharkiv) began their work on
December 25, 1917, creating a so-called The People’s Secretariat, which did nothing, did not affect
Ukrainian affairs, and was an addition to the troops of Antonov-Ovsiyenko. It is significant that the
representatives of this pseudo-government, Kotsiubynsky and Lapchinsky were able to join Antonov’s
headquarters only after he had decided to allow it.

Realizing that even a well-armed Soviet armada would hardly be able to defeate Ukraine, Lenin
instructed his “fifth column” in Kiev to begin an uprising against legitimate Ukrainian authorities.

However, instead of consolidating all forces to defend the land from Russian aggression, Volodymyr
Vynnychenko and Mykola Porsh began to do everything possible to remove Symon Petliura from the
post of Secretary General of Military Affairs. He was the one who, despite his mistakes, had authority
among the military and understood the situation in the troops.

The first step towards the collapse of the new and rapidly forming army, was the dismissal of
Lieutenant Colonel Pavlenko, Commander of the Kyiv District and the appointment of captain Mykola
Shynkar, future traitor to the Ukrainian state. On January 1, 1918 Petliura was removed from office.
Serdyuk regiments, by the order of Shynkar, were returned to their normal state and transferred to be
like ordinary units of the old army.

Having become the the Secretary of Military Affairs with the support of Vynnychenko, Porsh who
did not understand anything in military affairs, instead of organizing the defense of the state from the
invaders, only contributed to further anarchy.This encouraged many Ukrainian military units to declare
neutrality or join Soviet forces.
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Due to the pacifist position of the Head of the General Secretariat Vynnychenko, the process of
Ukrainization on the Southwest Front was extremely unsatisfactory. Of about a million-strong military
personnel, more than 250 thousand were Ukrainians. In favorable circumstances, it would be possible
to create an army of more than 100 thousand soldiers. Unfortunately, this did not happen — Ukraine
remained defenseless before the Soviet invasion and the internal Soviet rebellion.

According to the historian Yaroslav Tinchenko we must pay tribute to Petliura as after he was
dismissed from the Office of the Secretary General of Military Affairs, he tried to create more or less
combat-capable military unit with which he could defend his homeland. Thus, thanks to Petliura,
Haydamak Kish of Sloboda Ukraine was created very quickly. It is very probable that on January 29,
1918 Petliura’s Haydamaks eliminated Soviet rebellion leader in Kiev Pyatakov. It occured near the
Volhynian station post.

Petliura’s Efforts to defend Ukraine from the army of Antonov-Ovsiyenko, using officers, devoted
to the Ukrainian cause (as the Secretariat headed by Porsh, turned out to be inactive) could have a
proper effect if not for the January anti-Ukrainian uprising in Kyiv, which led to the involvement of all
existing military forces. These included patriotic detachments of Free Cossacks, organized according to
the model of Soviet Red Guards as well as the most essential for of the Ukrainian cause battalion of the
Sich Riflemen under the command of Yevhen Konovalets, not to mention less important units.

Thus, the involvement of reserves consisting of young men and students of Kyiv was extremely
necessary measure, due to the fact that the war on two fronts (the Soviets from the east and the fifth
column in Kyiv) did not allow the proper commandment of those units that were left after the senseless
and, even felonious policy of Vynnychenko.

The Battle of Kruty was periodic event of a great war, which it would have remained, if it were not
about the blossom of Ukrainian youth. Thus, in the writings of Ukrainian historians this battle became
Ukrainian patriotic myth for the following well-founded reasons:

1. Soviet atrocities over captive students — torturing them before the execution, which itself is a
crime against humanity.

2. The solemn funeral of the dead youth on Askold’s grave, Hrushevsky’s emotional speech that
raised their feat (which is really justified). However, to some extent, it was also the concealment of
authorities’ failure in the defense of Ukraine. The other feature that contributed to the glorification of
young Ukrainian defenders’ courage was the poem of Pavlo Tychyna about “the Ukrainian brave ones”,
who were executed by the enemy’s arm and rest on Askold’s grave in Kyiv.

Soviet and Russian historians tried to veil the Battle of Kruty or did not mention it at all. In the
“Encyclopedia of The Great October and the Civil War in Ukraine” (Kiev, 1987) currently working in
the Institute of History of Ukraine of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine the so-called
“historians” have written the following:

“Kruty is a railway station between Nizhyn and Bakhmach in early 1918 was a place of fierce
battles between the Soviet units and the forces of the Ukrainian bourgeois-nationalist counter-revolution
troops and the German-Austrian invaders.” Thus, the Ukrainian youth who stood in the defense of
their Motherland from the Moscow red plague were not just “nationalists” and bourgeois, but also

Forces and causalities on January 29, 1918

According to the most thorough research, performed by Tinchenko. (The first Ukrainian-Soviet
war: December 1917 — March 1918 — Lviv, 1996.) Under Kruty were:

Soviets

1. Poltava column of the 1st Army under the command of Yegorov, 1 300 bayonets

2. 2nd Army under the command of Berzin, 3 500 soldiers

3. 3rd Army under the command of Kudinsky, 800 bayonets

Together 5600
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+ 1 st Petrograd detachment from Aleksandrovsk — which decided the fate of the battle. The ethnic
Russians themselves (exact data on its number is not available), according to various experts — about
two thousand bayonets.

Ukrainian forces

Total:

On the left flank (with reserve) = 180 soldiers

On the right flank about 180 soldiers

Totally about 400 soldiers

8-10 machine guns + 1 gun on the platform

Causalities

Russians > 300 K.LA.

Ukrainians:

A Student Company ~ 80 K.I.A. and W.LLA., including 27 executed

Cadet School = 40 K.I.LA. and W.LA.

“Death” Battalion = 20-25 K.I.LA. and W.LA.

A total of 140-150 K.I.LA. and W.LLA., and executed

The Soviets captured a platoon of 29 students and those who stood closest to the station as they
retreated to the station of Kruty, not knowing that there was an order to go to Kyiv.

29 + 2 (wounded) = 31 + 5 (wounded during bayonet attack) = 36.

Mikhail Bogdanov (representative of the People’s Secretariat) sent 2 + 7 to Kharkiv.

27 — were executed by Petrograd Red Guards, after brutal tortures.
