THE IMAGE OF THE BAATH PARTY IN ANALYTIC DOCUMENTS OF
THE CIA AND U.S. DEPARTMANT OF STATE (1961-1963)

This historical problem is very poorly studied in contemporary historiography. However, the
ideas of their own goals of the people‘s communities they lead in the minds of the country’s leadership
form the basis of the foreign policy of the state. How exactly were these ideas formed? What was their
source? Therefore, the description of construction of the image of Baghdad and Damascus‘s ruling
powers by American state employees is undoubtedly actual goal.

New JFK‘s administration tried to increase the U. S. influence in the region. The dialogue with
Arab nationalism became the one of the most priority aim. Besides Egypt, it concerned “radical-
republican” Iraq and Syria. At the same time, Baath party, created by Arab nationalism’s ideologies
Michele Aflaq and Salah ad-Din al-Bitar in 1947 in Damascus as pan-Arab organization, in 1963 came
to power in two countries — Iraq and Syria. Its ideology was Baathism, the kind of Arab nationalism as
mix of pan-Arabism, Arab socialism and anticolonialism.

The first mentions about Baath in files of CIA and U.S. Department of State dated to 1961-1962.
But Baath was not in the main focus of American‘s attention. Adherents of this political power were
perceived rather the object than the subject of political life of the Near East. Baath mentioned in context
of policy of other regional powers (Qassim, Nasser, King Hussein etc).

In beginning of 1963, the situation changed. Almost simultaneous Baath‘s coming to power in two
Arab countries forced Washington give more attention to this political group. Baath party got its own
place in the U.S. documents.

The most frequent epithets, used to Baath, was “nationalistic”, “nationalistic-orientation”,
“socialistic”, “pan-Arab”, “anti-Communist”, “radical”, “moderate”, “extremist”, “doctrinaire” etc.
As usual, in files of Baath first there was not very bright emotional coloration, and mentions about that
Arab revolutionist had neutral and restrained character.

Because of antagonistic both internal and foreign policy, the power of the Baath supporters
weakened. Little by little in Baath characteristic very negative connotations played more and more role.
Through internal strife with the culmination of general Aref’s coup in Baghdad, Baath transformed
from danger of the Near East to defending uncertain losers, brokenly trying the power at least in
Damascus.

Those metamorphoses of perception did not hinder general, pragmatic foreign course of Kennedy’s
administration concerning both Iraq and Syria. USA was preoccupied with struggle with Soviet influence
in the region and increasing its own positions. Americans as usual thought in the realistic geopolitical
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“state” categories. The analytic files of the U.S. Department of State and CIA, lied down on the
president table every day, helped JFK to make objective decisions regarding the Near East. Both, a
policy of collaboration with Baghdad and protracted freezing in Syrian-American relations continued
after November 18, 1963 (Aref’s coup).
