Abstract: Invited experts who study and teach economic history in American,
Romanian, Swedish, and Ukrainian universities answer questions about the recent
trends and perspectives in the economic history of Eastern Europe. They demonstrate
how the relationship between history and other disciplines developed in Eastern
European scholarship. They explain the reasons for the relatively underdeveloped
scholarly community of the field in the region. Finally, they talk about the applicable
theories and concepts which could challenge Gerschenkron’s theoretical framework
when discussing the history of economy and business in Eastern Europe.

Authors mostly accept the suggested statement that the economic history
of Eastern Europe is institutionally underdeveloped if compared with Western
scholarship. At the same time, they see the situation as a good opportunity for
the development of new research projects. The authors emphasize the necessity to
“learn the language of other disciplines” as well as to develop skills in data analysis.
They also point out that to explain the global economic transformations in history,
working with archival sources and understanding the context are as important as
the application of economic theories and quantitative analysis.

What are the recent trends and perspectives for the economic history
of Eastern Europe? What themes would you suggest to a young researcher
looking for a PhD thesis topic?

Constantin ARDELEANU

Recent trends have tried to link Eastern European economic realities to
fashionable concepts of Western scholarship. Historiography lags behind and
scholars have aimed to bridge this gap by employing methods and concepts used
in other parts of the Western world.

A lot has been done in recent years, both in qualitative and quantitative terms,
but it is still a challenge to incorporate large geographical areas and historical
periods of Eastern Europe into the same narrative. It seems to me that current

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national borders have a huge influence on how economic history is written. At
the same time, economic history offers a great opportunity to go beyond national
narratives, towards the transnational and the global.

Studying the history of transnational mercantile networks in 16th-century Lviv
or 19th-century Braila and Odesa are excellent examples for this potential. I would
say that the recent and upcoming trend in the economic history of Eastern Europe
is to further connect it to international scholarship in terms of concepts, theories,
methodologies, and ways of communication.

I encourage PhD students to look at transnational developments in the
economic history of Eastern Europe under different imperial regimes, thus trying
to reconsider what imperial control meant in economic terms and looking at
relations between centers and peripheries in a network. I am currently interested
in the transfer of technology and knowledge to Eastern Europe both in the 19*
century (in the post-Crimean War context) and in communist times, and how
this knowledge was translated into economic terms. I also study the economic
connectivity and mobility in Eastern Europe in a comparative perspective, and
how the human agents involved (global and local capitalists and policy makers) and
the transportation infrastructure (railways, steamboat companies etc.) reshaped
economic, social and cultural realities. PhD theses should investigate such themes.

Martin KRAGH

I would recommend a young researcher or PhD student first to think about the
nature of economic development in Eastern Europe throughout the centuries, and
then to consider which sources may be relevant. The answer is not straightforward. For
example, in regard to the communist era, post-Soviet archives may contain enormously
rich primary sources that have seldom been used. In an international academic context,
these archives are very valuable since the epoch is still poorly understood in comparison
to the Western states in the 20th century. These archives may also facilitate a better
understanding of general themes of social science, such as bureaucracies, dictatorship,
planned economies, labor coercion, corruption, or mobilization during war.

Mikolaj MALINOWSKI

The New Economic History that focuses on the use of quantitative methods
and economic theory in understanding the past has dominated the main
journals in economic history. The main debates in these journals are: 1) long-
term international and regional developments of material standards of living
in a comparative perspective; 2) the economic impact of female agency and
human capital formation; 3) the rise and economic impact of state capacity;
4) reconstruction of income inequalities; and 5) the institutional foundations of
economic growth. Eastern European economic history has remained understudied
and hence there is a potential for surprising and important contributions to these
global debates. Especially the study of serfdom, socialism, trade dependence, and
totalitarianism can benefit from an Eastern European perspective.
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Steven NAFZIGER

I think there are two dominant recent meta-themes in Eastern European
economic history. First, the region has seen a sharp rise in the discovery,
digitization, and employment of new data sources over the past 10 or more
years. Second, scholars working on the region are increasingly drawing on and
speaking to questions and conceptual frameworks at the forefront of global
social science research. Aside from these two developments, it seems to me that a
number of research areas are particularly exciting for young scholars considering
topics of study. These include the economics of coercive labor institutions; the
political economy of policy making, both by central authorities and at the local
level; international trade and capital flows into, out of, and within the region;
industrial and corporate development from a micro-economic perspective (i.e.
using micro-data at the firm level); and archival based studies of the functioning
of the socialist economies that draw on the tools of modern economics.

Eric Hilt in his article Economic History, Historical Analysis, and the
“New History of Capitalism” (The Journal of Economic History, 2017) argues
that research in economic history in the United States has flourished in the
absence of scholars trained in history departments. Instead, many of the latter
have defined themselves as “historians of capitalism” and created a separate
community. How did the relationship between history and other disciplines
develop in Eastern European scholarship? What would be the necessary
conditions for an effective transdisciplinary collaboration?

Constantin ARDELEANU

The situation is most probably similar in Romania and the rest of Eastern
Europe. Economic history has not been very popular in the post-communist
period, as it had been misused and abused in communist times, when its mission
was to explain and justify the coming of a socialist regime. There are few economic
historians, though it must be added that their number has increased in the past
years. There are some weak forms of transdisciplinary cooperation, but this
is usually applied to the history of the past century only. At national historical
conferences, economic historians have organized panels and have encouraged more
transdisciplinary cooperation, with limited success so far. More transdisciplinary
collaboration would require that economic historians invest more in creating
national and regional networks of interested scholars.

Martin KRAGH

It is difficult for me to answer, since I personally believe in the importance of
good ideas rather than in a specific training. Although economics, needless to say,
can offer a wide range of methodological tools (i.e. theory and statistical models),
such tools are not helpful in the absence of good ideas and a proper understanding
of the context. My suggestion is therefore that historians, economists, economic
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historians and scholars from other disciplines should try to find ways to collaborate.
It is really not that difficult, if the will is there.

Mikolaj MALINOWSKI

Inordertoachieveamoreinterdisciplinary perspective, historians shouldlearn
the language of other disciplines. The use of theory is essential. What historians
bring to the table is a detailed historical account of specific experiences of diverse
communities. This, although not ideal, is the closest many social sciences can
get to something that resembles an “experiment”. By following discussions in
the media about contemporary issues, historians may find valuable lessons in
idiosyncratic narratives of how societies dealt with a specific problem before
(e.g. migration). History should not only focus on reconstructing the past and
using theory to make sense of past developments, but it is essential to participate
in broad discussions about generalization. This may be against the training of
historians who focus on what is specific to every case. Moreover, historians
should visit conferences where specialists of other fields of social sciences meet,
such as the European Social Sciences History Conference. Co-authored and
multidisciplinary papers should be rewarded for their innovative aspects. To
achieve that, historians should, instead of the traditional ways of writing books,
aim to publish co-authored papers in related disciplines.

Steven NAFZIGER

As an outsider to the region, and largely detached from academic life in
most of Eastern Europe, I really do not know how robust the collaborative
environment is between historians, economists, and political scientists, to take
three fields of interest to me. That being said, my sense is that the modern study
of political science is still lagging a bit in the region (although Russia has seen
some advances), economics maintains a strong theoretical bent, and history
remains largely inward looking. However, it does appear that “institutional
economics” has taken hold across the region in a way that offers an important
opportunity for interdisciplinary work across these areas. I think the best way
to bolster collaborative work across disciplines in the historical social sciences
would be for scholars to actively participate in bodies such as the Economic
History Society, the European Historical Economics Society, the European
and American Social Science History Associations, and the Economic History
Association. Moreover, it is critical for scholars isolated in their own fields to
read literature outside their area and to actively seek out those in other fields
that are working or have worked on similar topics. Only then can informal cross-
disciplinary networks truly be developed.

Historians focusing on Eastern European economic history barely have
professional associations and there are no specialized international journals
(especially in comparison to Scandinavian or American economic historians).
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What are the reasons for this relatively underdeveloped scholarly community
in the region?

Constantin ARDELEANU

An underlying reason is the interest of economic historians to be more active
and visible in academic networks and centers linked to Western scholarship. This
is due to the institutional pressure to publish in ISI journals or similar highly
visible academic outlets, and as a result, scholars prefer to go to well-established
or “traditional” academic venues. There is another, simpler reason as well: Eastern
Europe is badly connected in terms of transportation facilities and travel is made
difficult by visa procedures (although this has greatly improved in the past four
years). However, it is much more expensive, complicated and time consuming to
fly from Bucharest to Kiev, to Vilnius or to St Petersburg (not to mention more
provincial centers) than to Western European destinations. Finding a common
platform of communication is also a problem, as the internationalization of
research still lags behind in many Eastern European countries. English is gradually
becoming the academic lingua franca in all these countries, nevertheless it is
still quite common to meet scholars who cannot communicate in international
languages.

Martin KRAGH

The reasons are historical, in this case the Soviet legacy. It is a development
of the past few decades that scholars from Eastern Europe are now more closely
integrated into the international, Western-dominated, academic field. It is also an
issue of funding in the region. Besides, only a very few Western scholars have the
necessary skills to carry out their own research in this area.

Mikotaj MALINOWSKI

There are several reasons for this relative underdevelopment. The first is the
language division typical of the region. Historians working on Scandinavia, the USA,
or even Africa often share the same language, or need to master only the closely
related languages spoken in the West or Scandinavia. This often means that people
from Western Europe can study these countries without actually traveling there.
Historians working on Eastern Europe need to know at least their local language, the
diverse languages of neighboring countries, as well as German, not to mention Latin
if they specialize in medieval history. This makes communication and specialization
more difficult. This may be overcome if more research on these regions is published
in English, in journals such as the Economic History of Developing Regions, the Social
and Economic History Annals, or the European Review of Economic History. The
second reason for the lag in the formation of an international Eastern European
economic history is the problem of funding. International cooperation is expensive
and requires substantial travel funds, which tend to be smaller at Eastern European
universities. The third reason is a break in the tradition of economic history: the
collapse of the Soviet Union resulted in the marginalization of the discipline.
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Historians often turned to a postmodern style of research, neglecting the positivist
approach which is so essential to economic history.

Having said that, much has been accomplished recently to develop a
collaborative network of Eastern European economic history. In 2013, a group of
scholars established WEast, an international initiative promoting research on the
economic history of East, Central and South-East Europe. WEast’s aim is to foster
knowledge transfer and collaboration between economic historians and economists
with shared interest in this region, representing both Western and Eastern
universities and research centers. WEast organizes affordable periodic workshops
at prestigious institutions in the eastern half of Europe, with prominent keynote
speakers. The workshops specifically encourage the much-needed submission of
globally relevant high-quality research papers to leading international journals.
WEast also convenes sessions on major international conferences and congresses,
in order to promote the regional focus for the global research agenda.

Steven NAFZIGER

I think the historical isolation of individual fields, coupled with a tradition of
ideological constraints, has made it difficult to build up the necessary communities
for creating a broader economic history community in Eastern Europe. Economic
history in other regions is now firmly grounded in the careful employment of
economic methods, which I sense is a development that is still playing out in
Eastern Europe. Despite this, I think the younger generation of more internationally
connected scholars is hard at work changing this, as is evidenced by the WEast
initiative and growing attendance at international conferences of all sorts.

Alexander Gerschenkron’s concept of economic backwardness has
dominated the economic history of Eastern Europe since the 1960s. Is there any
other concept which could challenge Gerschenkron’s theoretical framework
when discussing the history of economy and business in Eastern Europe?

Constantin ARDELEANU

I would say this is still the case. One of the most influential works on Romanian
economic history, published in 2010 by Bogdan Murgescu from the University of
Bucharest, is titled Romadnia si Europa. Acumularea decalajelor economice (1500-
2010) (Romania and Europe. The Creation of Economic Gaps). But recently many
scholars have put forward alternative viewpoints, such as mobility and networks,
or institutional and managerial developments.

Martin KRAGH

Yes. There are so many concepts and theories that could be fruitfully applied.
But rather than focusing on concepts, one should start with empirical data. We
still lack much of the basics, such as detailed information on prices, shares, labor,
companies, ownership, governance, state and regional budgets, or foreign trade.
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Mikotaj MALINOWSKI

The recent scholarship focuses on the book “Why Nations Fail: The Origins of
Power, Prosperity, and Poverty” (2012) to understand the relative development of
regions. It would be interesting to see if and how Eastern Europe fits the model
proposed by James Robinson and Daron Acemoglu.

Steven NAFZIGER

Practically speaking, I think Gerschenkron is important to read BUT does
not offer much in the way of a concrete set of hypotheses that can be explored
using data and the analytical tools of economics. Rather, I would start with the
empirical sources without bringing a preconceived conceptual framework to bear.
What do they actually show? What are the historical phenomena illuminated by
the sources? How can I best explore and analyze these data? To make progress
in these questions, I would also urge younger scholars to steep themselves in the
relevant economics, political science, and comparative literatures germane to the
particular historical context they are exploring. For example, if one is interested in
early industrial corporations, not only is it important to undertake detailed studies
of balance sheets, productivity numbers, and financial behavior of historical firms,
but it is critical to ground the analysis in the tools suggested by modern literatures
in industrial organization and corporate finance. This, I think, is a more fruitful
approach than trying to evaluate the applicability of Gerschenkron or any other
general framework to a particular historical circumstance.

What are the three must-read books in the economic history of Eastern
Europe?

I would recommend three of the more classical volumes, as they illustrate both
the economic history of the area and the changing concepts of the field. They all
have their didactic value and are good overall synthetic works for students.

A handbook of Eastern European economic history will soon be available. It is
edited by Matthias Morys and is a result of WEast collaborations. It will be the first
major publication on the new economic history of the region.

Steven NAFZIGER

I would like to highlight three books and note the hopefully imminent arrival
of a fourth. Together, Tracy Dennison’s The Institutional Framework of Russian
Serfdom and Paul R. Gregory’s Before Command are, in my opinion, the best two
works in late Imperial Russian economic history written since 1990. They both
range widely and are firmly grounded in the conceptual tools of modern economics.
Similarly, Paul Gregory’s The Political Economy of Stalinism utilizes economic tools
to analyze a fundamental non-economic way of managing an economy. This last
work is particularly germane to scholars of other socialist economies in the region
over the 20th century. All three of these works are exemplary in bringing new
data to light while borrowing from numerous fields of inquiry where appropriate.
Finally, I certainly hope to see The Economic History of South, East, and South-East
Europe, 1800 - the Present Day, edited by Matthias Morys of the University of York,
see the light of day in the near future. By bringing together scholars working across
the region, in different areas of economic history, and in different time periods,
this work will hopefully serve as THE starting point for any student and potential
scholar of historical economic development in non-Western Europe.
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
