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THE THIRD REALM AND THE FAILURE OF ITS NATURALIZATION
IN KARL POPPER’S CONCEPTION OF WORLD 3
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The article discusses Karl Popper’s conception of World 3 as the realm of objective knowledge. The
main target is problems of reconciling the thesis that World 3 is autonomous (irreducible) with respect to the
physical (World 1) and the mental (World 2) and the thesis that World 3 is a product of human thought. With
respect to the problem of the “over crowdedness” of World 3, formulated by L. Cohen, it is suggested that
the solution can be looked for in some kind of non-classical (probably, relevance) logic; however, the details
are still waiting for elaboration. It is argued that the cultural relativity of knowledge and the non-existence
of the demarcation line between the private (mental) and the public modes of existence of an idea constitute
graver — and probably insolvable — problems for Popper’s conception. In particular, because there is no
plausible way to draw the demarcation, one should consider World 3 either as ontologically derived from
a combination of the mental and the physical (the multitude of Worlds 2 in their communication supported
and mediated by material information carriers, which belong to World 1 or as a temporal and containing all
possible contents of human thought. It is also pointed out that Popper’s attempt at the “biologization” of
World 3 and his motto “all life is problem-solving” sit badly with his claims that problems belong to World
3 and that the existence of World 3 is inseparable from the higher functions of human language. The general
outcome is that the reconciliation of the view that World 3 is an ontologically irreducible realm with the
view that it is human-made is hardly possible. If the irreducibility is admitted, World 3 should be thought
of in a more Platonean — or Fregean — way than Popper did admit.

Key words: World 3, objective knowledge, physical, mental, autonomy, biological evolution,
descriptive function of language.

The conception of World 3 is an important part, and one of the most controversial parts,
of Karl Popper’s epistemology and ontology. Popper argued that the whole reality contains three
qualitatively incommensurable and mutually irreducible but interacting realms, or “worlds” —
World 1 of physical entities, states and processes, World 2 of mental states, and World 3 of objec-
tive knowledge (see Picture 1). With respect to the latter, Popper argued that the contents of our
theories (he was most interested in scientific theories, but his argument goes for all descriptive
statements formulated in language and so made public) belong neither to the physical (material)
world, World 1, nor to the realm of mental states, World 2.! (Popper talked of World 2 in singular;
I will more often talk in plural, because there are as many Worlds 2 as there are persons, or mental
subjects.) World 3, as the realm of objective contents (of scientific theories, for example) and log-

! In fact, Popper did include in World 3 not only scientific theories and other descriptive statements
but also pieces of music, painting, etc.; however, he focused on scientific theories. In part, it is explainable by
his dominant interest in science, but I conjecture that there is another reason too — it is that scientific theories
are probably the most tractable part of World 3. In this paper, I also focus only on problems concerned with
the contents of descriptive and argumentative statements (primarily, scientific theories and arguments).

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ical relationships, is distinct both from the physical
realm and from personal mental “worlds”.

picture of Darwinian biological evolution. This gives rise to a number of problems.

In this article, I recapitulate Popper’s arguments for the autonomy and irreducibility
of World 3 and argue that Popper’s attempt to “naturalize” the “third realm” is unsuccessful
because it runs into a number of problems, some of which are likely to be irresolvable. The out-
come is that if we agree with Popper’s argument for the irreducibility of World 3, then we should
think of it in a more “Platonean” — or Fregean — way.

1. Why we should admit that there is the autonomous and irreducible World 3 or
something near enough

It seems natural to hold that knowledge belongs to minds, is a matter of mental states and pro-
cesses. However, Popper denied this and argued that there is objective knowledge (which includes
scientific theories) that, although it is human-made, should be considered as an autonomous realm
(World 3) that is irreducible both to the physical (World 1) and to the mental (World 2): “One may
say that World 3 is man-made only in its origin, and that once theories exist, they begin to have a life
of their own: they produce previously invisible consequences, they produce new problems” [2, p. 40].

Popper’s reason for the claim that World 3 of objective knowledge is irreducible to men-
tal states and processes is that our concepts and theories, although human-made, have objective
contents and stand in objective logical relations with other World 3 objects, so that we may be
(subjectively) unaware of these contents and relations. In particular:

(1) World-3 statements have objective truth-values that are independent of our subjective
knowledge; the truth/falsity of a statement does not depend on our opinions and judgments;
a statement can be objectively true, although we think that it is false, and vice versa;

(2) There are objective logical relations between statements, although we may be una-
ware of them.

Popper’s favorite illustrations for (2) were from mathematics: “A number system may
be said to be the construction or invention of men rather than their discovery. But the difference
between even and odd numbers, or divisible and prime numbers, is a discovery: these character-
istic sets of numbers are there, objectively, once the number system exists, as the (unintended)
consequences of constructing the system; and their properties may be discovered. <...> The situ-
ation with respect to every scientific theory is similar. It has, objectively, a huge set of important
consequences, whether or not these have as yet been discovered. <...> Examples are Euclid’s
problem whether there is a greatest prime; the corresponding problem for twin primes; whether
Goldbach’s conjecture that every even number greater than 2 is the sum of two primes is true;
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the 3-body problem (and n-body problem) of Newtonian dynamics; and many others. <...>
These considerations <...> establish the objectivity of World 3, and its (partial) autonomy. <...>
the objective and unembodied existence of these problems precedes their conscious discovery in
the same way as the existence of Mount Everest preceded its discovery; and it is important that
the consciousness of the existence of these problems leads to the suspicion that there may exist,
objectively, a way to their solution, and to the conscious search for this way: the search cannot
be understood without understanding the objective existence (or perhaps non-existence) of as yet
undiscovered and unembodied methods and solutions” [2, p. 40—42].

Generally, mathematicians “think in terms of discovered, and thus pre-existent, and also
of undiscovered problems and solutions — of problems and solutions yet to be found” [2, p. 42].

Similar considerations underlie Frege’s conception of “third realm”. Frege’s third realm
is autonomous and ahistorical (atemporal); it includes all possible contents of thought?. Unlike
this, Popper’s World 3 is claimed to be human-made: although World 3 is irreducible to World
1 and World 2, it is nevertheless a product of human minds, of the invention of new concepts,
ideas, theories, etc. that happen at particular times (the historization of World 2); and these minds
with their idea-generating capacities are products of the biological evolution (the naturalization
of World 3). Prima facie, this makes World 3 less «metaphysical» and mysterious; however,
the coherence of such a view is very problematic. It seems that there is, at least, a tension between
the claim (C1) that World 3 is autonomous, irreducible to other two «worlds», physical and men-
tal, and the claim (C2) that World 3 is a product of human thought that develops historically.
Moreover, there are plausible arguments to the point that (C1) and (C2) cannot be reconciled.

2. The overcrowdedness problem

Against Popper’s conception of World 3, L. Jonathan Cohen [5, p. 175-180] raised
an objection that can be designated as “the overcrowdedness problem”. The problem arises
because according to Popper:

(1) World 3 contains both true and false statements (scientific theories, etc.);

(2) World 3 contains not only all statements (scientific theories etc.) that were formulated
and made public (let us designate the set of such statements as W3, ) but also all statements that
logically follow from W3, (let us designate the set of such statements as W3,).

However, the set of all statements that were formulated and made public, W3,, contains
contradictions, and from a contradiction, anything (the truth, as well as the falsity, of any state-
ment) is deducible according to the rules of classical logic. Popper himself explained this in
the article “What is Dialectic?” [6]. If so, then we have the following valid argument:

2 It may be appropriate to compare this with some aspects of the philosophy of “early” Husserl,

formulated in his “Logical Investigations” under the influence of discussions with Frege. In this work, Husserl
argued that the realm of “ideal”, as necessary and atemporal, is irreducible to “real” — the category that
encompasses all that is contingent and temporal (that is, everything mental and everything physical). He did this
against psychologism — the view that those items and relations that Husserl designates as “ideal” — in particular,
the principles of logics — are reducible to the psychological, mental. Dan Zahavi recapitulates Husserl’s argument
as follows: “The very possibility of repeating the same meaning in numerically different acts is in itself a sufficient
argument to refute psychologism as a confusion of ideality and reality. If ideality were really reducible to or
susceptible to the influence of the temporal, real, and subjective nature of the psychical act, it would be impossible
to repeat or share meaning, just as it is impossible to repeat a concrete psychical act the moment it has occurred,
not to speak of sharing it with others. (We can of course perform a similar act, but similarity is not identity.) But
if this really were the case, scientific knowledge as well as ordinary communication and understanding would
be impossible (Hua 18/194). <...> To attempt a naturalistic and empiristic reduction of ideality to reality is to
undermine the very possibility of any theory, including psychologism itself” [3, p.10].

It is interesting to compare this with Popper’s claim that “the philosophies which try to rescue the causal
completeness or self-sufficiency of the physical world, such as epiphenomenalism, psycho-physical parallelism,
the two-language solutions, physicalism, and materialism <...> are self-defeating in so far as their arguments
establish — unintentionally, of course — the non-existence of arguments” [4, p. 104].
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(P1) W3, contains all statements (including those that were not yet formulated and make
public) that logically follow (are deducible) from W3, ;

(P2) W3, contains contradictions;

(P3) From a contradiction, any statement logically follows (is deducible).

Hence:

(C1) From W3, any statement logically follows (is deducible).

Hence:

(C2) Any statement, including all those that were not yet formulated and make public,
belongs to W3, and, hence, to World 3.

That is, World 3 contains all possible statements, no matter true or false and no matter
whether anyone had ever formulated it or had any thought of it! This logically follows from
the premises that Popper himself accepted.

Perhaps, the overcrowdedness problem can be solved by means of some kind of non-clas-
sical logic with the rules of deduction that prevent the “everything follows” result. Some rel-
evance logic seems likely to be a good candidate, because the overcrowdedness problem can
be seen as due to the fact that in classical logic, from a set of statements that contains a con-
tradiction, we can derive the truth, as well as the falsity, even of those statements that are —
by their meaning — entirely irrelevant to the initial (contradictory) premises: given statements
A and non-A as the premises, one can deduce the truth of any statement B, even if the meaning
of B has nothing to do with the meaning of A. (For example, the statement that moles can fly is
deducible from the pair of premises “Socrates is a man” and “Socrates is not a man”). However,
the details of such a solution — the choice of a particular logic, provision of tenable reasons for
this choice, the demonstration that it solves the problem — are still to be elaborated.

3. The problems of cultural relativity of public knowledge and the absence of a bor-
derline between private and public

There are other problems for Popper’s conception of World 3, which are likely to be irre-
solvable. One of them was also pointed out by Cohen. The problem is due to cultural relativity
of what is publicly known (objective knowledge): an idea or theory can be well known to people
of one culture and not known at all to people of another culture. As an extreme case, Cohen pro-
poses to think of the possibility of the existence of some extraterrestrial civilization of intelligent
beings. Is World 3 one for us and for them? Or there are two distinct Worlds 3 — the human World
3 and the extraterrestrials’ World 3 [5, p. 176-177]?

I think that the untenability of Popper’s conception of World 3 (as both a product of human
mind and autonomous, irreducible to all there is mental and physical) can be made even more
clear by pointing out that there is no borderline between the “private” existence of an idea, in
human minds (Worlds 2) and the “public” existence of an idea qua an item of World 3. The “pri-
vateness” and “publicity” of ideas is a matter of degree, more-less, rather than an absolute matter,
either-or. Instead of the division into white and black, there is a spectrum in which white turns
into black through lighter and darker shades of grey.

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To see this, consider the following spectrum of situations:

(1) An idea A has occurred to a person X, but X has not communicated it to anybody,
and has not fixed it in writing or otherwise;

(2) An idea A has occurred to a person X, and X had communicated it to a person Y; both
have completely forgotten A soon afterwards; there was no more communication of A, and it was
not fixed in writing or otherwise;

(3) An idea A has occurred to a person X, and X has written it in a copybook, but nobody
has ever read it;

(4) An idea A has occurred to a person X, and X has written it in a copybook, and it was
read by a person Y; both X and Y had forgotten it soon afterwards, and there was no further
communication of A;

(5) An idea A has occurred to a person X, and X has published a book about it, and pre-
sented the book to several people; however, nobody has ever read it, and it got no further com-
munication;

(6) An idea A has occurred to a person X, and X has published a book about it, and pre-
sented the book to several people; two persons had read it, but it got no further communication;

(7) Some time ago, there was an isolated tribe whose members had an idea A, but now
A is completely forgotten, and there is no written (or otherwise fixed) expression of it.

The list can be continued, but I hope that is enough to make my point clear. Consider
the following questions. When A belongs to World 3, and when it does not? What is the princi-
pled difference? Do all the ideas that had ever occurred to anyone belong to World 3? Or only
those that were fixed in writing? If only written ideas belong to World 3, then whether all written
ideas belong to it, even if they were never read (and the books that contained them are already
ruined)? There cannot be any objective delimitation, because there is no principled, qualitative
difference between the cases described that would be relevant to our problem; there are only
differences of degree: some ideas were not shared, some were shared between only two, or three,
or four, etc. persons.

However, if there is no objective delimitation, there is no objective World 3. The ideas
that belong to objective World 3 must belong there objectively. There must be objective condi-
tions of belonging to World 3, an objective qualitative difference between those ideas that belong
to World 3 and those that belong only to a personal World 2 (or to several personal Worlds 2).

It seems that the only logically tenable solution is to say that the idea A belongs to World
3 in all the cases in the list. In fact, this seems to be implied by Popper’s statement that “there
are no thought processes without thought contents, and thought contents belong to World 3”
[7, p. 114]. If so, we should say that World 3 contains all the ideas that were ever thought of by
any person, including all those ideas that just emerged in someone’s mind for a moment and were
never communicated. But then it seems untenable and ad hoc to hold that a mere emergence
of an idea in someone’s mind (World 2), even just for a moment, make the same idea emerge as
a piece of World 3 of objective knowledge and remain there forever. Rather, if we need an auton-
omous non-mental realm of ideas and logical relations (that is, if we are convinced by arguments
of Frege, Husserl, Popper, and others that psychologism is false), we should hold that its contents
and relations are atemporal, do not emerge at any moment at all but are always there. The realm
should include all possible contents of human thought, all thinkable ideas, whether they were
thought of by someone as yet or not. It is much more like Plato’s world of ideas than Popper was
willing to admit, and it fits Frege’s conception of the third realm.

We can think of this realm as a kind of (non-physical) semantic space that has its structure
and intrinsic relations, which are objective, — such that we (human minds) can discover them by
our thought, “in the same sense in which an existing but so far unknown plant or animal may
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be discovered” [2, p. 40]. Thinking a new idea is a discovery by a human mind of an earlier
unknown object in this realm; communicating ideas is like showing such objects to other minds;
books are sorts of maps that help a reader to find (rediscover) these ideal objects.

4. Is All Life a Genuine Problem-Solving?

Usually, Popper wrote about World 3 as a specifically human phenomenon that is impos-
sible without a developed language that performs the higher — descriptive and argumentative —
functions.* Other animals do not have such a developed language; so, it has to be concluded
that there is no genuine World 3 of other animal’s production. On the other hand, Popper often
drew an analogy between human World 3 and products of animal activity that serve for animals
as “extra-somatic organs” — burrows, dens, bird nests, beaver dams, etc. However, it seems that
this is a mere analogy; animal’s “extra-somatic organs” can be regarded as in some important
respects analogous to World 3, but they are not animal Worlds 3 — they still are parts of World
1 (the physical world). As far as I know (and consistently with his thesis about the necessary
connection between World 3 and the higher functions of language), Popper did not ever wrote
that nonhuman animals have World 3.

On the other hand, Popper contended that biological evolution should be understood as
a process of problem-solving that follows the same scheme as the development of scientific
theories. The scheme is P1 > TT—EE—P2— <...>, where P1 is the initial objective problem to
be solved, TT is its tentative solution (tentative theory), EE is error-elimination (by criticism in
science, by natural selection in the process of biological evolution), and P2 are new problems
at the end of the cycle and the beginning of the next cycle. One of Popper’s pet slogans was
“All life is problem-solving”. It seems that in all this, Popper did not talk of problems and prob-
lem-solving metaphorically; he did really mean that animals and life solve problems. Howev-
er, it is hard to see how this view can be consistent with the view of World 3 as a specifically
human phenomenon bound up with the higher functions of language. Problems do not belong to
the physical world (World 1). All there is to World 1 are causal relationships between its physical
constituents. Problems belong to World 3. Plausibly, there is also a subjective aspect to problems,
or subjective problems, that belong to World 2. However, when talking about biological evolu-
tion as a process of problem-solving, Popper clearly means objective problems, which, on his
own account, belong to World 3.

Therefore, either animals or all life are not genuine problem-solvers, and there are no
genuine problems for them to solve (at best, there are quasi-problems, and animals and all life
are quasi-problem-solvers: there are some complex physical processes that look like — but are
not — problem-solving*), or there should be genuine Worlds 3 of non-human animals. This, how-
ever, would conflict with Popper’s claim that World 3 emerges with descriptive language, which
is a specifically human phenomenon.

3 Thus, in The Self and Its Brain Popper says that “man has created himself, by the creation
of descriptive language and, with it, of World 3 [2, p. 566], and in Objective Knowledge he writes that “the third
world <...> arises together with argumentative language; it is a by-product of language” [1, p. 177]. This view
can be traced as far back as the 1953 paper “Language and the Body-Mind Problem” (reprinted in Conjectures
and Refutations), where Popper, although without mention of World 3, argues that “no causal physical theory
of the descriptive and argumentative functions of language is possible” and points out that “logical relationships,
such as consistency, do not belong to the physical world”, although our minds are capable of grasping such
relationships, and this may influence our actions in the physical world [4, p. 107].

4 An obvious analogy to this possibility is what is often said about Darwin’s theory — that it had given
non-teleological explanations to processes that seem teleological and, before Darwin, seemed unexplainable
non-teleologically. In this sense, natural evolution according to Darwin’s theory is a wonderful non-purposeful
imitation of purposefulness. Likewise, it may be said that animals’ and all life’s quasi-problem-solving is in
certain respects a wonderful imitation of genuine problem-solving.

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PAN-ATHROPOLOGICAL PARADIGMOF SOCIAL SELF-ORGANIZATION

Social being is a complex phenomenon formed under the influence of both objective and
subjective factors. One of the methodological principles directed on social being development specificity
is the self-organizational approach. It anticipates the consideration of social being in the context of non-
linearity, dynamic, unpredictability, openness, complexity, variety of forms.

Article’s aim is to justify the expediency of usage of pan-anthropological paradigm in social
self-organization study.

One can reduce the variety of both objective and subjective factors to anthropological ones. None
of the natural, transcendental, or social factors should be accorded separate efficient and objective status
in the consideration of social self-organization processes.

The definitive objective influence on social self-organization belongs only to anthropological
factors. The possibility of social self-organization and synergic parameters of societies in the aspect of
their non-linearity, instant variability, unpredictability exists only on the basis of anthropological factors
because of their highest dynamics and stochasticity.

Anthropological factors are prone to the fastest changes. No social phenomenon cannot appear
or disappear without the active factor of social self-organization, i.e. a human being as a carrier of
anthropological qualities (vital human needs, human will, emotions, thinking, thoughts, knowledge,
worldview, values), that can essentially and instantly be changed and constructed by semiotic means.

The most valid structural anthropological elements are values that can be interpreted as the unity
of all anthropological qualities since values express emotional, sensual, willed and ideological dimension
of human anthropology.

Pan-anthropological approach to social self-organization allows the instant instrumental influence
on social being by the change of collective quality of anthropological factors in social groups; such
changes are seen on the level of somatics, psyche, and spirit. Such approach to social self-organization
is the most expedient methodological approach with forceful heuristic potential and expresses humane
potential of each society.

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The article is devoted to the analysis of general tendencies of evolution of scientific views of
scientists concerning the concepts of formulation of the category of mentality as a historically formed
psychological structure. It is proved that the first version of the concept of mentality was the position of
the “spirit of the people”, which was created within the objective-idealistic philosophy of modern-day
history. Mentality was interpreted as a specific feature of an ethnic or specific ethnic community and
an important element of self-identification. The ethno-psychological approach views mentality in its
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broadest philosophical sense as a system of beliefs, habits, ways of thinking and attitudes, perceived
and shared in the social environment of a particular group of people or in a particular society. Being
an abstract category, the mental was interpreted as synonymous with the mental, associated with the
thinking and consciousness of man.

In line with the psychological concept, the aggregate object of mentality is the various components
of folk cultures that lead to the study of individual consciousness, since the psychology of the people
reflects the set of properties of the individual. It is established that the general conceptions of many
individuals are manifested, first of all, in language, myths and customs, and all other elements of spiritual
culture are secondary and reduced to them. Customs found in life deeds of life, which are stored in myths
and become a common heritage through language. Elements of spiritual culture have their relevance in
individual psychology, and national consciousness is their synthesis, projecting a new reality. The need
to study first of all the imagination, the mind, the morality of not an individual, but of the whole people,
reflected in everyday life, creativity and religion, has been clarified.

Key words: mentality, social philosophy, ethnic psychology, ethnos, people.
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The paper analyzes the connection between freedom and liberal democracy and claims the former
to be a fundamental reason of the later. It claims that the two constituent parts of liberal democracy, namely
liberal and democratic, embody the two dimensions of freedom substantiated by Isaiah Berlin — negative
(“freedom from”) and positive (“freedom two”). The paper summarizes key philosophical arguments that
led throughout history to the articulation of freedom as a key social value, including the ideas of Thomas
Hobbes, John Locke, Jean-Jacques Rousseau, and other thinkers. In the end, it establishes three political
and philosophical conditions that make freedom possible: 1. The distinction between Vladimir Lefebvre’s
two ethical systems; 2. The value of isegoria (the Greek term for political equality); 3. The differentiation
between common good and common weal. The paper makes a particular emphasis on the topicality of
the discussion of freedom as a key underpinning of democracy: the world is entering the epoch of the
unprecedented crisis of liberal democracy with a growing number of scholars arguing that it should give
its way to other types of government. In this paper, I claim that liberal democracy is much more that the
approach to the organization of society and the election of rulers, but the political embodiment of freedom,
which inevitably becomes endangered when democracy is under attack.
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Statement of the problem. The development of contemporary technologically advanced
society poses many challenges to the established norms and foundations of its existence. Liberal
democracy is one of such foundations. It is widely claimed that the world is amid the third global
crisis of liberal democracy (the previous two refer to the situation in Europe and the United States
in the 1910° and 19305, respectively, that ended in two world wars). The biggest threat comes
from populist regimes, post-truth politics, international terrorist groups, aggressive foreign pol-
icy, global financial crises, climate change, etc. But while these dangers are widely examined
by scholars, one is often overlooked, especially, by the Ukrainian researchers. It comes from
the attempts to resurrect what may be called the Utopian narrative, by which I understand a sort
of hubris of human reason, into which it slips when it believes in the ability to engineer a “per-
fect” society beyond the existing one. Starting from 7he Republic by Plato, such imaginary com-
munities were often conceived in the form of strict regimentation of their citizens by the caste
of dispassionate administrators who have solved the existing social evils through the application
of rationally instrumental techniques. The American author Parag Khanna has recently envis-
aged a new kind of Utopia, specifically tailored for the digital age. In his book Technocracy in
America: Rise of the Info-State (2017) he tries to give weight to the idea that “American democ-
racy just isn’t good enough anymore. A costly election has done more to divide American society
than unite it, while trust in government — and democracy itself — is plummeting. But there are
better systems out there, and America would be wise to learn from them” [11]. Khanna dreams
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about a scientifically run and perfectly governed society, in which modern technologies will
assist a caste of dispassionate rulers, and sees this model as an alternative to liberal democracy.

Liberal democracy is indeed often flawed and the idea to replace it with the type of gov-
ernment Khanna envisages can be truly tempting (as any kind of utopia, by the way). What is
left out of the story, though, is the price that we would have to pay for these bold experiments.
I will discuss the ideas of Parag Khanna later. In this paper, I am going to analyze the intimate
connection between freedom and democracy. I am going to argue that the attempts to dismiss
democracy as “flawed” or “inefficient” will inevitably lead to the loss of freedom. Maintaining
democracy in the society does not necessarily lead to wealth, status or effective governance
(though these are mainly democratic societies that are lucky to boast these features), however
it secures freedom. This is important to highlight, as long as such authors as Parag Khanna
talk a lot about the expected benefits of abandoning democracy. What they remain silent about,
though, are the losses, namely the loss of freedom.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The problem of whether liberal democra-
cy is declining in the modern world has been recently highlighted in numerous research and pub-
lications. In particular, Eric Rosenbach and Katherine Mansted claim in their paper Can Democ-
racy Survive in the Information Age? (2018) that “The Information Revolution has most radically
reinvented the way in which states wield information power, ushering in changes to the nature
of state competition, conflict, and international relations in the 21* century” and point out that
key features of democracy, e. g. freedom of speech, elections, private sector, and the separation
of powers, fuel its troubles due to the new nature of information production and distribution in
the digital age [15]. In the paper Will Democracy Survive Big Data and Artificial Intelligence?
by Dirk Helbing, Bruno Frey et al. the authors argue “that we are in the middle of a technological
upheaval that will transform the way society is organized”. Our core values, including the val-
ues of liberalism and democracy are going to face profound challenges, and “we must make
the right decision right now” if we want to keep them for the future [17]. The Israeli philosopher
Yuval Noah Harari suggests that liberalism is about to face even a greater threat from modern
technologies than it the one that came from Communism and Fascism in the past [9]. He also
maintains that the future we are about to witness the rise of “the most unequal societies in histo-
ry” as long as the masses loose their political power and a huge underclass of “useless people”
is under making throughout the globe [10]. Other authors, such as Parag Khanna, acknowledge
that liberalism and democracy are amid troubled waters in the modern world, however they are
far from re-asserting their value and believe that their replacement by new forms of political
organization, more “fit” for our age, is a natural process resembling the Darwinian evolution.
In light of their attacking arguments, a number of scholars, including David Betham [4], Russel
Bova [6]. Fareed Zakaria [18], Paulo Freire [7], Francesca Polletta [14] etc., establish a pro-
found connection between liberal democracy and freedom, while warning against extreme skews
toward either illiberal populist regimes or top-down authoritarian technocratic power assisted by
modern technologies.

The purpose of the paper is to reveal the deep inner connection between liberal democra-
cy and freedom. As long as the voices grow louder that claim that liberal democracy has outlived
and should give its way to the top-down technocratic rule or any other form of government, there
is an urgent need to speak out for its defense, re-assert its intimate conjunction with freedom,
and warn against the attempts to displace it, since these attempts will inevitably lead to the loss
of freedom.

The main material. The connection between freedom and democracy is so profound that
these terms are often used interchangeably. To say nowadays that society is “free” automatically
implies that is democratic, and vice versa. The same interrelation was true 2 500 years ago, in
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ancient Athens, which is often credited as the birthplace of democracy. The Athenian leader Per-
icles in his famous Funeral Oration (circa 430 BC) praised the values of freedom and openness
and attributed them to the democratic Athenian society, which he contrasted to the autocratic
and militarist Sparta. Aristotle believed that freedom was the telos, or goal, of democracy, while
Plato caricatured democracy as “bursting with the spirit of freedom”. Nevertheless, the ancient
and modern understanding of the relationship between freedom and democracy are very different
and only partly refer to the same phenomena. In order to understand this difference and, hope-
fully, establish the connection between freedom and democracy, we should look closer at what
is called “liberal democracy” and find out why its two components, liberal and democratic, are
bound together in this term.

The term “liberal democracy” refers to a political system, in which the main political
offices are elected regularly by universal ballot and equal suffrage, with effective choice between
candidates and parties, and which simultaneously protects basic human rights under the law,
including the right to life, property, speech, assembly, and religion, and grants these rights
equally to all its citizens and residents. The two parts of “liberal democracy”, therefore, include
the method of selection of rulers (and, at least indirectly, policies) and the protection of human
rights under the law. These components, liberal and democratic, are also widely recognized as
“positive” and “negative” dimensions of freedom, as these were formulated by Isaiah Berlin.
“Positive freedom” relates primarily to the participation in the political life of one’s community,
as well as the ability to influence — directly or indirectly — the policies, which affect one’s own
life. More formally, it is equated with passive and active suffrage, or the right to elect and be
elected for public offices. “Negative freedom” deals with the principle of noninterference, or
the freedom of an individual from arbitrary intrusion into his life, which for most of history
meant the power of the state.

The causal link between the power of the people to elect their leadership, on the one hand,
and the protection of human freedoms, on the other, is a matter of old scholarly dispute. “On
the one hand, liberty is sometimes treated as a consequence of democracy,” writes the scholar
Russel Bova.

“Democratic governments, though varying among themselves in level of respect for
human rights, are assumed to do a better job of protecting those rights than do their authoritarian
counterparts. On the other hand, liberty is frequently treated as a precondition of democracy, to
the point that most scholars include civil and political liberties as a third element (beyond partic-
ipation and contestation) of the definition of democracy itself” [6].

But while these two components of “liberal democracy” are widely understood in a unity,
they, in fact, have different historical and intellectual roots. They also don’t always go hand in
hand (even in the West), and sometimes can be extremely at odds with each other. “Suppose elec-
tions are free and fair and those elected are racists, fascists, separatists,” writes Fareed Zakaria
in his book The Future of Freedom: Illiberal Democracy at Home and Abroad [18]. Or consider
it the other way around: such countries, as former Yugoslavia or Indonesia, were more secular,
tolerant, and protective of human rights when they were ruled by autocrats (Tito and Suharto,
respectively) then they became afterward as democracies. Great Britain has a long tradition
of limiting public authority and protecting individual rights, but it became an electoral democ-
racy only much later in time. In 1830, for example, it allowed only 2 percent of its population to
vote. America’s Founding Fathers highly valued liberalism, but were also afraid of democracy,
which they believe could evolve into a “tyranny of the majority”. Therefore, they instituted
a number of checks on a popular vote, including the Electoral College and the unrepresentative
Senate, as well as the “Bill of Rights”, which is basically the list of things the government would
not do even if the people wished.
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Though “liberalism” and “democracy” can exist independently from each other, making
it easy to find the examples of both “democracy without liberalism” and “liberalism without
democracy”, in the long run they are inconsistent and self-defeating without one another. They
are both political cripples waiting to evolve into full-fledged “liberal democracies”. And while
some politicians (and even scholars) try to pitch them against each other, arguing either that
nothing should frustrate “the will of the people” (especially, those “despised minorities™), or
that there are much better ways to organize the society and protect individual rights than asking
those “shortsighted and irrational voters”, I believe that liberalism and democracy are two wings,
which it takes for freedom to fly. In order to explain why it might be the case, let’s do a little bit
of history.

Ancient Greece is widely credited as a birthplace of democracy. Back them it was viewed
not only as one of possible ways to organize a society, but the institutional embodiment of free-
dom — one of the highest and the most precious human possessions. A dialog between Atossa,
the queen of Persia, and the leader of chorus from Aeschylus’ tragedy The Persians (472 BC)
may serve as a testimony to this point:

Atossa: Where, in what clime, the towers of Athens rise?

Leader: Far in the west, where sets the imperial sun.

Atossa: Yet my son will 'd the conquest of this town.

Leader: May Greece through all her states bend to his power!

Atossa: What monarch reigns, whose power commands their ranks?

Leader: Slaves to no lord, they own no kingly power [3].

Yet, as it was said, the Greeks understood freedom very differently from modern Western-
ers. Benjamin Constant, writing in the first quarter of the nineteenth century, described the Athe-
nian understanding of freedom as direct participation in public affairs and contrasted it with a lat-
er notion, which has to do mainly with the protection of individuals’ rights and private interests.
In classic Athens, freedom meant the right (but also the duty) to participate in public affairs. It
was also used in reference to the independence of one nation from the other — a criterion, under
which even today’s North Korea would be considered a free country. The Greeks also had no
clear demarcation line between the public and the private sphere. They equated democracy with
the rule of the majority and there were no boundaries on its decisions. For the Greeks, there was
nothing wrong in ostracizing or even executing citizens whose opinions diverged from the opin-
ions of the majority. In Constant’s words, democracy in Athens meant “the subjection of the indi-
vidual to the authority of the community” [Quoted in: 18]. The death of Socrates, which was
“democratic, but not liberal” [18], provides, perhaps, the best illustration to this point.

The notion of freedom as a protection of individuals under the law also has ancient roots
but goes down to the Roman rather than the Greek heritage. According to Fareed Zakaria, “If
the Greek roots of Western liberty are often overstated, the Roman ones are neglected” [18].
In order to understand why it is the case, it is necessary to recall the main difference between
Greece and Rome. Rome was not a cluster of city-states, but a vast empire. While the Greek city-
states could be ruled ad hoc just by gathering their citizens on the square, it was no longer possi-
ble in Rome with its huge territory and diverse population. The empire could be ruled effectively
only by abstract law, which for the first time in history equalized its citizens and granted him
a sort of legal protection. A good example can be found in another prominent trial of the ancient
world, namely the trial of Jesus. When the mob shouting “Crucify!” brought Him before Pilate,
the prefect of Judea initially responded that he had found “no fault in this man” (Luke 23:4).
Pilate was obviously reluctant to put to death an innocent person, but the prospect of rebellion,
which seemed inevitable if he would release Jesus, forced him to “wash his hands” and declare
himself “innocent of the blood of this just person” (Matthew 27:24). While the death of Socrates
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embodies the excess of democracy over liberalism, the trial of Jesus hints, at least, at some legal
protection of the individual against the wishes of the crowd, though flawed and conniving.
Though the foundations of liberal democracy as a precondition of freedom could be found
already in the ancient world, only after many centuries later they were rediscovered and rein-
terpreted in what would later become the today’s West. Fareed Zakaria argues that “Liberalism
came to the West before democracy. Liberalism led to democracy, not the other way around”
[18]. It is hard to disagree with this statement, as long as universal suffrage became a norm in
the West only a few decades ago (women in the United States couldn’t vote until 1920, while
black Americans, though formally eligible for voting after the Civil War, were effectively dis-
enfranchised from it under the “Jim Crow laws” until 1965), but the idea of individual rights
and their protection by the state is much older. The opinions of scholars are divided regarding
what was the driving force behind modern liberalism. Some attribute it to the progress of moral
consciousness, while others point out to more down-to-earth economic or political reasons. Hav-
ing no space for a lengthy discussion, I will specify only the most widely accepted arguments.
One of them traces its origin to the European geography, which is mostly a patchwork
of rivers, valleys, and mountain ranges. Historically, they served as natural barriers for armies
and, thus, promoted diversity and impeded political centralization (Russia and China, on the con-
trary, are plains, which were easily crossed by troops and, therefore, facilitated the formation
of empires). The second argument finds the source of liberalism in the separation between
the Church and the state, which happened in 324 AD when the emperor Constantine moved his
capital from Rome to Constantinople. This political move left the West for the next millennia
with two powers, political and religious, which contested each other so that none of them, in
the end, has become absolute (the Byzantine and later Russian model favored the unity between
political and spiritual powers, which together suppressed the individual). This early separation
of powers foreshadowed the future idea of “checks and balances”, as formulated by Charles-Lou-
is Montesquieu in The Spirit of the Laws (1748). The third source was the influence of Christi-
anity, which stressed the universal value of human beings in the claim that they were created “in
the image of God” (Genesis 1:26) and, therefore, had equal spiritual worth, for “there is neither
Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one
in Christ Jesus” (Galatians 3: 28). Along with the Greek and the Roman sources, this idea laid
the foundation of the so-called ius naturale (natural right) in the Middle Ages, which served
to protect the individuals against the arbitrary and unlawful persecution. And though it didn’t
protect them if such persecution was justified by some “higher” moral goals, such as saving
the world from evil (which legitimized the Inquisition), it still contributed to the idea that justice
does not proceed exclusively from the state, but rather the state itself should obey to a higher jus-
tice, which emanates directly from God or nature. A secularized version of this belief was put in
the foundation of several key legal documents, including the American Constitution and the UN’s
Universal Declaration of Human Rights. The fourth and, perhaps, the most important source was
the development of capitalism and the rise of the new bourgeois class of merchants and traders.
This class found itself outside the medieval aristocracy and began fighting for its rights. Since
the medieval world, which was dominated by religious orthodoxy and aristocratic privileges,
allowed no room for the bourgeois class, the justification of its claims demanded a totally new
ideology. While some early capitalists found such justification in the Reformation, the others
turned to a completely new rationalist outlook. Thomas Hobbes in The Leviathan (1651) sug-
gested a fully secular interpretation of the origin and purpose of state power, which he traced to
the social contract between individuals attempting to end the so-called “war of all against all”
and protect their rights. Hobbes was one of the first philosophers to treat the state primarily as
a defender of individual rights. Later, John Locke in his Two Treatises of Government (1690)
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showed how rights naturally proceed from private property and contractual relations between
the individuals who establish a political union solely for the purpose of protection of those rights.
In the age of Enlightenment, in the world still dominated by aristocrats and “the divine rights
of kings”, liberalism became a leading ideology of the new progressive bourgeois class. After
the English (1688), the American (1776), and the French (1789) revolutions it gradually became
the leading system of values in the world today. And, though, it faced many challenges in the past
(the biggest one from the Communism), it still remains a defining normative framework, which
emphasizes the limitation of state power, the protection of individual autonomy, and the right
of everyone to freely pursue whatever lifestyle they want, as long as they don’t harm the others
and their property. Liberalism, thus, refers to a political system, which recognized freedom as
the supreme social value and protects it under the law, so as to secure its enjoyment for everyone.

Though liberalism has to do primarily with “negative” dimension of freedom, or protec-
tion of the individual against unlawful interference, this freedom is still meaningless if the indi-
vidual lacks, at least, minimum resources to support her autonomy. “If freedom is a good only
because of the value that lies in exercising it, then those who lack the capacity or resources to
exercise a given freedom are being denied the enjoyment of it, even though they may not for-
mally be obstructed from it”, writes David Beetham [4]. The recognition of the principle that
freedom should not be just formally declared but also supported with resources is an important
watershed between the 20" century liberalism and its earlier historical predecessors. Classic
liberalism in the 17" — 19" centuries secured the rights of only those people who had already
amassed enough property and resources to be independent and self-reliant. And since in those
centuries it was rather a small percentage of people, liberalism, though progressive in its val-
ues, was rather a cynical cover of oligarchic interests than a true protector of universal free-
doms. The idea of granting necessary resources for living to each member of the society initially
matured not inside liberalism, but within its historical antagonist, Communism, which appealed
to equality and social justice only to institute a gruesome tyranny. The threat from the Com-
munism (along with the economic crisis of 1929) stimulated the augmentation of liberalism
with the idea of social justice, which has become widely accepted as an integral part of freedom.
“What is needed is a floor below which no one is allowed to fall, plus specific resources such
as legal aid; at the top end, there should be regulations to limit the advantages of the wealthy
in access to public office, and to prevent their undue influence over officeholders and channels
of public information”, summarizes Beetham [4].

Liberalism, despite its intrinsic value, refers not to the whole freedom, but only to a part
of it, namely to the part, which involves the protection of personal autonomy and the person’s
ability to master her own life. The other part, however, can be exercised not by the individual
alone, but only in a community, together with other individuals. Should society have lower tax-
es or more social welfare? What is more important at a given moment — good infrastructure or
high-quality medicine? These issues concern not so much each citizen alone, but the whole body
of citizens who may well have different opinions about these matters. Therefore, if it is presumed
that freedom can be exercised not only in private life, but also in public, and the people should
have a say in what concerns them all as a community, the liberal part of freedom should be nec-
essarily coupled with the democratic.

As it was said, early liberal thinkers were hesitant in recognizing this part of freedom.
Thomas Hobbes faced a dilemma: if a sovereign state is born out of the anarchy of “war of all
against all” and serves as a protector of order, who should then control the state? Hobbes had
a negative answer to this question and claimed, rather paradoxically, that only the unchecked
power of the state would do the best job protecting freedom (he also strongly opposed the sep-
aration of powers, because, in his opinion, it would cause the same anarchy in the government,
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which it was instituted to prevent in the first place). Locke recognized only very limited suffrage,
Tocqueville feared that democracy would lapse into a “tyranny of the majority”, and Ameri-
ca’s Founding Fathers had many surprisingly anti-democratic quotes. For example, John Adams
wrote that “Democracy will soon degenerate into an anarchy, such an anarchy that every man
will do what is right in his own eyes, and no man’s life or property or reputation or liberty will
be secure”, and Benjamin Franklin famously said that “Democracy is two wolves and a lamb
voting on what to have for lunch. Liberty is a well-armed lamb contesting the vote!” [19]. These
arguments reflect an elitist outlook of the privileged social class, which feared the empower-
ment of people who in those times were mostly poor, badly educated, and easily manipulated.
And these concerns aren’t new at all. The Greek philosophers made a sharp distinction between
a moderate democracy and the rule of the mob. Plato, probably, would have agreed with Winston
Churchill that democracy is “the worst form of government”, but not except for “all the others”,
but only except for a tyranny.

The most powerful argument for the democratic aspect of freedom has come not from
liberal thinkers, but from the philosopher who, along with Hegel, Marx, Nietzsche, and Hei-
degger, is often considered as one of the most dangerous and anti-liberal minds of all times,
namely Jean-Jacques Rousseau. Though in the age of Rousseau the European monarchs had
already been familiar with liberal ideas and even tried to follow the principle that their rule
should benefit the whole mass of their citizens rather than the privileged upper-class, an outlook
named the enlightened absolutism, the idea that the people themselves were a source of power
and should form the government was still alien to them. The monarch rules not only because he
“knows best” how to rule, but primarily because he has a divine mandate for ruling, which only
the Church or another legitimate ruler could grant. Despite in the Age of Reason some kings
were really efficient rulers, they still did not require consent or approval for their policies from
those who were affected by them.

Rousseau believed that all people are born free and abhorred that power has been institut-
ed over them without their approval. “Man is born free, and everywhere he is in chains. How did
this change come about? I don’t know. What can make it legitimate? That’s a question that I think
I can answer”, he boldly claimed in his 1762 treatise The Social Contract [16]. He saw the solu-
tion to this dilemma only in redesigning the society from the bottom up. Power, he believed,
should be taken from kings and queens and put in the hands a popular sovereign, representing
what he called the “general will”. Unlike Hobbes and Locke, whose “social contracts” happened
in the past, Rousseau foresaw it for the future. He also claimed that, though it was impossible to
directly translate the popular will into policies and representative institutions were still required,
those institutions had to be made distinct from the sovereign. The government may only act on
behalf of the popular sovereign, but should never be allowed to substitute it — in a straightfor-
ward opposition to the formula of Louis XIV “L’¢état ¢’est moi” (I am the State).

The ideas of Jean-Jacques Rousseau about popular sovereignty and representative gov-
ernment are reflected in the constitutions of the majority of democratic countries on the plan-
et, including the Ukrainian Constitution, which declares in its Article 5 that “The people are
the bearers of sovereignty and the only source of power in Ukraine. The people exercise power
directly and through bodies of state power and bodies of local self-government” [2]. However,
as much as Rousseau was pro-democratic, he was equally anti-liberal. He believed that nothing
should frustrate the popular will, and if there were divergent voices, it was not only the right
but also the duty of the majority to suppress them. By giving a new endorsement to the ancient
principle “Vox Populi — Vox Dei”, his theory was used to legitimize many wrongdoings against
the minorities and the opposition. A rare dictator in the 20" century justified his crimes by his
own will, and not by the “people’s”.
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Early liberal philosophers and Rousseau approached freedom from just one side and utter-
ly ignored the other. However, if it is presumed that freedom consists of two parts, negative
and positive, then the two approaches should be combined and the protection of individual rights
should balance the rule of the people. “With the perspective of hindsight”, writes the researcher
Russel Bova, “one might argue that precisely this Tocquevillean fear of democratic tyranny —
rooted in decades of Enlightenment thought and reflected, for example, in the statesmanship
of the framers of the US Constitution — has helped to develop and maintain the essentially liberal
character of Western democracy” [6]. At the same time, these two dimensions of freedom, nega-
tive and positive, should not be mechanistically contrasted, because such contrasting essentially
overlooks the connection between them. David Beetham suggests that every single democrat-
ic freedom is tied to another and cannot be exercised in full unless the others are neglected.
“The guarantee of civil and political rights”, he writes, “provides an essential foundation for all
the other dimensions of democracy. If we consider political participation, then citizens will be
deterred from becoming politically active, or even involving themselves in the associational life
of civil society, if their freedom to communicate and associate with others is obstructed, or com-
promised through government surveillance. Without such freedom, the development of an atten-
tive and critical public opinion will also be impaired. Draw out any strand of the complex web
of democracy, and you will find it leads to some specific civil or political right, without whose
security the fabric will start to unravel” [4].

Russel Bova, on his part, gives weight to the idea that democracy, as a procedural way
of forming the government, does a much better job in protecting freedom compared to authoritar-
ian countries. “Democratic checks on rulers”, he argues, “make it much more difficult for them
to abuse their power or oppress their subjects, and they provide the opportunity for citizens to
act to expand the range of rights to which they are entitled” [6]. Bova also illustrates this point
with data. He analyzed the 1993—-1994 scores of the Freedom House, which measured two inde-
pendent values, “political rights” and “civil liberties”, on the seven-point scale in 190 countries
in the world, and found a strong correlation between countries, which were electoral democra-
cies, and those, which were the most effective in protecting human rights. In 94 cases (49 per-
cent), the scores on two dimensions were exactly the same; in another 81 cases (43 percent),
the difference in the scores was only one point. Only in 15 cases (8 percent) the difference was
two points, and in no case it was more than that [6]. These numbers show that while autocratic
regimes occasionally can protect the rights of their subjects better than democracies, this is rather
an exception than a rule. For each “good” dictator, such as Lee Kuan Yew of Singapore, there is,
at least, a dozen of Roberto Mugabes.

All these arguments prove that freedom and the institutional setting of liberal democracy
are inseparably combined. However, in my opinion, it is possible to reformulate them in a more
generic way, such that goes beyond asking which political and legal conditions (i. e., regular
competitive elections, the separation of powers, the rule of law, independent judiciary, etc.) are
required so as consider a given society free, and looks, instead, into the nature of these formal
conditions. In order to develop an argument against technocracy, it is necessary to view liberal
democracy in a more abstract framework. For this purpose, I would like to suggest three con-
ditions, which transcend the formal attributes of freedom and, instead, deal with its underlying
ethos.

1. Tiwo ethical systems. What is the purpose of society? Is it freedom for its members,
or something else? In other words, what is considered to be the primary goal of its existence —
granting freedom to its citizens (in both negative and positive aspects) or anything apart from
this goal, such as maximizing GDP, conquering other countries, winning new markets, achieving
Communism, exporting the revolution, etc? Most societies on the planet historically were (a) not
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democracies, and (b) serving some other goals than empowering their citizens, such as maintain-
ing the religious order (as in the Middle Ages) or conquering new lands and markets. Modern
societies have become more peaceful, more prosperous and more tolerant than their predecessors
only because they have rethought the ultimate purpose of their existence and made freedom
the ultimate value. David Beetham claims that democracy is only good, because it serves just
one purpose — delivering freedom to its citizens, or rather “specific rights needed to realize dem-
ocratic freedom” [4]. This argument does not deny, of course, that democracies should aspire to
the efficient economy, good infrastructure, high-quality medicine, or securing their position on
the international arena, but all these benefits should be considered not as independent goals, but
only as means for a fuller realization of freedom of their citizens. Political and legal institutions
of liberal democracy (the rule of law, regular elections, social welfare, etc.) reflect this ultimate
purpose of their existence.

Totalitarian countries, on the contrary, have a different purpose. Though even in these
societies there was some degree of protection of human rights, historically they all served some
“higher” purpose, such as winning the war on imperialism or pushing the world into Com-
munism. In this case, there is a legal or moral demand (usually the two come together) to the citi-
zen to surrender his freedom and rally up with the others to fight for these goals. And the political
and legal institutions of unfree societies (official ideology, one-party rule, state control on media
and the economy, abolition of independent public organizations) serve the goal of imposing
auniversal discipline beyond the normal requirements of law and order. The whole society, thus,
becomes a sort of business corporation or military unit, fighting for the goals set by its leadership.

The idea that society is an end-in-itself and should not be subjected to any “higher”
goals can be traced back to Aristotle and the opening chapter of his Politics [1]. More recently,
the American-Russian mathematical psychologist Vladimir Lefebvre gave a new endorsement
to this idea in his book The Algebra of Consciousness (1981), in which he proposed the distinc-
tion between two ethical systems as two different ways of organizing the society [12]. The first
ethical system bans evil, the second promotes good. If there is a conflict between bad means
and good ends, the first system emphasizes that one should be concerned. If some anticipat-
ed social, political or economic benefit can be obtained only through violation of someone’s
rights, it should be discarded. Banning evil is more important than achieving good. According
to Lefebvre, this system is characteristic of the West, including Europe, North America, Austral-
ia, and New Zealand. The second system claims that if there is a conflict between bad means
and good ends, one should not be concerned. Harm is justified if the obtained benefit is greater
than it. This system was characteristic of the Soviet Union. As Lenin said in 1920, “We repudiate
all morality that proceeds from supernatural ideas or ideas that are outside class conceptions.
Morality is entirely subordinate to the interests of class war. Everything is moral that is necessary
for the annihilation of the old exploiting social order and for uniting the proletariat” [Quoted in:
8]. The society which treats freedom as a supreme value and the ultimate purpose of its existence
clearly belongs to the first system, whereas the one which sees its goals in something else would
allow its trade-off for a “higher” benefit and, thus, belong to the second.

2. Isegoria. Should politics be a free enterprise, open to all citizens, or a closed domain
accessible only to the initiated? In order to be considered free, the society should allow the whole
body of its adult citizens (some limitations can be justified by law) to participating in the process
of political decision-making, i. e. to elect their representatives and be elected. Non-free socie-
ty, on the contrary, establishes criteria whereby it excludes a large part of its citizens, or even
the majority of them, from deciding on the issues that concern them all as a community and, thus,
exercising their positive freedom. Historically, these criteria included aristocratic privileges, eth-
nicity, race, gender, etc. Though the modern world (or, at least, its democratic part) has long
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abandoned such limitations, there is still one which continues to be taken seriously and, in my
opinion, can pose a threat to freedom in the future, namely the criterion of knowledge and skills.
Should political participation of some citizens be limited on the premise that they don’t possess
enough expertise, so as to be eligible to decide? In some cases, such as judges of the Supreme
Court, such limitations are justified. However, my argument is more generic: Should the right to
decide on public policies be shifted to unelected bodies of experts? These bodies, according to
the supporters of such a view, should be independent of popular opinions. They may, of course,
consult with the citizens or probe them for their opinions, but essentially their decisions will be
autonomous. The ancient Greeks had a specific term denoting the equality of political participa-
tion of all adult citizens, regardless of their knowledge or professional training. They called it
isegoria (onyopin), which literally translates as “equality of speech”. An excerpt from Plato’s
dialogue Protagoras serves as the best illustration of isegoria:

“Now I observe that when we are met together in the assembly, and the matter in hand
relates to building, the builders are summoned as advisers; when the question is one of  ship-
building, then the ship-wrights, and the like of other arts which they think capable of being taught
and learned. And if some person offers to give them advice who is not supposed by them to have
any skill in the art, even though he be good-looking, and rich, and noble, they will not lis-
ten to him, but laugh and hoot at him, until either he is clamoured down  and  retires
of himself; or if he persist, he is dragged away or put out by the constables at the com-
mand of the prytanes. This is their way of behaving about professors of the arts. But when
the question is an affair of state, then everybody is free to have a say — carpenter, tinker, cobbler,
sailor, passenger, rich and poor, high and low — any one who likes gets up, and no one reproach-
es him, as in the former case, with not having learned, and having no  teacher, and yet giving
advice; evidently because they are under the impression that this sort of knowledge cannot be
taught” [13].

This excerpt illustrates a fundamental difference between any practical activity, such as
shipbuilding, and participation in public affairs. When it comes to any professional activity,
which serves specific goals and, therefore, should be subordinate to these goals, then it is real-
ly better to entrust it to the professionals. But this approach ultimately contradicts the ethos
of the republic embodied in the Latin words res and publica, which translate as “common cause”.
The republic is a “common cause” of its citizens, the form of living freely and responsibly
together. It cannot be instrumentalized because, as Aristotle wrote, it has a supreme value in
itself. To instrumentalize the republic means to treat it not as a goal, but as a means of achieving
independent goals, and, thus, surrender its a priori value as a collective exercise of freedom.
And if cultivation of freedom is no longer the highest priority for the society, than it really makes
sense to entrust it to those who “know better” how to achieve other goals.

3. Common good vs. common weal. There is a long-standing philosophical problem
whether it is possible to approach the common good as a kind of “objective” truth which exists
independently of the will of the citizens and can be discovered through philosophical contem-
plation of scientific measurement, or whether it is identical with their expressed will, the com-
mon weal. The answer to this question can serve as another demarcation line between democ-
racies and nondemocracies. Whereas a democratic res publica identifies the common good with
the expressed will of its free and responsible citizens, non-democratic forms of power approach
it as an abstract concept, conceivable only to the elite. According to the researchers Christopher
Bickerton and Carlo Accetti, “the outputs of party democracy as political regime are considered
legitimate not because they approach to some pre-political conception of “truth” or “justice”, but
rather because they are expressed through a specific set of procedures that are taken to be expres-
sive of the constitutive values of democracy, i. e. freedom and equality” [5]. Rousseau elaborated
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his concept of general will in direct opposition to the understanding of common good in the age
of Enlightenment as an “objective truth”, which exists independently of the citizens’ wishes or
interests. It was believed in those times that such a “truth” could be grasped only by an enlight-
ened ruler and proceeds from his knowledge. And this assumption inevitably led to the second
catch, namely to the limitation of political participation based on the knowledge criterion. “Once
we accept the assumption that there exists an “objective” and pre-political standard of political
legitimacy”, continue Bickerton and Accetti, “it seems difficult to resist the conclusion that some
individuals are more competent than others in knowing what this standard requires, and should
therefore be entrusted with responsibility of ruling the others” [5].

The criterion of indistinguishability between the common good and the expressed will
of the citizens, or the common weal, requires, of course, some forms of limitation of such will, so
as to prevent it from lapsing into what Tocqueville called “tyranny of the majority” (in the United
States the Bill of Rights serves as an effective check against it). However, freedom can flourish
only if it sides with the government “of the people, by the people, for the people”. And as long as
it concerned, even the wisest ruler cannot substitute “we, the people” by his own understanding
and will. Yes, the democratic majority can often be reckless and short-sighted, creating a tempta-
tion to replace it with some unelected bodies of experts, however, it should be remembered that
this tradeoff is always paid by the loss of freedom.

Conclusion. Therefore, only liberal democracy fulfills the three criteria: treats freedom
of its citizens as the highest value, empowers them to participate in public affairs, and regards
their will as a supreme command. Though these criteria are imperative for freedom, they may
not be necessary for other desirable goals, such as having a successful economy, good infra-
structure, efficient healthcare, or strong military. Despite this, I am concerned primarily with
how freedom can be endangered, not with what gains can be extracted from its limitation. In
my future papers, I am going to consider the concept of informational technocracy, presented
in the work Technocracy in America: Rise of the Info-State, as a challenge to freedom. In this
work, Khanna suggests that liberal democracy should yield to technocracy, which he regards as
the most optimal form of political organization for the digital future. I am going to show that
beyond the shiny promises of his cutting-edge technocratic power lies a great damage to freedom
about which the Canadian philosopher Charles Taylor warned about when he wrote about its loss
in the hands of “immense tutelary power”. For this reason, I am going not to only to inquire into
his arguments, but also compare them with another work, which has become synonymous with
great promises in an unfree world, namely Thomas More’s Utopia.

Each of them produces its own kind of loneliness and reflects
the peculiarities of mastering urban culture. In its functional dimension, urban identity is the way and
lifestyle of the individual in the city.

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THE INFLUENCE OF M. HEIDEGER’S DESTRUCTIVE METHODOLOGY
ON THE FORMATION OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL ACTIVITIES PROCEDURES
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The article defines the conceptual and methodological principles of the analysis of the meaning
of life in the context of non-classical philosophical approaches. It is noted that M. Heidegger was
embarrassed by the dominance of the traditional-metaphysical approach to the solution of philosophical
problems, since totalized verbal-metaphysical practices turned a person away from the searching of the
authenticity of human life as to the “truthfulness” of being itself. It was emphasized that M. Heidegger
sought to reorient the contemporary philosophical discourse, making it possible for self-constituting
existential meanings and creating their own vital senses. In addition it is noted that J. Deleuze’s conceptual
and methodological position helped him to find new strategies, interpretations and perceptions of the
nature of meaning and sense. In conclusion it is noted that the philosophical positions of M. Heidegger
and J. Deleuze demonstrate that the principle of tolerance is based on the structure of human existence,
enabling human freedom in the sphere of conceptualization.

The openness of the being is the basis of everyday meanings. The meaning-constituting activity of
man means to create vital meanings and mental meanings. The meaning of constituting is the basis for the
formation of sensory understanding in the context of non-classical philosophical approaches. Therefore the
modern man needs to make an effort to create the meaning of life. In the context of non-classical philosophical
approaches, the meaning of life is a discursive phenomenon, in other words, an analytical skill.

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GABRIEL MARCEL’S NOTION OF INCARNATE BEING: THE ANTHROPOLOGY
OF THE BODY AS A ZONE BETWEEN MATTER AND SPIRIT

“Remember that all my philosophy is the philosophy of incarnation” [15, p. 105]. This trace of
embodiment introduces us directly to the Gabriel Marcel’s concrete philosophy, namely with man’s unique
capacity assumed as the only being capable of realizing his own embodiment. The term incarnation reflects
the conjunction of the visible and the invisible, the finite and the infinite, the unity of matter and spirit.
Hence, the central thought of the Marcel’s existential diary “Being and Having” (Etre et avoir, 1933)
defines the holistic reality of “incarnation as the central datum of metaphysics”, preventing any attempt to
dominate, control, analyse [15, p. 15]. The formula “I am my body” describes the fundamental situation
of being (verb “to be”) as an incarnation inscribed in the categories of ontological status of embodied
being (/'étreincarné). Can the phenomenology of the verb “to have” be regarded as a springboard for the
manifestation of being by the incarnate subject? It is then that this notion of the body appears as a border
(zone frontiere) between having and being. In the face of debate between theology (incarnation christique)
and existentialist philosophy (incarnation as “given of metaphysical tribute™), is also what phenomenology
calls flesh or “living body” (vécu du corps), deeply analysed from the Husserlian tradition and contemporary
French phenomenology (Michel Henry, Jean-Luc Chrétien, Jean-Yves Lacoste, Emmanuel Falque). The
originality of Gabriel Marcel in this debate unveils the simultaneous value of the body-object (I have a
body; j’aiun corps) and the body-subject (I am my body;, je suis mon corps). The coexistence of the two
formulas “I have a body” and “I am my body” reveals the two-dimensional combination of objectivity and
subjectivity of the body shows incapable to be dissociated from each other: “To be incarnate is to appear
as a body without being able to identify with it, and not having the capacity distinguish yourself from itself
either” [9, p. 31]. This classic subject-object distinction applied to corporeality allows Marcel to look for a
dimension of the body that cannot be reduced either to Kérper (body,; corps) neither to Leib (flesh; chair).
Thus, the body in Marcellian philosophy becomes a kind of border zone between what is material and
what already stands out from the transcendence of the mind, which makes it not exclusively or exclusively
belonging to it. Marcellian reflection is constructed in such a way that, despite their difference in nature
of functions, the reality of having and being cannot be understood without the awareness of their unity.
The body, as a hinge and absolute mediator between the matter and the spirit, ensures the transitions of the
having to the being and vice versa. Despite the frequent evocation of the concept of being in Marcellian
discourses, our research concerns with the idea of the body as an intermediate space, an absolute mediator
between matter and spirit. The question of being in Marcellian thought is already another subject and our
task is not to describe it but only to highlight the role of the body as a hinge and mediator of participation
in ontological mystery.

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THE BEGINNING OF THE ECLIPSE OF THE TRINITY:
THE TRINITARIAN THEOLOGY OF AUGUSTINE
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The article discusses the role of Aurelius Augustine in the genesis of the phenomenon of
“oblivion the Trinity” in Western Christian theology. Despite Augustine’s significant contribution to
the development of the doctrine of the Trinity, certain features of his theology with the development of
theological tradition became latent factors that gave rise to modalist tendencies in Western Trinitarian
theology. And in the end, they contributed to the phenomenon of “forgetting the Trinity” in the late
19" — early 20" centuries. The doctrine of the Trinity is characterized by the following features. First,
Augustine began to consider the doctrine of the Triune God with the concept of the oneness of the divine
nature, which was his starting point. Only in the second stage of his argument did he move on to the
concept of divine Persons, which is what should be proved. Second, he adhered to the concept according
to which all divine acts outside the Trinity, in relation to the created world, were attributed to the whole
Trinity as a whole, and not to individual divine Persons. The divine action was ultimately attributed not
to the individual Trinity, but to the common nature of God. Third, Augustine actively used psychological
analogies to illustrate the image of the Trinity. Psychological analogies are devoted to the entire second
half of his work “On the Trinity”. The image of one soul of a man with three abilities became dominant
in the second part of his monumental work. The image of one soul also more emphasizes the unity of
the Trinity than its triadic aspect. These features of Augustine’s Trinitarian theology created a trend in
Western theology that tended to emphasize the unity of the Trinity and made insufficient attention to
the plural aspect of the Triune God. The emphasis on the oneness of the Triune God ultimately led to a
radically monotheistic understanding of God and the “oblivion of the Trinity”.

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CATEGORY OF “WORLD ORDER” IN LEMKOV CALENDAR
OF EARLY SPRING CYCLE

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The article analyzes the manifestation in the Lemko calendar ritual of the early-spring cycle of
the outlook categories “order” and “world order” as essential for the Ukrainian culture components that
determine the nature of interaction between man and the world around him. It is found that the early
spring period was marked in the national calendar as a crisis, a transition, when there was a global
violation of standards of life, the gap of space and time, the blurring of the faces between the world
of the dead and the living. At the same time, it was almost the only time in a year when a person
could influence his life with the help of certain rites — to withdraw evil forces and attract good ones, to
harmonize the space around him. The most significant mythologists of the spring period are considered,
in particular, the mythology of the natural “turn”, which symbolizes the movement of cyclic circular time
and the related changes — warming, awakening of animals and plants; concept of dreaming, creation of
the world; the idea of changing seasons as a transition from chaos to space, from a destructured world
to the creation of a new reality; the motif of a calendar boundary separating the old and the new. The
classification of early spring rites and magical practices in the context of the motifs of winter winters
and the call of spring, its meeting and worship is classified. The complexes of initial and verbal rites, as
well as the practices of imitation magic, aimed at accelerating plant vegetation and honoring the forces
of nature, are analyzed. The system of purifying, apotropic and prophylactic rites associated with the
concept of early spring time is considered to be “bad” when chthonic beings become active on earth. The
phenomenon of ritual competitions as a reproduction of the struggle of cognitive and cosmic forces has
been investigated; traditional divination about the weather of the year, life and death; sacrifice practices
to ensure the normal passage of the crisis world and the stability of the universe as a whole.

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The author proceeds from the fact that nowadays mediaculture determines the trends of social and
economic development of society, cognitive and communicative directions of individuals. Cognition of
current media communication practices requires the development of multidisciplinary media studies with
philosophical and anthropological dominant. The modern culture of media variety is characterized by
the accumulation of new forms of representation. Openness and changes in the relationship between the
private and the public in media culture create new risks. The focus of the research is videoblogging as an
important phenomenon of contemporary mediaculture and an effective practice of communicative self-
realization. The author consideres media as a means of creating and translating meanings and presents
video blogging as a space for witnessing the intersubjectivity and inter-existentiality of human existence.
Today the images of the recipient or the author of the videoblogs is one of the most widespread images
of the media network individual. Video blogging is a variety of practices that allow persons to cognize
the world and themselves and to self-actualize. However, modern video blogs in media networks can be
primitive examples of self-expression, manipulation of consciousness, propaganda and populism, the
dominance of disharmonious aesthetic. The media-cultural specificity of video blogging is linked to the
development of a network society and a convergent society, it is a part of mediaculture in which anyone
can become a media. The separate area of research is the relationship of video blogging with media
practices and the arts. In the authors’ opinion, video blogging can be seen as part of the new creative
industries and traditional entertainment. The author considers as promising direction of future research
of understanding of specificity of media trust in video bloggers.

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CONCEPT, STRUCTURE AND SUBSTRAT
AT THE BIFURCATION MODEL OF PERSONALITY

This paper contains an analysis of the bifurcation model of personality. There are system
descriptors identified in this model. Taking the thesis that any object may be considered as a system as
a basis, identification of personality in the context of its bifurcations looks like a hierarchy of first kind
descriptors, namely: a concept, a structure and a substrate. Such system conception was developed by
A. Uyomov, the Ukrainian Philosopher and Professor. Along with the system conceptions, the work
includes synergetic categories. The concepts of “bifurcation point” and “bifurcation” are central in this
work along with the concept “attractor” (in this study, the concepts of “attractor of personality existence”
and “bifurcation personality” will be used). The concept is presented as a property: conscious and
unconscious. The elements of consciousness may be based on the definition proposed by R. Descartes
who considered the mental content as a conception and as understanding and comprehension of a thing.
Unconscious, as a concept element, may be presented as its varieties: according to Sigmund Freud, Carl
Jung and Erich Fromm. As the concept turned to be attributive, the structure must be relational. The
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structure of the “human” system may be the human’s biosocial relationships which are developed in
the process of his life activities in the society and is projected by the human by virtue of the individual
development and that is what determines his existence. In the article, the author provides arguments
for superiority of social over biological in a man of today. The persons themselves are bearers of such
structure or substrates of the system being analyzed.

The personality definition used in the system may include the “bifurcation” property. The
bifurcation model suggests considering bifurcation as a conceptual property in the “human” system,
therefore the human must be defined as a “personality with bifurcation consciousness”. Given that
bifurcation consciousness has already been developed in a personality, the structure may be presented
by types of crises (bifurcation points and attractors) caused by the relations between human and the
environment (natural and social) which are being developed. Such crises may be referred to as social
and individual crises. The author comes to the conclusion that bifurcation consciousness characterizes a
temporary transitional phase, and the development of postbifurcation consciousness which is theoretically
similar to the property of “antifragility” (Nassim Taleb) may become an attractor in the bifurcation point.
According to Nassim Taleb, this is the property of everything that changes and it is different from the
concepts of resilience, flexibility or invulnerability. The attractors related to the system improvement in
postbifurcation periods may be considered “antifragile”.

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ETHYMOLOGICAL FEATURES OF MODERN RESEARCH

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The article deals with the modern development of the speciality of the humanities science area — the
philosophy of memory. The frontiers of the actual problems of modern scientific interests in the context
of the observed intention to the development of the humanities in the world and Ukraine are outlined.
We analyzed the historical and cultural prerequisites for the formation of the categorical apparatus in the
studies of the memory phenomenon. The place of the philosophy of memory in the socio-cultural context
of antiquity is determined by the analysis of worldview categories. We emphasized the importance of
a comprehensive understanding and approach to subjects that lie in the subject plane of scientific and
philosophical analysis. Special attention is given to the Aristotelian theory of memory and the differentiation
of these two concepts of antiquity memory. Marked points of contact with Aristotle’s theory of memory
and the art of memory A thoroughly analyzed etymological tree of the categorical apparatus of the
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philosophy of memory in Aristotle’s treatises on the basis of such works as a small treatise “On memory and
memories”, a great treatise “On the soul”, a small treatise “On interpretation”, attention was also drawn to
some parts “Physics” and “Metaphysics”. We identified the points of common and different in the theories
of memory and memory of Plato and Aristotle theories. The article is also accompanied by a critique
of Plotin’s memory theory. The philosophical and semantic component of the Greek linguistic character
of understanding the philosophy of memory has been investigated in view of the categories “memory”,
“memories”, “recollection”, “imitation”, “imagination”, “representation”, “perception”, “experience”
covering theories of memory philosophy. We outlined the important need for a comprehensive involvement
in the theory of the philosophy of memory in analyzing the Aristotelian approach in the study of the subject
of memory.

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THE THEATRE OF HUMAN SHADOWS
IN THE AGE OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE
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The study reviews the changes in human existence that occur in social philosophy in general
and in society in particular, in the era of artificial intelligence systems. The demand for philosophical
understanding of artificial intelligence systems is determined, first of all, by the severity of the manifestation
of ethical issues related to the implementation of modern technological programs. Human, having created
an artificial world with the help of technology, becomes its part, a kind of mediator, reconciling naturalness
and artificiality in the world, his technicality and naturalness. The study analyzed the question: can modern
technology, synthesizing itself with the natural in man, oppose its innate principle? Does a highly intelligent
and highly moral being arise as a result of an act of divine creation or as a result of natural evolution and
social development? In order to get answers to these questions, it is necessary to determine the options
for the origin of man: 1) it is the result of natural evolution and social development — natural; 2) it is a
supernatural origin; 3) artificial origin. The idea of creating a creature with artificial consciousness or
even a full-fledged humanoid (“Homo Artificialis”) [7, p. 156] is inseparable from the idea of the origin
of man himself. It is also important to clarify the specifics of the concept of “artificial human” (“artificial
intelligence”). Any consciousness is already largely artificial, since it is fundamentally influenced by culture
and civilization (only a baby is a “natural” being). The further appearance of the living space of mankind
depends on the correct understanding and solution of these issues, therefore, the study of the socio-ethical
aspects of artificial intelligence systems in the conditions of the technologicalization of life seems more
relevant than ever.

Introduction. Now we live in an era of the introduction of artificial intelligence sys-
tems in everyday human activities; we live in an information civilization with its fundamental
changes in the technological field. And we meet two sides of the impact of informatization on
the development of society, man and nature. Therefore, in search of the element of everyday
life that modern society could define, sociocultural researchers returned to the logic of tech-
nological progress. But in many concepts, the problem of technological transformations that
provoke social changes is not highlighted. Is it possible to exist qualitatively in a system
based on various types of interaction (human-machine, inter-machine) without understanding

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its essence? Also, the question is in the methodology for studying the specifics of the digi-
tal environment, which affects all, without exception, industry and society. The complexity
of the study methodology lies in the paradoxical nature of the digital environment as a social
construct: does the digital environment simply belong to modernity, while being only one of its
dimensions? Or does the digital environment determine the life of a modern person? What is
the essence of digital technologies — perhaps they play the role of external extensions of human
capabilities, by analogy with the media [3, p. 82—84]; or create a new experience of a person as
a creature living in the “being digital” format? Socio-humanitarian researchers are confronted
with the immeasurability of the digital environment: what will actually be the starting point
of the digital age: the Babbage analytical machine or the abstract Turing machine? How to
measure the modernity of the digital environment: perhaps, the degree of user familiarity with
the GUI (graphical user interface) or a decrease in the so-called. The digital divide? [6, p. 114,
157]. And is it appropriate now to speak of a shared experience of human existence in digital
and non-digital space?

The problem statement. Modern man in his society undergoes transformations
and changes during the development of artificial intelligence systems. The speed of technologi-
cal change naturally leads to the idea that continued technological innovation will greatly affect
humanity in the coming decades. The key question for social philosophy, as for every person,
is the question: What will be the new experience of a person living in the digital age? What are
the consequences for humanity?

A brief overview of publications on the topic. Modern research on the possibility of cre-
ating a full-fledged artificial (machine) simulation of human intelligence is possible, thanks to
the research of A. Turing in his article “Computing machines and intelligence” (1950). The fol-
lowing problems of artificial intelligence are studied by such foreign scientists as H. Dreyfus
“What Computers Can’t Do: The Limits of Artificial Intelligence” (1972), “What Computers
Still Can’t Do: A Critique of Artificial Reason” (1992), M. Prensky “Digital natives, digital immi-
grants” (2001), Nick Bostrom “Superintelligence: Paths, Dangers, Strategies” (2014), J. Searle
“Minds, Brains and Programs” (1980), M. Minsky “The Emotion Machine: Commonsense
Thinking, Artificial Intelligence, and the Future of the Human Mind” (2006). With the aspiration
of how technical and technological achievements developed, transformations of social being
under their influence also took place. And these mechanisms of transformation of human social
life were given close attention by such authors as N. Wiener “Cybernetics, Second Edition: or
the Control and Communication in the Animal and the Machine” (1989), M. Castells “Networks
of Outrage and Hope: Social Movements in the Internet Age” (2012), Jenkins H. et al. “Con-
fronting the challenges of participatory culture: Media education for the 21 century” (2009),
Van Dijk J. “The network Society” (2012).

The purpose of study is to outline the main vectors of the development of human being
in the digital age in the context of social philosophy, its modifications and challenges.

The material statement. Human, having created an artificial world with the help of tech-
nology, becomes directly its part, a kind of mediator, combining naturalness and artificiality
in the world, his technicality and naturalness. Human gives rise to technique and technology,
opposing nature in order to learn how to live. Technology becomes the basis of human being, its
absence implies a non-human, as a creature that does not respond to the external environment.
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But can modern technology, synthesizing itself with the natural in human, oppose its
innate principle?

We meet with two sides of the impact of informatization on the development of society,
man and nature. The first is positive, the second is negative, causing particular concern. Since
informatization enhances the technogenicity of a developing society and the world (equipment,
technologies, artificial electromagnetic fields). And at the same time it represents a growing
informational element that destroys the established traditions and public order [5, p. 117, 126].
A person can no longer free himself from the influence of the technology he created, it contains
not only unlimited possibilities, but also unlimited dangers.

Currently, there is a range of problems that are associated with the development of arti-
ficial intelligence systems and determining the implementation of modern technological pro-
grams. We can distinguish such as:

— the increasing responsibility of subjects (developers) of artificial intelligence systems;

— the specifics of the ethical choice in the implementation of technological programs
of artificial intelligence;

— the need for a social assessment of technical innovation in the field of artificial intel-
ligence.

For example, research in the field of bioengineering allows you to create living organisms
in artificial conditions, modify the human body, and this, in turn, actualizes the question, which
in philosophy is one of the central: what is life? What can be considered a living organism, pro-
vided that it is not the creation of human hands?

The further appearance of the living space of humanity depends on the correct under-
standing and solution of these issues, therefore, the study of the socio-ethical aspects of scientific
and technical activity in the conditions of the technologicalization of life seems more relevant
than ever.

The unconditional and ever-increasing impact of artificial intelligence systems on human
life is due to the fact that the development of science and its application in the form of tech-
nology transforms the “Homo Sapiens” species formed by evolution. Currently, the question
is about finding a concrete historical optimum for the ratio of the technological capabilities
of such an impact and the human value system that preserves it as an existing species. Otherwise,
the development of science and technology can lead to the denial of human himself, to his trans-
formation into a cyborg [4, p. 198].

The optimum itself is inextricably linked with the decision, firstly, within the framework
of which culture the spectrum of possibilities of the impact of artificial intelligence systems
on human life is considered. Secondly, within the framework of which problem is the impact
of a historically limited form of absolute ethical values on the degree of impact of artificial
intelligence on human life, whose value is determined by the existing specific culture. Since
artificial intelligence systems are one of the most important parts of a society’s culture, provid-
ing a sociocultural communication process (including a social institution providing this process)
[6, p. 198—199] the search for this optimum is related to the specifics of the sociocultural environ-
ment of modern man. It is necessary to successfully solve the “Al control problem” [1, p. 97-99].
The solution might involve instilling the superintelligence with goals that are compatible with
human survival and well-being.
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The idea of creating a creature with artificial consciousness or even a full-fledged human-
oid (“Homo Artificialis”) [7, p. 47] is inseparable from the idea of the origin of man himself.
Has human emerged as a highly intelligent, highly moral being through an act of divine creation
or, as a result of natural evolution and social development? I admit some variations of the idea
of origin:

1. Human came about in a supernatural way, and then the mind can be created only in
the same way — supernatural.

2. Human is the result of natural evolution and social development; these paths are not
supernatural, and therefore, can be fully or partially reproduced.

3. Human is the creation of the hands of a more perfect being than man himself. A more
perfect being can have supernatural, or natural, or artificial origin. If they themselves were cre-
ated artificially, these were the hands of an even more perfect being, which, in turn, could be
of a supernatural, natural or artificial origin — and so again and again.

The most promising area for the use of artificial intelligence systems and technologies
is the “partnership” of man and machine. Nowadays, the interest of artificial intelligence devel-
opers has shifted from creating autonomously functioning systems that independently (or in
conditions of limited communication with humans) solve the tasks posed in a real environ-
ment — to the creation of human-machine systems that integrate human intellect and the abilities
of computing machines that simulate human behavior. There is an opportunity to get around
the deadlocks and difficulties that lead to the use of autonomously functioning systems with their
unsuitability for solving a certain class of problems, by shifting to a person those functions that
are not yet available for computers. For its part, a computer system allows you to process large
amounts of information, repeatedly view various solutions offered by a person, and provide him
with encyclopedic information. Now the informational interaction of a person with a machine is
supplemented by the study of the processes of informational interaction between people, mediat-
ed by various technical means and technologies of artificial intelligence and aimed at integrating,
mutually adapting the intellectual abilities of all participants taking into account their individual
tasks, functions, psychophysiological characteristics, conditions and means.

Conclusions. A philosophical understanding of the fundamentally new points introduced
by artificial intelligence in various fields of human activity allows us to determine the nature
of the forecast of the sociocultural consequences of using artificial intelligence in the scientific
and technological development of the world.

A person in his activity, using artificial intelligence in conjunction with other technologies
(biotechnology, nanotechnology), creates material that, on a general social level, takes the form
of various sociocultural entities: objects (intellectual robots, artificial brain), theoretical concepts
and new directions in science (theoretical agents, multi-agent systems and intellectual organi-
zations, virtual technologies), values (moral values associated with computer ethics, which are
updated success and artificial intelligence).

Does this mean that specialists in the field of modern humanities who are trying to study
the environmental features of the digital environment need to abandon the usual optics of quality
research and methodology? Not. But perhaps you should reconfigure your research vision so that
the study of the digital environment is not determined in the logic of the struggle of quantitative
and qualitative methods, but through interest in the plateau of human capabilities, desires, which
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the digital environment produces. However, today there is a chance to raise the research question
in such a way as to analyze everything that the logical-mathematical algorithm that we created
can describe. It will be executed by a machine, which in any case, all the time (de) encrypts its
messages in what a person can understand. Thanks to this conflict in human and machine com-
munication, users today have at their disposal a graphical user interface. To facilitate the user
experience in computer science, a user audio interface is being developed (VUI — voice user
interface, Siri example from Apple), as well as a perceptual user interface (PUI — perceptual user
interface, based on the integration of visual and auditory perception of gestures and sounds as
user teams); in neurobiology, work is underway on the brain-human interface (BCI — brain-com-
puter interface), which greatly simplifies communication with devices for those who have certain
physical features. But the responsibility for interpreting the results so far remains with the indi-
vidual.

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THE RELATION OF NATURAL AND POSITIVE LAW
IN THE CREATIVITY OF M. KOZACHINSKY

The article covers the philosophical and legal views of the professor of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy
M. Kozachynsky. It has been shown that in the conditions of Russia’s subjugation of Ukraine, the
displacement of natural and moral regulators of life on Ukrainian lands developed a natural legal
paradigm. M. Kozachinsky substantiated the idea of the primacy and definiteness of natural law with
respect to law as secondary and derived from it, and developed substantive-legal criteria of law as a
state-power phenomenon.

M. Kozachinsky developed his natural-law views in a troubling time for Ukraine, when the
Russian Empire destroyed the Cossack state, destroyed ZaporizhzhyaSich, enslaved the Ukrainians,
divided the territory into provinces, introduced the Russian system of administrative management. The
occupation of Ukraine, which began in the time of Alexei Mikhailovich, actually took place. With these
changes, the Ukrainian legal system was destroyed, the Ukrainian natural-legal tradition, characterized
by democracy and moral and ethical dimensions, the weight of which has remained since the days of
princely Ukraine, has waned. In that Russian Empire dominated legal doctrine and its ideology and
practice. The law that embodied the will of the sovereign, the supreme power was the main and almost
the only source of law. The Russian legal system is characterized by despotism and tyranny.

The basis for the development of natural-law ideas of M. Kozachinsky was a new image of a
man, formed by the thinkers of early Ukrainian humanism. It is first of all about the recognition of human
dignity, which is inalienable from his individual freedom and knowledge.

The natural right for this thinker is a set of principles whose origins in the nature of being and
God are true, that is, they are of superstitious origin and are integral to the fundamental foundations
of being, reflecting its fundamental connections and values. The origins of natural law also in human
existence, in the human conscience — this interpretation fills the natural law with moral content. Such a
symbiosis of law and morality, which was typical of the Ukrainian legal tradition of the time, suggests
that Ukraine then created and developed both theoretically and practically legal morality, which is
organically inherent in the natural-legal paradigm, in contrast to the legalistic one, where the right is
conceived as a purely political power, devoid of moral dimension.

The philosophy of law of M. Kozachinsky gives an opportunity to see how radically different
national legal paradigms of the development of Ukraine and imperial Russia of the XVIII century.

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Consideration of lifelong education as a social institution determines the relevance of the
integration approach, which involves the use of measures’ set of for interdisciplinarity of modern scientific
knowledge. The significance of the search for new contexts of education as a productive direction for the
development of research defines extracurricular education as an activity paradigm that needs theoretical
analysis and scientific substantiation. The dialectic of education and upbringing exists in education, as a
contradiction of culture and civilization within society, which is openly expressed in the discrepancy of
education and upbringing. This process in education is most levelled when it is absorbed or merged with
the training of skills and abilities of the relevant profession. In the cultural dimension of education in
times of crisis, there is also a distortion of the interaction between upbringing and education. Upbringing
here should be reflected in the state policy of building the content of education, which should represent
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the achievements of world and national cultures. The development of non-academic education is seen as
a socio-cultural phenomenon reflecting the growing need of the individual to receive various educational
services. This educational system has such features as: organization, systematic, professional orientation,
continuity, relevance to the already existing knowledge acquired by a person outside the academic
educational system. The basic principles of non-academic education, regarding research of national,
foreign scientists and Ukrainian state programs are: orientation of training to meet the actual needs of
its persons; links with practices that are manifested in the pursuit of life skills and preparation for active
participation in society; the presence of mobile flexible programs, individual educational strategies
aimed at expressing, accepting and respecting individual characteristics.
