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The author studies Johann Fichte’s conception about I (“absolute truth™), which itself creates
world and nature. Fichte’s philosophy is considering by philosopher himself as “transcendental
idealism”. In this thesis the priority is given to practical reason. The imagination creative power
is revealed as the main theoretical capacity of the Science of Knowledge system in philosophy.
As opposed to Immanuel Kant, who believed that the subject of transcendental philosophy is a
“system of concepts” and “all the principles of pure reason,” Y.Fihte declared: “philosophy should
be the science of all sciences. It must be given in this regard to all first principle of science”,
and “philosophy must further define this same respect to all the sciences of the form”. But on
the other hand, “Philosophy is a science, and above already determined that it is in this respect
must give. But as it is - just science knowledge in the formal sense, it is - the science of anything;
it has some subject, and from the above it is clear that the subject - not the other, as a system
of human knowledge in general”. In other words, the philosophy is to revive the system of the
human spirit, the human knowledge system. However, from the general philosophical grounds
Y.Fihte attributed to his philosophy of transcendental idealism or idealism also critical. After all,
“speculation against dogmatism - not philosophy, but only impotent statements and assurances.
Idealism is only possible philosophy”.

Enough depth analysis Y.Fihte philosophy contained in the works of domestic philosophers
and V.Shynkaruka M.Bulatova and in the Russian philosopher P.Haydenko. In the case of synthetic
studies (dialectical) method thinkers, the basic principles of the (presentation) of philosophy
(scientific) knowledge, formulated it in his work “On the concept philosophy, or so-called
philosophy” and special attention is paid to the disclosure of specific theoretical and practical
part of his philosophy. But something in the shadows remain Y.Fihte opinions regarding these
parts of the philosophy of communication and expression of particular moments “transfer”
philosopher originality of practical reason in the theoretical sphere. In this way it would be
discovered the source of transcendental idealism of the German philosopher. On the other hand,
in the works of these scholars is a fruitful analysis of the phenomenon as creative (productive)
power of imagination, that specific features of theoretical reason and desire as the specific features
of practical reason. However, in this regard, some analysis of both types of mind is possible only
when one of them appears as a reflection of the other. The challenge is also to explore the form
of implementation of practical reason in the field of theoretical and vice versa - the theoretical to
the practical sphere. Theoretical study mentioned in the article the problems caused by the fact
that, firstly, scientific exploration of philosophy in domestic Y.Fihte philosophical thought today,
except for some works M.Bulatov generally absent, and, secondly, theoretical and practical reasons
Y.Fihte leads to the improvement imagination regarding theoretical and practical as key forms of
human relationship to the world. About dialectic Y.Fihte M.Bulatov writes - this the “first system
of dialectics, which in general is reproduced human activity. Here we have quite different than in
Kant. The problem with the time of Fichte increased, and so this dialectic retains its value even
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increases its in principle”. It is the dialectic method of thinking, allowing to adequately understand
current global (common) state of the world as some whole.

For Y.Fihte character creation world culture, “second nature” clear. Man, based on desire,
initially laid the perfect image of the object through practical action embodies the specified image
into reality. The latter appears as a combination (synthesis) objective (nature) and subjective
(ideal). The whole object is created (real) was already previously fully in the “head” of the subject
in the form of images, diagrams, project, that is perfect. By analogy, the same mechanism would
act of creation must take place in the case of the creation of the world (including natural).

“Only reason, - writes Y.Fihte - is a reality, albeit only by and through the power of

imagination; reason - a real ability; only the first time the ideal is real, because the word “judge”
(Verstehen) also expresses a certain relation to something, then that which must come from the
outside, without assistance from our side, and only allow quite interpretation and assimilation.
The power of the imagination creates reality; but in itself no reality; only through learning and
mastery of reason in its product becomes something something real. Because we are aware of
the power of imagination as a product, we do not ascribe reality; we attribute to it that we find
available in reason, which we attribute no ability to create, only the ability to save.

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SUBJECT AND OBJECT IN ST. THOMAS’ SYSTEM OF TERMS
(BASED ON “SUMMA THEOLOGIAE”)

The problems of reproduction and textual explanation of some synonymic pairs of terms are
researched. The article deals with the problem of reproducing of scholastic terms in Ukrainian
language. This analysis is based on ,,Summa theologiae” of Thomas Aquinas. Several important
problems of translation of Thomas Aquinas’ works are enlightened in the article. The objective
of a translation is to adequately reproduce the original text in the target language. The adequate
reproduction of philosophical terms is one of the most important aspects of translation of ,,Summa
theologiae”. The solution of several problems is suggested. Different options of Ukrainian
translation of one and the same term are compared here. With various passages of the text
difference in semantic content of one and the same term translated by various methods is illustrated.
Some conclusions on usage of different translation methods are conducted as well. The main
attention is paid to unavoidable differences in between primary and secondary texts. Modern
stage of the development of Ukrainian philosophical thought is determined by increased interest
in teaching of scholastic philosophers in general and St. Thomas’ works in particular. Certain
works that enlighten St. Thomas’ philosophy have recently appeared in Ukrainian philosophy.
The unique work that is closely connected with scholastic philosophy and its terminology is the
Ukrainian translation of “The European Dictionary of Philosophies”. The dictionary develops
broad discussion about philosophical terminology in general, including scholastic terminology
in particular. The difference between Latin terms and their modern equivalents is explained on
the material of various languages including Ukrainian. Some new translations are suggested and
compared. The untranslatable words are examined in contrastive bilingual analysis. The dictionary
emphasizes that in most cases, in fact, there are no direct equivalents for some philosophical terms
in Ukrainian language. Such cases are called “collisions”. It is emphasized in the dictionary that
every such case is very interesting for the Ukrainian philosophy and important for the development
of Ukrainian philosophical language. This is why the research on philosophical terms is extremely
important in nowadays Ukrainian philosophy. In fact, St. Thomas was not typical phenomenon for
thirteenth century. This great thinker had exceeded many philosophers that appeared even after
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him, giving them concrete soil for investigation. Thomas was convinced that there was no certain
term that could define certain situation or subject with no alternative. The language itself was
defining factor for Aquinas. The system of dispute was used by Thomas, as well as the language
itself and its usage was determinative factor for him. In “De Veritate” Aquinas postulates that
names are to be used as everybody uses them. This means that there is no need of creating new
words or using old words in new contexts. Terms are to be comprehensible for broad circles of
readers. This thought is important because Latin was always dependent on Greek language. This
is why there are plenty of words in Latin that are translated directly from Greek, e.g. individuum
is translation from Greek atom, accidentia is translation from Greek symbebekos etc. Apparently,
Aquinas uses Latin translations of Greek words widely in his works, but at the same time he applies
entirely Greek words, e.g. hypostasis together with substance. Despite the fact these words are
derivatives Aquinas sometimes distinguishes between them, and sometimes considers them to
be synonyms. Similar problems do exist in modern languages as well. Certain terms that share
ambivalent meaning in the text, make their influence on some periods of text. This fact can impact
the whole text. This is why certain periods of scholastic text, especially “Summa theologiae”
require some extratextual explanations, or commentaries. Thomas Aquinas had been working in
the frame of scholastic philosophy, but he was not typical occurrence for philosophy of that times.

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The article analyzes the development of nation foundation idea among the representatives of
Ukrainian diaspora, the problem of national identity and the originality of Ukrainian people and
the role of national intelligence as spokespersons and defenders of the public interests. The author
analyzes views of Dmytro Dontsov and Vyacheslav Lypynskiy in order for understanding the
essence of national identity, the role and significance of this phenomenon in the life of nationally
oriented intelligentsia. The problem of Ukrainian people being is the main topic for these thinkers.
They constitute a scientific interest in literary, historical and in general philosophical aspects.

In the struggle for the growth of Ukrainian national consciousness and the sovereignty
the main roles are played by prominent Ukrainians Dmytro Dontsov and Vyacheslav Lypynsky.

On the example of the Ukrainian people (not by chance, since it is close to the authors with
its spirit and origins) philosophers try to show the reasons that led the nation to defeat. Dontsov
calls us to understand that there is no society without caste, the top segment of people, which
hold in its hands the entire state mechanism, managed and directed by its powers and giving the
strength to the rest of people. Dontsov’s worldview was developed and formed on the basis of
the historical experience of Ukrainian people’s struggle against the villeinage system and tzarism
national policy in Ukraine. Dontsov’s philosophy is involved with the feelings and understanding
of human spirit genteelness.

Therefore it is necessary to transform ideologically the upper class, tops, and then the people.
There is an essential request of grand conceptions, socially significant stories and aesthetically
performed images.

If this hierarchy do not exist and disorder in society ruins upper or lower classes, the state
can not properly perform its functions. The state is fated to the inevitable crash. The top layer
dictates to people the meaning of such notions as wisdom, “good” and “bad” ideas of truth and
lies, what is moral and what is not, what is honest or dishonest, by example shows the lifestyle
and dress code. The elite should be reflection of the people, its representation.

The whole life of the elite is an eternal tension of heart, spirit and mind. Every moment they
need to keep in their minds generosity, not contrary to the commandments of supreme wisdom
and courage to overcome all the trials of fate. This unity, the life-long triad, is a heavy burden
for the common person and precious gift for the elite.

The main goal of the elite existence is its social practices, that is aimed at theoretical
knowledge and appropriate to transform the entire system of social relations, implementation of
national and social aspirations of the people. Dontsov has designed his theory of socio-political
system of Ukraine for the future on the ideal type of social structure and political organization
of the nation. This model is used by the philosopher to interpret social structure of Kievan Rus’
and Cossack period, to criticize the historical events which took place between XIX century and
early XX.

The features of the elite understandingis predetermined with active-dynamic character of
Lypynsky philosophical outlook, which he consciously opposes to passive-contemplative approach
to reality. The same dynamism is inherent to understanding of the aristocracy, which plays a crucial
role Lypynsky philosophy of history. The basis of the nation is the people that was, is and always
will be. But at the same time, explains Lypynsky, people have never ruled. The best for people is
to be ruled well. This people management function implements aristocracy as the top layer, the
head of the people. In a team, a group of people to survive one needs a strong-willed leader who
would lift people and lead them. Such people Lypynsky calls “God’s people”.

According to Lypynsky, the matter of nation and state creation requires new, strong,
organized and “highly worthy” intelligentsia, which should replace the old one — politically
bankrupt, weakened by internal enmity and disconnection, departed from common traditions,
culture and a common economic interest, existing without its own line of evolution.

Every true Ukrainian has to develop his own invincible liberation paradigm, based on
analysis of the ideas of Ukrainian thinkers, which later will necessarily bear fruit.

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SUBJECT-OBJEKT RELATION IN THE THEORETICAL

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Taking into account the fact that Y.Fihte philosophy of history was an act of cooperation
and activity of the subject - and I did not object - I made an attempt to explain the specifics of
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its deployment. However, in the context istorykosofskoyi concept Y.Fihte an attempt to trace
the trends that allow to emphasize the great importance attached thinker I respect the principle
activity as a source of formation, study and improvement of man. Also traced tendencies not only
to analyze all the progress of mankind, but also to predict its future, where there are always new
socio-cultural ties and appears the main feature of man - humanity and morality. Research which
is also the key to building a strong foundation of a new society, where the center will be a man,
and everything that is related to it. We know that Y.Fihte not leave in his philosophical legacy of
the work as a “philosophy of history”, but he managed to convey the depth of understanding of
its problems. And, most importantly that the philosopher combines theoretical (methodological)
side of his naukovchennya the subject of the philosophy of history. It should be noted that since J.
Fichte explores the destiny of man in himself, that is the very essence of man, not the specifics of
any particular individual, the concept of “man” is seen not as an individual but as a generic being,
whose existence is history. That is why the question of the infinite perfection will not know the
final concrete answer, because if you take an individual “man”, this concept will be final. Only
in the notion of “man” as generic being, we do not confine ourselves within the philosophy of the
person and go on terrains philosophy of history, which is much wider and gives tsilokupne view
of man. It is doubtless the fact that” ... the concept of freedom lies in the philosophy of history
Y.Fihte. History is subject to “global plan”, which Y.Fihte defines as “the concept of the unity
of all earthly life of mankind”, the story moves into conflict between authority and overcome it
(freedom). The authority requires blind faith and blind obedience. The authority is reasonable
instinct, not realizing that the mind itself”.

Y.Fihte resorting to dialectical and historical analysis. He believes that history is primarily a
field of the mind and the difference between periods was in a way its existence. He conditionally
divides historical development of mankind into two periods: the first, where there is a second
reason and instinct - the freedom of the mind. The means of transition from one to the other is a
science of the mind, it forms the third period. However, the instinct to go straight science can’t:
it should strive to get rid of the instinct of reason, which is perceived as an external force and
violence. This is the authority of reason, and the release of it already is the era of freedom of
the mind. It displays Y.Fihte statement that the goal of humanity is intelligent life and achieve
it only when the science of the mind will be understood and assimilated not a separate element
of society and all humanity and will become the norm. Thus, toward the goal of his earthly life
is humankind five major eras: instinct, authority, freedom, science and art of mind. The first
two - the era of blind authoritative rule of reason, the latter two - the era of seeing the mind,
and the third - the mediator, there prevails no reason, and individual selfishness. In general the
whole history of the progress in Y.Fihte has religious and ethical nature: the first era - the state of
innocence, the second - the state of sinfulness begins (resistance to mind as an external force), the
third - the state of completion of sin, the fourth - beginning justification and fifth epoch - perfect
justification and sanctification.

This stage is characterized by the total isolation of tribal thinking, which remains the only
pure human personality and its own interests. Indeed so, because the morality of the era of our
time, says thinker, free from religion and turned to the theory of egoism. This affected the branch
of science which was the leading ordinary human mind, not the pursuit of higher and more perfect.
Scientific condition of our era was the domination without exaggeration empirical concepts and
flat rationalism, and spiritual sphere of humanity has become weakened and continuously varies
from object to subject. However, while the entire historical process Y.Fihte takes as a circle, which
allows us to return lost mind to have acquired over time. Besides the human race is constantly era
setting: come to him through implementation in mind and to reach the state of absolute freedom.
People interact through freedom, which is a positive sign of society.
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Therefore, the philosophy of history J. Fichte presents an attempt to resolve the contradiction
between necessity and freedom: that meant between objective laws of the historical process and
human activity. Finally thinker concludes that the history of the evolution of freedom, which raises
the so-called process of education where the teacher takes the role of the people, and student -
wild people. However, in a broader conceptual plan for evolution to freedom Y.Fihte has another,
teleological dimension, because his whole system of thought based on the principle of absolute
Y. In this aspect of the case drew the attention of the famous Russian historian of philosophy
I.Narsky appreciating glance J. Fichte concerning the necessity and value of freedom, namely
“his historicism combined with the concept priority over individual tribal principle” that “absolute
“I” in a position to achieve the fullness of his self-expression only through the development of
generic empirical “1”.

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“POST-TRANSCENDENCE”: AN OVERVIEW OF THE PROBLEM
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The article traces the origin of the concept “transcendence” in the Axial Period when its
classical definition was articulated according to which transcendence is a sphere beyond the
sensually given world: in Judaism it is represented by God who stays beyond created nature, in
Platonism — by the world of perfect and eternal ideas. The article shows that classical interpretation
of “transcendence” is based on dualism and the vertical hierarchical structure of Being. On referring
to I. Kant’s, M. Heidegger’s, E. Levinas’, L. Wittgenstein’s and G. Vattimo’s views, the article
sketches the radical shift in its definition that was made in Modern philosophy. Contemporary
definition of transcendence concerns transcending the human self in the world, not the world
itself. It is proven that the authentic Christianity has been distorted by classical interpretation of
transcendence and can be restored only in the age of “post-transcendence”.

Key words: transcendence, immanence, world, God, self, Axial Period, secularity.

1. INTRODUCTION

“Transcendence” is not a monosemic term and involves a variety of contexts: ontological,
theological, epistemological and anthropological. This concept has a wide range of definitions
depending on what is being transcended: sensible world, self, Being or even transcendence itself.
Yet all of them share in common some fundamental points: first, necessity of a “border”, since
“going beyond” means going beyond something, and a bound is needed to demarcate “here”
and “there”; second, objectification and representation — namely, transcendence is understood as
something that “goes beyond”, something that represents a counterpart in the binary oppositions
constituted by the “border” (inside/outside, self/other, world/God etc.) [8, p. 2; 10, p. 169—-170]

Examination of all definitions in detail would be quite an extensive enterprise; and so, in
order to fit the scale of this paper I suggest to start with focusing on the following questions:
When did the concept “transcendence” appear? What was its initial meaning? And is this meaning
still current? Therefore, the aim of the paper is, on tracing the historical origin of the concept
“transcendence”, to unfold its classical interpretation and to sketch its transformation in the
contemporary philosophy.

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2. AXIAL AGE BREAKTHROUGH

Probably, the most crucial, essential achievement of the Axial Age consists in “man’s reaching
out beyond himself by growing aware of himself within the whole of Being” [5, p. 4]. Along
with facing his own limitations and powerlessness, on the one hand, and plunging in the depth
of his selthood, on the other hand, Axial man discovers transcendence — something beyond: the
beyond of the immediately given self (that is being unveiled under the guidance of self-reflection),
the beyond of the sensually given world and the beyond of the temporality (that overcomes
history). Hence, the Axial Age introduces the dualism of within/beyond, immanent/transcendent,
temporal/eternal that was unknown before. Let us take a closer look at the distinctive features of
the earlier “pre-axial” worldview and at the consequences that this dualism entails. However, as
it is well-known, there are five paths of Axiality deployment: in India, China, Iran, Palestine and
Greece; and each of them involves some kind of a specific, distinctive interpretation of immanent/
transcendent correlation [10, p. 73-78]. Thus, it’s necessary to emphasize that cases of Palestine
and Greece exclusively will be in focus of the paper, whereas these two types of Axiality affected
the direction of the contemporary Western philosophy development.

The initial interpretation of transcendence in the Axial Age — which we might call the
“classical” one — presupposes its spatial definition: transcendence is understood as a particular
dimension, terrain, space beyond “this” sensually given world. Moreover, patriarchal model that
the concept “transcendence” arose within determines a strict top-down hierarchical relationship
between the immanent and the transcendent, on asserting the superiority of the latter [8, p. 4].
Therefore, Axiality introduces differentiation, and the unity of homogeneous pre-axial world is
broken.

Pre-axial cosmology was based on the immanence of the divine: gods belonged to “another
world” but this “otherness” was not beyond nature or opposite to it; consequently, gods were not
“extra-mundane”, they were immanent in the world, and thus, nature was seen as enchanted —
sacred and homogeneous. Society — integrated as well in nature — was free of differentiation and
distinction, the early pre-axial polytheistic religions sustained social order of a radical unity [1,
p. 70; 2, p. 371]. Cyclical interpretation of time fitted the picture, since it did not clearly articulate
time dimensions (past, present and future) — they overlapped and merged into undifferentiated
and repetitive flow.

The Axial Age brings a radical rupture in understanding of reality, establishes a sharp
disjunction between here-below and beyond in which the beyond is privileged as a higher
metaphysical and/or ethical order. However, the two cases in question — Palestine and Greece —
have dissimilar interpretations of the beyond elaborated in Judaism and Platonism, respectively.

Judaism defines God as radical transcendence: God is taken out of nature; He is totally
outside the cosmos, not only spatially but temporally as well. He creates nature but belongs to
the beyond of it. This leads to disenchantment — and, consequently, to rationalization — of nature,
when the magic spell, the sacred canopy embracing nature is destroyed and the homogeneous
mythological reality is broken by the opposition between transcendence and “this” world. The
unitary and undifferentiated cosmos of mythology is bifurcated by the ethical sphere. From now
on, moral behaviour, internal choice and ethical responsibility in the face of God are much more
important than any external, physically performed rituals that mythology was “prescribing”. Hence,
anew type of relationship between the individual and the group is formed insofar as an individual
self is manifested as moral evaluator that refers primarily to the transcendent God [6, p. 55, 88].
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In Platonism we find a contrast between the immanent changing world and the transcendent
eternal changeless world. This opposition is explained with the famous Cave allegory. Plato
describes men imprisoned in a cave for their entire life and chained so that they can see a wall
behind them and cannot turn around. The fire is burning behind them and by the light of it they
can see shadows of objects moving along a walkway which is in front of the fire. The shadows and
the echoes of the unseen objects — this is the only world that the prisoners have ever known. When
one of the prisoners has been released and than returns back to the cave to tell the others about
the true world he have seen outside — nobody believes him. “The allegory draws on a special...
difference between inside and outside that suggests not only that there are two “spaces”... but
that we can move from the immanent world inside the cave to the transcendent world outside
the cave” [3, p. 148]. Hence, Plato demarcates the transcendent and the immanent in two ways:
ontologically, on emphasizing the priority of the transcendent, and epistemologically, on opposing
the intelligible world as the only possible source of truth to the visible world that misleads us,
provides us with nothing but illusion.

The Christian tradition adopts this Platonic interpretation and modifies it into the idea of
divine transcendence. Mediaeval Christianity synthetizes elements of Judaism with Platonism,
and consequently, transcendence is pretty much radicalized. As we mentioned, for Plato the
transcendent world of ideas served as permanent unchanging foundation of the visible world and
as the source of our true knowledge, whereas to know meant to cognize ideas, not the appearance
of things. Thus, transcendence is reachable and intelligible. The Christian traditions places the
ideas in the mind of God whose “beyond” is inaccessible for human beings. The creature can
never penetrate the mind of the creator; it is restricted with the realm of the created nature, of
the immanence. The truths that we can grasp are the truths of “this” created world; our true
knowledge “corresponds to what is the case in creation, but the criterion of this correspondence
is to be found... in the eternal ideas of the divine mind” [3, p. 149]. Our mind can grasp only a
partial actualization of the eternal truths in the created order, we can cognize only their incomplete
manifestations in creation, but we can never know these eternal truths as such.

Christian theology describes God in three aspects: as God (Absolute Transcendence itself), as
Creator (Absolute Transcendence that serves as foundation and condition for distinction between
immanence and transcendence) and as Revealer (Absolute Transcendence that reveals itself to his
creatures). Knowledge of God as Creator cannot be read off from his creation, but exclusively in
the light of God’s self-revelation. Hence, we have no access to Absolute Transcendence beyond
our Immanence but only within our Immanence where God discloses himself. In this case — as Karl
Rahner puts it — we see God’s self-transcending through self-revelation: God self-transcends to the
side of Immanence, of his creation without ceasing to be God. Human transcending entails only
negative theology, because we can never reach the beyond, we just posit a differentiation between
immanence and transcendence — and thus, we are capable for grasping Absolute Transcendence
only in negative terms [3, p. 163—-166,173]. So, if — whatever it means — we can know something
of God, it is not because our reason can comprehend God, but because God breaks in into the
immanence of human history. God self-revelation in Jesus Christ means that God makes himself
accessible and comprehensible in human terms. Christianity, finally, makes God close, not by
saying that he is immanent in things, but by showing that he constantly transcends himself and
reveals himself to human beings.
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Thereby, discovered in the Axial Aged and radicalized in the Middle Ages, the concept of
transcendence establishes a deficiency of the mundane sphere and, therefore, its dependency on
the eternal, ideal world beyond. “This” world — which was the only possible in the “pre-axial”
period — loses its value, once the split is made. Nevertheless, together with the decrease of the
mundane sphere the increasing necessity of its rehabilitation comes. “It poses a question of the
ways in which the chasm between the transcendent and the mundane orders can be bridged” [4,
p- 200]. Eventually, on trying to restore its value, the mundane sphere obtains its self-sufficiency
and independency of the transcendence due to secularization process.

3. MODERNITY ON THE PROBLEM OF TRANSCENDENCE

By means of deism in the early Modernity, secularization eliminates the reference to the
eternal truths of the divine mind [See: 7, p. 262-274] and defines cognition solely in terms of the
correlation between human mind and the world. After the abolishment of the eternal truths of the
divine mind epistemic transcendence is defined as the infinity of what can be known; meaning,
that there is always something more to be known than we in fact know and that this “more” is
reachable for our mind. So this kind of logical transcending consists in the passage from one
idea/concept to another, a new one.

Yet, on referring to the problem of transcendence in “Critics of Pure Reason”, I. Kant claims
that there are limits of our knowledge and distinguishes transcendence outside in the world and
transcendence outside the world. I. Kant notices inaccessible transcendence in self-knowledge
as well. He explains that in a statement “I know myself” the I who knows is different from the I
that is known because there is an irreducible difference between a self-representation and the act
of self-representing (when I represent my self-representation) [3, p. 162].

In the 20" century some other aspects of transcendence are emphasized. M. Heidegger, E.
Levinas and L. Wittgenstein claim that there is something beyond the everyday experience, but
this “beyond” is not spatial anymore, it is interpreted in the context of being, ethics and language.

M. Heidegger explains transcendence in terms of Dasein that “is itself the passage across”.
Dasein surpasses things in encountering them within the world; therefore, transcendence is Dasein’s
being-in-the-world. M. Heidegger denies the definition of the world as things in the world; instead,
he defines the world as the way we relate to things and to others. So, we do not move to something
invisible beyond the world, because the world is already the invisible “how” of our behavior in it
[11, p. 3—4]. Unlike spatiality of the Axial Age definition of transcendence, M. Heidegger opens
a horizon of temporality. In being-towards-death the possibilities and potentialities of selfhood
are projected onto temporal horizons (the past, the present and especially the future); therefore,
it constitutes the “beyondness” that is needed for my thinking and actions. Death is the ultimate
horizon of my possibilities of selfhood.

For E. Levinas, transcendence means the ethical relation between the self and the other. This
is a “horizontal” transcendence that suggests self-transcending, whereas “vertical” transcendence
consists in going above or to the depth of the immanent world. E. Levinas defines the transcendent
as the other person whom we can never understand fully and adequately because we see him/her
from our own point of view, and who remains radically different from us. Therefore, the relation
with the other is a relation with Mystery. Ethical transcendence means not merely going beyond
my Ego, but rather it is becoming another in the experience of the Other. When I am cognizing
an object, [ remain myself without being fundamentally changed; but when I am encountering the
Other, I return to myself not as I was before, because the Other puts me into question.
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Beyond ethical context anthropological aspect of self-transcendence deploys in two ways.
First, self-transcending is described as discovering a “true self”. To become a “true self” means
to create, to construct the self in contrast to some pre-given identity, to break through social and
cultural determinants. Secondly, self-transcending is claimed to be an openness toward the presence
of others, their values and ideals. Here it is an overcoming of self-identity, critical deconstruction
in order to become accessible to others [3, p. 169].

L. Wittgenstein chooses a different context for interpretation of transcendence. He emphasizes
that there are things (like being-as-a-whole etc.) that transcend our ability to express them, not
everything can have representation in language, and thus, we need to remain silent about this things.

However, all these approaches focus on the man who is transcending himself, who is going
beyond himself in ontological, epistemological or ethical sense. They have nothing to do with
transcendence in classical (“Axial”) definition where not the man but the world (the reality) is
being transcended.

4. “POST-TRANSCENDENCE”: IN WHAT SENSE?

Modernity (from the 19" century) is characterized as a loss of transcendence [2, p. 371].

G. Vattimo proves that now we live in the age of “post-transcendence”, for classical
transcendence is left behind as so much metaphysics. G. Vattimo refers to philosophy of F.
Nietzsche and concludes that nihilism entails “weakening of Being” which means a crash of
metaphysical systems. He explains that within the contemporary philosophy relativization puts
the end to the strictly hierarchized structures of metaphysical thinking and the strong concept
of objective reality; Absolute Truth fades away together with inviolability of moral absolutes.
Metaphysics is based on “the belief in an objective world order, which must be recognized so that
thought might conform with its descriptions of reality and its moral choices”, “in the ideal world
order — in a kingdom of essences that lay beyond empirical reality” [9, p.13—14].

Metaphysics is refuted not only by nihilism, but also by the development and the specialization
of sciences, the proliferation of cultures, the fragmentation of life spheres, by “the Babel-like
pluralism of late-modern society” that have made the belief in “a unified world order impossible to
conceive” [9, p. 15]. Hence, the end of metaphysics — “weakening of Being”” — opens hermeneutical
horizon: when there is no objectivity, we need to find a common background based on understanding
and interpretation of each particular situation, as far as the reference to the epistemological
correspondence with objective reality is not possible anymore.

The end of metaphysics evidently leads to the collapse of “metaphysical theology”. 1. Kant
puts God into the noumenal world, and thus, he denies all efforts to say anything about God
on the basis of metaphysical arguments. F. Nietzsche consequently claims that metaphysical,
transcendent “God is dead”. Therefore, transcendence — in its classical definition — dissolves in
immanence. As . Dalfert puts it: “In the secularized modern version Plato’s view is not simply
reversed, but rather the whole distinction between immanence and transcendence... is rejected:
we do not live in an immanent world where we lost the feeling for transcendence, but we live in
the only world there is” [3, p. 148].

The collapse of Platonic dualism implies the end of transcendence and the rebirth of the
sacred in this (earthly) world. Transcendence of God is vanishing irreversibly. God cannot exist
somewhere beyond our spatial-temporal reality anymore, so he dissolves in the world; he is not
alienated of this world anymore but incarnated. This is called kenosis of God — self-emptying
of God — when he comes down from the transcendent world and incarnates in Christ. Thus,
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metaphysical God of Scholastics — who was considered as the first mover, the first cause and the
ultimate purpose of the world — disappears. Rationally grounded certainty in God’s existence is
now replaced by the faith in his existence that relies upon the trust to the words of Revelation.
Transcendent God of metaphysical theology underlies the very structure of reality and guarantees
the legitimacy of its hierarchy, whereas God of the end of metaphysics reveals himself through
the Book — through the Bible. To grasp his revelation we need to understand and to interpret the
Book — and here again we step on the field of hermeneutics. And since we face understanding
and interpretation, we need the criterion for them.

“Weakening of Being” refutes Platonic principle of objectivity but G. Vattimo emphasizes
that, indeed, subjectivity was brought forward long before Kant by Christianity — as St Augustine
claimed: “in interiore homine habitat veritas” (“the truth inhabits an inner man”). G. Vattimo
indicates that the authentic Christianity has always been “non-metaphysical” addressing the
human subjectivity manifested through love, compassion, care and mercy, and in our days — when
it has finally released of the Platonic dualist metaphysical framework — it can fully accomplish
itself in this world. Hence, Christianity, says G. Vattimo, provides us with the criterion for our
hermeneutical enterprise — and that one would be love, since in the contemporary pluralist world
only love can serve as the common background for the interpreters’ community and establish
principles of respect and tolerance [9, p.47—49]. G. Vattimo asserts that Christianity is designed
for this world not for beyond, its essence consists in applying teaching of Christ in this world,
overcoming hostility between religions and creating a common background for dialogue. He proves
that this is what a true secularity consists in and that through secularity the authentic Christian
message is being fully deployed.

5. CONCLUSION

As we have seen, there is no single interpretation of transcendence. It is a multidimensional
ambiguous term, and its diverse meanings have been emerging throughout history. Each of these
meanings deserves a separate full research, while only some of them were sketched out in this
paper. However, the point was not to embrace all of them, but rather to show how a usage of and
a reference to the very distinction between transcendence and immanence had affected human
worldview and had changed contemporary social life. Classical definition of transcendence
directing a person towards something perfect, ideal and constant beyond this world lost its ground
in the contemporary philosophy, and thus, concept of post-transcendence is justified. Although,
post-transcendence does not presuppose the absence of God who was attributed with transcendence
by classical theory — on the contrary, through authentic Christianity (not affected by Platonic
dualism) it entails immanentization of transcendence, which means that from now on God is
present here, in this world, and thus, the significance of this world is being reevaluated.

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K. Jaspers reflection on the nature and on the person essence is caused by the new challenges
that were faced in the twentieth century. In particular, as a result of separating the the idea of a
world order, two extremes were turned: some were cheered in recognizing of liberated life, others

accused of treason the spirit of the Logos. The individual experienced a sense of helplessness
because of his impact on reality was limited compared with the opportunities that were thought
abstract. The person appeared decomposed into separate functions of existence, thus losing its
historical identity and the ability to speak on behalf of their own integrity instead imagine himself
as «we». When an individual is perceived as a case with a million other cases, then he makes no
sense to give much importance to his or her action and be responsible for it.

From the standpoint of Karl Jaspers existence can not be considered at the substantive
grip, it is neither empirical being, or «consciousness in general» instead existential is freedom.
The innovation of Karl Jaspers approach to the interpretation of existence is correlated with
transcendence, because defending its essence, a person is steadily approaching to the limit, which
is its own transcendence. There are available different ways of manifestation of transcendence
in our existence: the human becomes himself, when he or she begins to act, while an action, in
which she or he lives, clarifies its meaning to us; person can be known in the pursuit of deep inner
connection with other unique; also manifests itself in individual aspiration to philosophizing as
conscious «grip» the divine in the world. In order to track the deployment of transcendence in
our existence we should refer to the Jaspers concept of comprehensive (das Umgreifende), which
reveals his vision of the universe. Namely, its components is a world of physical things, existence
and transcendence. As K. Jaspers noted, «comprehensive finds himself'in a circle» and if the circle
is opened, the result of this is the insulation between subject and object, thereby reality is lost.

Understanding the nature of transcendence from the perspective of K. Jaspers provides the
following characteristics. Transcendence - is going beyond own limits in the border situation that
puts the person before the fact of her mortality. Relation to the transcendent, giving person the
opportunity to go beyond the objective and subjective, thus not limiting herself of the objective
definitions. If existence is in contact with the world directly, without transcendence, world appears
to it as an abstraction, as the embodiment of «consciousness in generaly. Transcendence is a life
that embraces us, but only can identify itself in the existential acts.

Although the transcendental surpasses subjective reality, it is not «above us» is not defined
in the vertical but on horizontal dimension and exist among us, although it may not be visible.
So the path to transcendence - is always a personal desire to find it and hear it, perceive it. Thus,
K. Jaspers suggests possible ways to grip the transcendent, which in his opinion, are manifested
in the original «codes of transcendence». Code can not be understood as a sign based on the fact
that it does not select itself what is immediately available and what it would have sent to it. Sign
is the meaning of another, that can be identifiable, but code, instead of this, focus in it self, the
only that exists in ourselves. Thus, there is no neutral objective understanding of codes. Their
content can be accepted only those who «live in them» and as a consequency, interpret them on
the basis of initial experience, myth and revelation or philosophical reflections.

In the depths of the deep relationship between existence and transcendence, we finds the
source of formation of the concept of personal responsibility. The point is that, since there is
no ability to comprehend transcendence by our mind and the actions of the existence in the
objective world are unconditional except transcendence, then they can not be identified natural
or moral and spiritual necessity, that can be clearly dictated by duty in the form of categorical
imperative. In contrast, existence and transcendence link is direct, because it is not the natural
or moral need to act in a certain way, but we are tolking about personal taken responsibility.
As K. Jaspers noted, transcendence allows implementation of our freedom, that opposed to the
obedience, duty or expediency.

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G. ALMOND, W. LYPYNSKY: ABOUT SOCIO-PHILOSOPHICAL
MEANING OF POLITICAL CULTURE

Is analyzed the place of political culture, its theories and concepts in modern social and
philosophical field of research. The content of political culture of post-industrial society is
uncovered and the importance of studying it in the structure of the attitude of individuals to the
ruling culture. Main attention goes to the modern metric of political culture in the context of
researching of social philosophy of twentieth century. Is realized the comparative analysis of
the concepts of political culture by Gabriel A. Almond and V. Lypynsky using the methodology
of structural analysis. Is emphasized the unused scientific potential of theoretical research of V.
Lypynsky in social field of modern information society.

The attention of analysis focuses also on the theoretical basis of the problem. Using
researches of Immanuel Kant, Karl Jaspers, Johann Gottfried Herder, we concluded that the
authors of the current research of political culture incorrectly used the phrase «political culture»
as a term and as a concept. As a result, the socio-philosophical meaning of the phenomenon is lost.
So we questioned the thesis that exactly Gabriel A. Almond has opened and used the concept of
political culture for the first time. Taken into account that most authors who study the phenomenon
of political culture referred to article Gabriel A. Almond Comparative Political Systems (The
Journal of Politics, Vol.18, No.3. Aug., 1956, pp.391-409) in total. They represent the thought of
authorship as such that have no doubt. There is no quotation analysis of the article as well as an
analysis of possible alternative views.

Structural and comparative analysis of the researches of the philosophical meaning of the
political culture by Ukrainian authors points out the works of Viacheslav Lypynsky. Viacheslav
Lypynsky known worldwide as an outstanding scientist, theorist, historian and sociologist,
political activist. His scientific legacy is 25 volumes. Due to political reasons in Ukraine he was
banned and forgotten. His political credo Viacheslav Lypynsky presented in his work Letters
to my brothers farmers (1919-1926). For the first time in Ukrainian political thought he gave
terminology of political culture as a broad notion of political science. Structural analysis of the
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meaning of political culture, which presented by Viacheslav Lypynsky in his work Letters to my
brothers farmers (1919-1926) as well as Gabriel A. Almond in his article Comparative Political
Systems (1956) presents a common vision of the problem. In most cases, they simply coincide
in understanding and application of this concept in the social and political practice of societies
in the twentieth century.

In the letter 29 we read «Weak wish of Ukraine and even weaker will to implement it as one
of the main causes of political nihility Ukraine. - The political culture of the nation is manifested
in the desire and ability of the top layer to use for political creativity data of political science
and political experience.» Recall that Gabriel A. Almond takes this idea so that every political
system built into some scheme of orientations to political action. As we see Gabriel A. Almond
and Viacheslav Lypynsky talking about one and the same component - political activities (action,
wishes). Two different scientists, separated in time by more than a quarter century, determinated
in political culture common component of its structure. Analysis of joint determining components
(analyzed their main set) shows that definition of political culture given by Viacheslav Lypynsky
is nothing but a set of generalized concept terms of that time, adequate to contents of political
culture of first quarter of the twentieth century. It is in this context the notions on the concept
of political culture by Viacheslav Lypynsky and by Gabriel A. Almond coincide. Viacheslav
Lypynsky notes that political science studying the statics and dynamics of social life. Attachments
to the political creativity data of political science is political skill, political art - said Viacheslav
Lypynsky. Such balance between the first and second and such skill to use data of science for
creativity - is the basis of the phenomenon that we call political culture. Vyacheslav Lypynsky
clearly distinguishes and reasonably describes political terms and concepts. His idea that the search
for rational methods of implementation of irrational wills not allow us to use only one political
science, and requires us also knowledge of political skill and political art, is actual today. Based
on the analysis we propose the conclusion that the concept of political culture was introduced
into scientific circulation by two scientists, namely Viacheslav Lypynsky and Gabriel A. Almond
and this happened tentatively in the first half of the twentieth century.

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The paper focuses on transformation of university education system in Ukraine under
conditions of the global capitalistic system establishment causing corporatization of university
activity. The future of university became the most controversial question at the turn of the 21st
century. Can the university henceforth function as an educational institution or will it have to
transform into a business corporation?

An American researcher M. Nussbaum states that, on following the market imperative,
university education faces a large-scale crisis of its existence. Unlike the economic crisis, this
one remains unnoticed. However, in a long-term perspective its consequences may turn out to
be more destructive for democratic self-governing than effects of the economic crisis. Education
is usually considered as a tool of economic growth, but the economic growth not always entails
the improvement of life quality.

The paper reveals social and humanitarian effects of educational space globalization based
on market values and their impact on the humanitarian dimension of education. In particular, the
contemporary radical changes consist in what the youth is taught in democratic societies. Aiming
at profit countries and their educational systems carelessly get rid of competences necessary for
preservation of democracy viability. If such a tendency keeps proceeding, all world countries
will start to reproduce a generation of useful machines instead of upbringing of self-sufficient
citizens capable of thinking independently and treating the reality critically.

According to M. Nussbaum, the radical changes consist in reducing study hours in humanities
and different kinds of art, practically, all over the world at all levels of education: at schools,
colleges and universities. Increasing economic rivalry in the world market causes reorientation of
education at economic profit. Education reorients at forming useful abilities necessary for gaining
the profit. Thus, humanities are forced out from the educational process as useless and excessive.
However, these are humanities and art that do form our humanism and transform our relationships
into intense interpersonal relations beyond the mere consumerist and manipulative ones.

Tendencies revealed by M. Nussbaum are intrinsic to the whole world, including Ukraine.
Let’s emphasize that in intellectual discourse on the perspectives of education in Ukraine the
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significance of humanities is recognized, on the one hand, and the study hours in class are
reduced, on the other hand. Humanities are suggested for students’ self-reliant study. Although,
acquiring the humanitarian knowledge is possible as understanding that results from intersubjective
communication, dialogue “question-answer” discussion that encourages to ask critical questions
and to seek answers. Born in the Greek philosophy, dialogue paradigm that develops critical
thinking must become the core of humanitarian education.

A special mission of humanities — of philosophy, literature and history, in particular — is to
provide worldview independence of each human being: students must learn to think independently,
to debate based on sound arguments and do not take anything for granted or refer to a general
or an authoritative opinion. The ability to use Socrates’ method in discussion is very valuable
for democracy, since a person who acquired this skill will rely on proofs, respect opponent’s
standpoint and arguments, aim at compromise solution of problems in question. The systemic
teaching of humanities — that was always inherent to classical universities of Ukraine — is crucial
for establishing the viability of democracy. The academic traditions preservation guarantees the
upbringing of nationally aware citizens.

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SOCIAL ACTUALITY IN THE PRISM OF SEMIOTICS
Volodymyr Konoval
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There are many approaches to the definition and description of society, its structure and
functions in social sciences. Philosophy instead endeavors to embrace a phenomenon of society
as a whole and determine the boundary conditions of its existence in order to identify the internal
factors of evolutionary development of various social and cultural forms. Due to linguistic turn
in philosophy and accumulated social and philosophical issues in post-structuralism and post-
modernism, it became apparent that a semiotic approach to the analysis of social processes can
no longer be neglected.

Ch. S. Pierce introduced reconsideration of Cartesian paradigm in the approach to reality
and mind, which was focused on the search for so-called «direct» intuitive penetration to the
essence of being. Thanks to semiotic and semiologic studies, it is well known now that there
are species-specific information-sign systems between reality (external to human and any live
being) and its perception. Every species exists in own peculiar «reality» or in the Umwelt that is
unfolded in time and space through certain sign systems.

Human life world emerged and spread thanks to linguistic sign systems, but its symbolic
and semantic construction is not limited by the verbal activity. It is necessary to review social
reality through the prism of semiotic construction of life world, particularly through the discursive
and representative level.

Social semiotics endeavors to clarify «life of signs in society», as Ferdinand de Saussure
wrote. Therefore, in terms of personal life we can consider life world through its social texts,
narratives, discourses, codes as it is being formed primarily on specific human ways to interpret
reality. R. Hodge, G. Kress, T. van Leeuwen, and others showed that interpretation is multimodal.
One of multimodal approach’s features is contexture of meanings. Research on everyday practices
on constituting of social order can not be carried out in «out-semiotic» field, since its symbolic
nature still presents even if some experience has no discursive expression. Therefore, multimodal
approach is aimed to seek ways to clarify meanings through discursive and representative relations
that construct reality. Hence we can see that sign-symbolic construction of social world has
multimodal nature. Contextuality and multimodality have a potential to disclose the wealth
of semiotic situations, sign-symbolic constructions, etc. Multimodal contextuality expands
understanding of semiosis as such.

In a some sense, we can consider contextuality theme in respect to value orientations of
human action in society, as did M. Weber and later G. Baudrillard though in other way. Nature of
values lies not only in ideals or aspirations, but also in the way of relation to reality, its perception.
Values, on one hand, are semiotic constructs saturated with emotional perception. On other hand,
values form specific context for other semiotic constructs.
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S.Petrilli and A.Poncio offer axiological approach in social semiotics. They prove that the
study of semiosis has ethical side connected with responsibility. This view is aimed to design
future, as it may be possible to make a break with the stereotypical anthropocentrism through
understanding of life in terms of semiotics. Involving of “responsibility for life” theme into
philosophical discussions (through philosophy and bioethics in particular) can shift stereotype
views about world.

Thus, social reality acquires dynamics through the semiosis prism and requires different
attitude to knowledge, understanding and truth. Human involvement into social semiotic means
being familiar with meanings and sense of Others while offering own.

We can track a correlation between semiotics and ethics as well as recognition of normative
values (moral, cultural), in particular responsibility for meanings and values which person
spreads and live with. There are numerous ways to evade from responsibility using the «slippery
phrase» of propaganda, ideological wars, tricks of language and other semiotic resources used
to disguise deceit, manipulation etc. Thus, there is a semiotic problem in ethics of responsibility
for signification of reality in all its social and cultural manifestations.

Science is very difficult system which for a lot century. It was formed and in this process
agglomerate knowledge, structure, tradition, special language and institutional elements. Today
the science is not limited by the scope of one paradigm and even can communicate “through
the paradigm”. Many philosophers, scientists consider this form of science is transdisciplinary.
Structure and information of science become more and this process must developing, perfecting,
founding special approach for interpretation of scientific knowledge. Understanding of interaction
between the subject and the object of the cognitive process, interpretation of it performs a special
role in this process. This problem should consider one of the fundamental because it always
“shows itself” since the time when it has begun classical science and philosophy. Absolutely
scientific conceptions and categories were reinterpreted, role of the subject in cognitive process
and interpretation were modified.

In philosophy some methodological tradition was formed that helps to carry out hermeneutical
analysis process of legalization knowledge’s of subject in objectivity form. However, we don’t
speak about traditional hermeneutics which fixed on Schleiermacher’s and Gadamer’s philosophy
as well as sense of the ancient Greek notion gppnvevetv which is famous “give an interpretation”.
In the field of Humanities and Social Science became denote interpretation of a text or principal of
philosophical approach make scientifically knowledge such as intellectual activity of the subject.
This subject can interpret reality in form of actuality.

The classical science and philosophy (methodology of science) appeared in XVII-XVIII
centuries and together with it aroused a new problem. This problem is explain the reality in a
science and philosophy (understanding it such as actuality). It's a necessity to know which one
of notions make guidelines of this Scientific’s knowledges. The subject (person) related together
with notion of rationality, logic, systematic, objective and this notions don't work separately.
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Science is the system, which interpreted knowledge, and this assumption is attribute of
modern scientific paradigm. In this paradigm knowledge is available as positive, exact, significant.
Another information about actuality, which was outside positivity, is interpreted as not being
knowledge. This situation was normative untill the XX century. The foundation of modern
interpretation of knowledge and function system of knowledge was made a long time before
Auguste Comte. The notion “objectivity” in opinion of modern philosopher didn’t need reasoning
or special status. This discourse indicated evidence, impartiality and separation between subject
and object. So it is precision of displayed in gained under the knowledge. It was based on classical
universal science methodology and modern philosophy. Then the methodological of specific
science take part in it. Einstein’s theory changed the pace of science. The quantum mechanics
played a special role in this process. The subject has large influence on objectivity. The problem
of understanding by subject or explorer of object is difficult because the rule of rationality can
allowable by being. This is faith in intelligibility of reality and accordance of structure of reality
to structure of psychics (brain based on mathematical principals explains the nature process). The
mathematics is considered to guaranty status of “objectivity” of subject. The subject did not make
mathematics. Scientist was opened the mathematic. However, the mathematic without notion
of “time”, “space” and “mater” is not important in science. This notion doesn’t have meaning
outside people’s understanding. Only mind and intellect can unite mathematic with fundamental
imaginaries about reality in science.

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KOAN IN ZEN-BUDDHISM: THE PHILOSOPHICAL
ANTHROPOLOGY CONTEXT

Western science discovered widely Buddhism and its philosophy in XXth century. Buddhism
as difficult tradition of thinking and attainment of specific goals (Enlightenment or Awakening)
consists of different elements and demonstrates their compatibility with these goals.

In our article we analyze concept of kdan in context of philosophical anthropology. This
concept is part of Zen Buddhism and represents syncretism instead of differentiation, pragmatism
in studying of human nature and transformation of conscious instead of theorization.

Koan became an object of researches of modern buddhology, philosophy, cultural studies,
religious studies and psychology. Concept of kdan functions as link between some parts of
Buddhists practice and its cultural dimension. It is link between human conscious, Buddhists
sangha and society.

There are different researches of kdan. For example A. Watts and D. Suzuki accent on
mystical and psychological aspects of kdan practice, S. Heine focuses on textual aspects and
B. Stephenson — on social rituals based on this concept. Also there are interesting researches of
Russian buddhologists — N. Abaev and A. Maydanov.

These researches are defined as trends for buddhologists for last 30-40 years. We consider
that these trends are likely result of long and difficult dialogue between Buddhism and Western
culture. The fact is that most of terminology isn’t compatible: different understanding of
philosophy, spiritual practice and nature of human conscious causes misunderstanding. Also
this incompatibility causes stable interest of scientists and discovering of better methodologies.

We propose to research kdan in context of philosophical anthropology. This allows connecting
psychological, philosophical, cultural and textual elements in one process which have its own
dynamic. Studying of kdan must consider also cultural context: practice of kdan induces changes
in culture, art, social practices and rituals. Stating this idea we mean that practitioner of Zen
became a cultural subject who creates new artifacts texts and elements of intellectual landscape.

The concept of kdan includes such constituents: 1) textual dimension of Buddhism;
2) individual process of awakening and transformation; 3) results of conscious transformation
as cultural artifacts and creativity.

Society adapts Zen Buddhism not only as some kind of intellectual fashion but mainly
as system of conscious cultivation. Conscious that transforms in process of kdan’s practice
demonstrates deeper understanding of nature, role of human being in this nature and new ways
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of expressions this deep communication. We can observe results in traditional art in China and
Japan: tea ceremony, architecture, gardening, decoration etc.

Also Zen practice (including koan) is actually useful for society in nowadays world in
monasteries (as system of retreats) and in popular forms (as adaptation in popular culture, art,
music etc). We can observe unusual interest in society for kdan practice and worldview that is
produced by Zen Buddhism.

Main goal of kdan practice in context of philosophical anthropology is complementation of
textual, rational, verbal practices with nonverbal, unconscious, irrational elements which usually
are ignored. Kdan provokes personal “live” philosophy or in terms of Buddhism — awakened
consciousness which reacts with world as it is. Kdan as upaya or specific Buddhists pedagogy is
focused on extra-textual parts of life and pushing of conscious from zone of illusionary comfort.
In terms of informational culture kdan is a virus that resets system of thinking and shows that life
possibilities realization are bounded only by personal will to function “as usual”.

Social and cultural dimensions of kdan are still opened for researchers and philosophical
anthropology can provide new point of view. It’s very important to understand non-severability of
individual spiritual practices, social practices and fundamental role of conscious transformation.
Fact of awakening changes all dimensions and cultural practices in general.

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SPESIFIC FEATURES OF GENDER DISCOURSE
IN THE WORKS OF OLGA KOBYLIANSKA

Problem of studing the formation of gender discourse in Ukrainian culture is an integral
part of the formation of deep understanding of the value paradigm today. Ukrainian culture is a
reflection of social and personal expectations that are realized in the life of each individual, but
certainly form a common vision of social and cultural vector of development. The first attempts
to analyze the works of Ukrainian writers were made in the late twentieth century. Such famous
Ukrainian researchers as Vira Aheyeva, Ludmyla Taran, Tamara Hundorova, Okcana Zabuzhko
and Solomija Pavlychko explored formation of gender relations in the works of Ukrainian
modernists; Oksana Omelchuk, Svitlana Oksamytna are interested in problem of formation
of private space, separation of masculine and feminine in the language, thinking, formation of
stereotypes associated with public expectations.

Olga Kobylanska and Natalija Kobrynska, Ukrainian writers of the end of XIX — beginning
of XX century, become innovators trying to rethink the specific of masculine and feminine in
society in the Ukrainian cultural tradition in the end of XIX century. They were first who tried to
depict such gender problems in their works and present them to readers. The woman begins to
appear in the text in a new image. She does not limit her private space only by home and way of
life. The heroine realizes life as a reality beyond the traditional patriarchal conception of a society.
Olga Kobylanska was the first author who introduced Ukrainian literature on the philosophy of
Friedrich Nietzsche, who acquired popularity in Europe. Kobylanska took the idea of Nietzsche
philosophy and interpreted in its own way forming the idea of a «super-womany as person new
views. The new woman is deprived of a specific family environment; it is never portrayed in the
scenes in the kitchen, garden, stables, working hard for making comfort house or a place to stay
for a man. The author gives her heroines two areas of life: room - for physical existence and nature
- spiritual, where the heroine is integrated as one of the components of nature. Heroine «is in the
naturey, is in the life force of nature as a perfectly appropriate space. Such admiration of nature,
its contemplation force of growth and vitality, formation the perfect moment in communication
between woman and nature, intuitive alliance, can be interpreted as a life simulation, immersion in
natural being to release creativity, internal existential force that suppressed in by mental imprison
in room as a girl/woman safe space. Therefore, traditionalists depicting space of life of women
surrounded her by objects which used to serve by cooking, work to care for livestock or land.
This means that the private space of women usually depicted by men-author as a place of work.
Also there are a lot of colorfully described properties of woman, to emphasize her sexuality (or
fertility). Mostly women didn’t own a house, land, livestock, business. But women usually have
owned not expensive but nice things that made them beautiful - boots, scarves, necklaces, shirts,
skirt; and pretty things to make home comfortable - curtain, decorations, etc. ..

Old tradition clearly distinguishes women as keepers of comfort, so that should take care
about the welfare of man and women which are implemented through motherhood, or preparing
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to do so. The heroine of Olga Kobylanska in a new way creates her home space, which can feel
confident. Her loneliness has temporary status, she feels comfortable among the items that are
seemingly inherent interest in the field of men. Furniture, interior decoration creates for the
reader masculine space, a room that is not balanced specific to women. It is important that things
have both decorative and crafts importance. Loneliness, lack of understanding and support is not
forced and temporary. But at the same time the lack of support masculinized the interior, which
is already the result, not the cause of her personal commitment, strength and desire to keep the
situation under control.

In article is detected the problem of masculine and feminine in the novels by O. Kobylanska.
There is specific description of a private space, road, the value of individual items which form
the desired space for a women. The writer creates a new image of women and raises questions
about the importance of rethinking the societal role of gender.

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FREE WILL IN CHOICE SITUATION FROM THE STANDPOINT
OF BIOLOGICAL NATURALISM

The problem of free will as the ability to independent choose is analyzed at the example of
conception of biological naturalism, offered by American philosopher J. Searle. Two hypotheses
(the first — psychological libertarianism with neurobiological determinism, the second — system
causation with consciousness and indeterminacy), proposed by J. Searle to solve the problem
of free will, are critically examined. Instead of them author proposes the third hypothesis:
formal determinism at mental level differs from the determinism at physical level. It is noted
that the problem of free will in contemporary analytic philosophy of mind was established on
the background of the debate on mental-physical correlation. Author considered six possible
approaches for such correlation and proposed a formal model of choice. He has demonstrated
how free will is realized within the model.

Key words: free will, choice situation, biological naturalism, J. Searle, analytic philosophy
of mind.

For thousands of years philosophers have been debating on the problem of free will. The
problem can be reduced to whether there is free will as such. In other words, can we make a
choice regardless of internal and external factors? If so, then we’ll need scientific methodology
to be used to demonstrate how it is possible. If not, then we’ll need to show how to make a
choice in choice situation and what mechanical, physical, chemical, biological and social factors
determine it. Moreover, if scientists prove that there is no free will, they will need to demonstrate
that human behavior is completely predictable (without any exceptions). However, the problem
of free will doesn’t exist by itself. It is connected with the problems of decision-making in
choice situation, moral responsibility, predestination, determinism, libertarianism, compatibilism,
incompatibilism and so on. In my opinion, if there was possibility to solve at least one of these
problems reliably, the other solutions wouldn’t imply any extraordinary difficulties. For now
it has not been achieved. Although it appears that we can finally resolve these problems only
nowadays — in the age of rapid development of science and technology. Many thinkers suggest
theoretical explanation for them (especially in analytic philosophy of mind). For example, one
of those modern philosophers, J. Searle, is convinced that free will can be described within his
framework of biological naturalism. Obviously the concept of biological naturalism is aimed
to solve psychophysical problem. Without understanding of a nature of correlation between
mental and physical, without analysis of problems related to this one — problems of intentionality,
language, rationality — it is impossible to understand the meaning of “free will” clearly. The aim
of the article is a critical analysis of the J. Searle’s views on the free will in terms of biological

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naturalism. Using the methods of logical analysis, comparative analysis and thought experiment I
examine following J. Searle’s works: “Minds, Brains and Programs” (1980) [11], “Minds, Brains
and Science” (1984) [12], “Rationality in Action” (2001) [13], “Freedom and Neurobiology:
Reflections on Free Will, Language, and Political Power” (2004) [10], “Biological Naturalism”
(2007) [9] and interview “Wie frei sind wir wirklich?” (2008) [14].

Before we consider the problem of free will I’ll point out the basic principles of biological
naturalism. According to the latter, consciousness is a complex of all conscious states, including
awareness, sentience or feeling. Consciousness has the following features: qualitativeness,
subjectivity and unity. The vast majority of conscious states are intentional. But, for example, feeling
of anxiety is not intentional. Consciousness doesn’t imply self-consciousness as consciousness of
higher order. Consciousness really exists and can’t be reduced to anything else. However there is
a controversial point here, as far as J. Searle also argues that “all conscious states are caused by
lower level brain processes” [9, p. 328]. Therefore, he justifies materialism on the one hand, but on
the other hand he substantiates dualism. Yet J. Searle considers “mental—physical” distinction to be
false: “The traditional assumption is that mind and body, as ordinary understood, name mutually
exclusive metaphysical categories. If something is mental then it cannot in that very respect be
physical. If it is physical it cannot in that very respect be mental. This is the deepest mistake and it
is shared by both materialists and dualists” [9, p. 330]. Mental as opposed to physical is subjective,
qualitative, intentional and has a first-person ontology. But it is, moreover, spatially located and
spatially extended, causally explainable by microphysical processes and capable of acting causally
on physical. However science doesn’t know exactly how this happens and how to create an artificial
brain. Consciousness is a biological phenomenon such as photosynthesis, digestion, mitosis and
so forth. Conscious states (for example, your intention to raise your arm) are characterized by the
same causality as all other processes of the physical world. We just describe them at another, non-
physical, level. Just like we describe solidity at one level (physical) and molecular structure that
causes the solidity — at another level (chemical). However, the fundamental difference between
description of consciousness and, for example, description of solidity consists in the fact that if
we rewrite consciousness in other (physical) terms, we will lose the concept of consciousness.
And this would be a mistake. Although J. Searle considers biological naturalism to be the most
scientific conception (he claims that famous neurobiologists such as F. Crick, G. Edelman and
C. Koch implicitly or explicitly accept it), there are other ones — in particular, Dennett’s [4-5]
and Chalmers’ [3] conceptions.

J. Searle creates his approach to the problem of free will on the basis of the features of
biological naturalism. He defines consciousness as one of the phenomena caused by neural
processes in brain and in “Rationality in Action” [13, p. 281-298] considers that in given situation
two hypotheses are possible:

I. First hypothesis: psychological libertarianism and neurobiological determinism. According
to the hypothesis, there is a gap between physical and mental processes, and mental processes
(processes of higher level) are totally determined by physical processes (processes of lower level).
But the system of causation that exists on lower level is totally inherited by the causation system of
higher level. Accordingly, mental processes appear as some epiphenomenon with different nature
that is totally determined by physical processes and doesn’t influence on them. This hypothesis is
suitable because it allows considering human activity in the unity of its physical causes and mental
realizations. However the notion regarding the role of rational motives in the decision-making
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process looks a little bit simplified. Human personality looses the possibility of self-determination
in the decision-making process.

II. Second hypothesis: system causation with consciousness and indeterminacy. According
to this hypothesis, if there are no clear causation relationships at mental level respectively there
are no such relationships at physical level. In this manner indeterminacy, impossibility to explain
the reason of our actions (why do we act in this way but not in another?) is caused by the absent
of precise causation relationship at physical level. However this statement doesn’t mean that our
organism is not a single system.

This hypothesis doesn’t give answer to the question of how to explore the nature of human
personality, its rational basis and free will in general. In fact, from one hand, there always are
gaps between mental and physical, and on another hand, indeterminacy appears in terminological
explanations. The process of designing robots which could imitate human behavior becomes
unclear as well. Obviously, in order to show indeterminacy at mental level with the support of
robot’s actions it would be possible to implement some principle of eventuality at technical level.
But correctness of this imitation is questionable. One can notice that J. Searle slightly reduce
his categorical attitude (comparing to mental experiment “Chinese room”) regarding denying
the possibility to construct artificial devices with consciousness. He writes: “As an engineering
problem I have no idea how we would go about constructing this, but then at present we have no
idea about have we could go about constructing a conscious robot anyway” [13, p. 296]. As we
remember, J. Searle in [11] categorically denied such possibility both regarding devices formed
based on computational theory of mind and regarding devices functioning based on connectionism
principle.

Summarizing above mentioned it should be noted that both hypotheses are mutually exclusive.
J. Searle doesn’t give the answer which hypothesis is correct. In addition, he writes: “I have no
idea which if either of these hypotheses will turn out to be true. Perhaps some third possibility
that we cannot even imagine will turn out to be right. These are the two hypotheses I can come up
with if I follow relentlessly the lines of investigation suggested by both what we know from our
own experience and what we know about the brain” [13, p. 296]. As we can see, while formulating
these hypotheses J. Searle uses notion “gap” [cf.: 10, p. 37-78; 14]. Sometimes it seems like there
are too many gaps in his explanations. The reason is that J. Searle outlines following elements in
the process of free actions execution:

1) neurobiological basis — physical brain condition that precedes the moment of decision-

making;

2) decision is the moment when we choose between two alternatives. Till this moment there
were no decision; in some moment it appears, concerning our following actions — in
some moments we may still change other decision, in other — it stays irreversible;

3) the beginning of decision implementation — the moment when person proceeds from
thinking over particular situation to physical, practical implementation of his/her thoughts;

4) completion of action — as we know in certain situation action can be suspended.

Difficulty of free will nature explanation lies in a fact that there are three gaps in explanation
of causation relationship between these four elements of free action process implementation. The
first gap exists between neurobiological basis of thinking processes and thoughts (decisions) that
is outcome of this processes, second gap exists between decisions and their direct implementation,
the third gap appears between the beginning of action implementation and its completion. J. Searle
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notes: “At bottom I think all three gaps are manifestations of the same phenomenon, because
all three are manifestations of volitional consciousness” [13, p. 276]. It is difficult to understand
what is happening in these gaps and whether causation relationship actually exists between phases
of action implementation. Such quantity of gaps casts doubts on the possibility of biological
naturalism falsification. Every time when we fail in the process of justification of something we
could appeal to gap category and build new potential justification. We can not deduce any mental
pattern from physical one with logical necessity because of the gaps. Even more, it will not be
possible to state whether these mental patterns exist.

Difficulties regarding correctness of biological naturalism interpretation arise also concerning
other questions. If every thought has neural basis how will the neural basis for general notions
which aren’t in reality look like? General ideas, in particular, very often influence our choice. For
example, while choosing between to visit or not to visit our relatives we could follow the ideas
of moral duty, responsibility, tact etc. In this case, we can state that mental influences physical.
Critics of this approach may argue that in described case we can state that mental has some
physical prerequisites. Even more, it seems as it is physical feature. But according to B. Caplan’s
proper remark, consciousness is not a feature identical, for example, to “whiteness”. In contrast to
consciousness, we can not imagine “whiteness” separate from subject or phenomenon. This means
that consciousness is not a feature. More obviously it belongs to individually existing subjects [2].

However we will not separately emphasize on other antireductionist arguments proposed
by T. Nagel [8], F. Jackson [6], J. Levin [7], D. Chalmers [3] and by others in 1970—1990s of last
century. All these ideas concerning possibility of reduction and causality of mental and physical
can be described with the following scheme:

Approach 1 rejects the existence of free will, although it can be assumed at quantum mechanics
level (recall the uncertainty principle, introduced by W. Heisenberg). However, we presumably just
don’t know everything correctly. Approach 2 indicates that mental is determined by physical. Now
this approach is a key one in materialistic science. But it is associated with a number of difficulties.
For example, if our behavior is governed by our brain, we are nothing more than performers of
orders given by our neurons. We follow the will of the brain, and therefore we aren’t morally
responsible for our choices. J. Searle doesn’t deny even the possibility of approach 3, although
he denies the existence of self: “In order for us to have radical freedom, it looks as if we would
have to postulate that inside each of us was a self that was capable of interfering with the causal
order of nature. That is, it looks as if we would have to contain some entity that was capable of
making molecules swerve from their paths” [12, p. 92]. According to approach 3 physical (lower

level) can be caused by mental (higher level). Approach 4 is exactly the place where free will
can be found. I think the causal connections existing at this level have a different nature than
physical. The person chooses among several alternatives and uses different criteria simultaneously
to choose which one appeares before him or her. One can change any of the alternatives, as well
as any of the criteria, at any time. Below I propose a formal model of choice. Approaches 5 and
6 currently remain metaphysical because they argue that all things (mental or physical) exist by
themselves. There is no free will here [for more, see: 15].

I’ll consider a formal model of choice by offering following mental experiment. Let us
imagine the situation that at the moment of time t you have to make the choice — choose either
A or not-A. This is only your choice and you have almost made it — not-A. What factor has
influenced such decision? — For example, c,. Let us assume that in some of the possible worlds
your psychophysical condition corresponds to the moment of the time t, but factor ¢, is absent.
Nevertheless, you still don’t want to choose A. You are looking for another reason — for example,
c,. If factor c, is absent, in other possible worlds you can’t choose A because of c,, ¢,, ¢, etc.
Quantity of these reasons is potentially endless. Some of these reasons are necessary, some are
sufficient, some — casual. The consequence of the reasons is the same — not-A. Suddenly at the
moment t+1 you remember something important about A that you had been interested in for a long
time but forgot about it. The struggle of motives starts inside you. Till the moment of time t+1
you refused to choose A, but after the moment (when you remembered additional circumstance)
you have changed your mind. [ may affirm that you will choose the most relevant thing for you
at the moment of choice. You will choose the thing that absorbs all your attention. Your choice
depends on available active experience.

Accordingly, by choosing between two and more alternatives you are choosing criteria of
choice. While choosing you need to do preference in favor of one of the alternatives. This choice
should be based on certain criteria or principles of preference. Aristotle in his “Topics” (116a—118b)
included following criteria:

1) anything permanent and sustained has advantage over inconstant and momentary;

2) anything chosen for yourself has advantage over chosen for someone else;

3) common good has advantage over good for single person;

4) advantage is given to more beautiful; more honorable; more commendable thing;

5) advantage is given to possible (practical) over impossible(useless) [1, Book 3, 1-3].

In general while choosing between two alternatives we are choosing between criteria of
choice. The scheme of choice looks like the following:

(c,Vec,V...Vc)— (AVB),

wherec, c,, ... ¢ —possible list of choice’s criteria, and A or B — points we are choosing between.

In the same time, the question of how we are building the hierarchy of criteria arises. The
possible answer could be — based on data of our experience. But how do we make the choice
when criteria are equal? In this case, criteria differ by their location: first one (that comes to
mind), second, third etc. This is the reason why people are choosing by the principle “first is
better” or are searching for the criteria that only formally reflects causation relationship. One of
the critics’ remarks in this case could be the following: don’t we need new criteria for choosing
the best criteria and for choosing new criteria — some other criteria etc.? As the result we can

receive regression into eternity. My answer to this remark is: firstly, we are limited in time while
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choosing; secondly, in case of choosing the criteria for criteria people, as a rule, stop on “first is
better” or leave it to chance.

Since we choose criteria based on experience, there appears the question: What does the notion
“experience” mean? — Innate and acquired knowledge. We gain acquired knowledge intentionally
or accidentally. It is almost impossible to foresee the action of another person because his or her
experience constantly changes in time. As soon as we start to explore his/her experience we will
start influencing on it and that might affect his/her future choice. Sometimes it is impossible to
foresee even own choice because (as in our example) force majeure may happen that will influence
your choice at the last moment.

Let us continue. What do criteria mean? These are some conceptions (knowledge) which we
gain while learning. Conceptions come of summarizing, abstraction. They exist at mental level,
but at physical level we observe nothing familiar. Accordingly, at mental level we are dealing
with matters of another nature. Likewise, single part differs from general. Since we are dealing
separately with mental and physical levels, the question arises: Is the causality at physical level
identical to the causality at mental level? In other words, does the causation relationship exist
at mental level? Can we predict the choice of certain criteria with necessity? Does the free will
exist in our choice?

Earlier I demonstrated that the nature of mental and physical are different. Mental laws differ
from physical laws. J. Searle’s hypotheses called to explain the relationship between determinism
and free will are unsatisfactory. The third hypothesis seems to be more appropriate: determinism
at mental level is formal and differs from the physical level determinism. At mental level we can
simultaneously consider all alternatives as well as all choice criteria, combining any of these criteria
(as causes) with any alternatives. Another words, we can abstract from processes of choice and
change choice criteria at any time. Therefore, free will exists. Difficulties of biological naturalism
are related mostly to exaggeration of roles of biological (physical and chemical) character’s factors
in question of research of free will’s nature that exists particular at mental level. Since we can’t
reduce mental to physical, we can’t explain mental in terms of modern science. However, I think
the future science will reveals this secret. As a result, it will discover many new secrets.
