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ASSESSMENT OF FACTORS AFFECTING THE ORGANIZATION OF
INDEPENDENT TRAVELS IN UKRAINE IN WAR CONDITIONS

Self-guided tourism in Ukraine has become especially relevant in the context of war, when
restrictions on international travel and the difficult economic situation have forced many Ukrainians
to focus on domestic tourism. The self-guided nature of travel allows travelers to independently
plan their trips, choosing less popular and little-known destinations, which opens up new
opportunities for recreation in Ukraine. Such tourism contributes to the development of local
communities, as tourists spend money on local housing, food and excursions, which is important
for supporting small businesses in conditions of economic instability.

Self-guided tourism also allows for flexibility in organizing trips. Travelers can adapt their
routes depending on the situation in the country, which makes such trips less risky and more
affordable than organized tours through agencies. In addition, self-guided tourism has an important
psychological aspect: it helps restore the emotional state of travelers, giving them the opportunity to
relieve stress and immerse themselves in new experiences within their home country.

In and around war zones, there are serious risks associated with violence, shelling, explosions,
military operations and other dangerous factors. For example, such zones may contain minefields,
destroyed infrastructure, lack of medical care, and threats to civilians. All this makes such areas
extremely dangerous to visit. Tourists, aware of the possible threats, often refuse to travel, even
if they do not directly enter the conflict zone. Our research also shows the attitudes towards
travel in different regions and the corresponding reasons.

Thus, amateur tourism is not only a way of recreation, but also an important tool for
supporting the economy, preserving national culture and ensuring emotional recovery during a
difficult period for the country.
