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“GREAT FIGHTING RUIN:
WORLD WAR I IN MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKYDI’
PHILOSOPHY OF HISTORY

The article highlights the historiosophical interpretation by Mykhailo Hrushevsky of the World
War I, which the researcher considered through the prism of “end of age” (“Fin de siécle”’) — the concept
of French intellectual thought of the last quarter of the 19" century (Emile Zola, Francis de Juveno).
Hrushevskyi’ views on the philosophy of history have gone through evolution: from the rejection of
philosophical positivism to its complete acceptance. The historiosophy of the “Great War” (World
War I) by M. Hrushevskyi is most fully reflected in his “World History in a Short Review” (“Vsesvitniy
istorii v korotkim ohliadi’, 1920).

Reflecting on the thesis of the “inevitability” of the World War, the historian explained its causes
by a set of factors, while giving preference to “social phenomena” (in the spirit of the school of
sociology Emile Durkheim). M. Hrushevskyi often considered himself a historian-sociologist, as he
was influenced by the ideas of Paris sociological school, especially the writings of E. Durkheim. He
stressed the primacy of social or popular interests over the interests of the state and the nation (later,
perhaps as a result of his own political activities, Hrushevskyi began to attach more importance to the
state and the political development of the some nations).

Particular attention in the article is devoted to the analysis of the national factor, to which
M. Hrushevskyi attached importance to one of the engines of historical development. Hrushevskyi
was only one of many Ukrainian historians who took part in national movement. In his early writings
on national issues, he generally avoided term “nation” (“natsia”), preferring to use “people” (“narod”).
Later, Hrushevskyi’s approach combined ratio principles with a romantic commitment to the cause of
the nation. The war significantly affected the “energy of development” of nations, caused not only
changes in their social organism (internal component), but also influenced the geopolitical environment
(external component). The historian criticized the non-compliance of the Entente countries with the
principle of the formation of new states on a national basis after the World War 1.

Despite the negative effects of the military conflict (“great fighting ruin”), as a supporter of the
theory of progress Nicolaus de Condorcet, the historian saw in the war “new” opportunities for the
development of Europe, however, subject to the avoidance of another global confrontation. Thus, his
writings from history were shaped by positivist terminology and ideas, which found expression in his
belief in progress and evolution.
