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RELIGIOUS BOUNDARIES INANTIQUITY
AND THE FORMATION OF LOCAL IDENTITIES
(ON THE EXAMPLE OF ANCIENT ANATOLIA)
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The history of ancient civilization contains many examples of resolving social conflicts and models of behavior in certain
historical and cultural circumstances. The phenomenon of Rome’s history as a multicultural entity has been nourishing European
culture for thousands of years. And just as for the elites of the republican period, so for the current intellectual elite, the content of
the concept of identity is important. Historians, culturologists, anthropologists, sociologists, philosophers, lawyers, political
scientists, and representatives of other sciences are trying to identify the elements that held the ancient Greek community together
and, thus, to determine the laws of identity preservation for the modern world. However, neither the ancient Greek world nor the
world of Roman culture had a unified and linear development. Since what we call ancient Greek society existed long before the
advent of writing, an analysis of worldview and visual constructions can help identify the elements on which ancient Greek
identity was built. Among these elements, mythology and religion play an important role, as the works of Homer and Hesiod were
known in all parts of the Mediterranean and formed the basis for unification and identification. The events described in these
works were closely connected with the territory of the Asia Minor peninsula (Anatolia). A large community of lonian Greeks was
formed here, who were not autochthonous and had to make efforts to shape their world. There were large state formations on the
peninsula (Lydia, the Persian Empire, Phrygia, Bithynia, Hellenistic states, etc.), which gradually replaced each other, while the
Greek component remained a permanent element of this multicultural world. The development of the general situation in the
Mediterranean against the backdrop of the rise of Macedonia actually raised the question of what it means to be Greek. And the
proposed study is an attempt to find an answer to this question from the perspective of the ancient Greek religion and its role in
ethno-cultural processes.
