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THE COMMANDER JUSTIN IN THE CONTEXT
OF ROMAN-AVAR DIPLOMACY (557-562)

One of the characteristic features distinguishing the Roman Empire of the Dominatus (3rd—5th centuries) from the later
Byzantine Empire (after 602) was the emperors’ personnel policy regarding representatives of the military nobility and their
granting of extraordinary powers. A striking example of this policy is seen in the treatment of officers holding the ranks of magister
militum (master of soldiers) and quaestor exercitus (military quaestor/investigator). Having emerged as purely military-administrative
institutions within the field army structure in the 330s and around 536, respectively, the magistri militum and quaestores exercitus
under the reign of Justinian 1 (527-565) performed a range of related functions, including those of civilian administrators and
frontline diplomats of the Empire.

An illustrative case of the multiple functions assigned to a commander with the rank of magister militum is the activity of
Justin, Justinian’s nephew, during the final stages of the war with the Sassanids in Lazica (modern western Georgia) between 541
and 562. Justinus, as magister militum per Armeniam (master of soldiers in Armenia), exercised overall command of Roman forces.
His tenure was marked by significant shifts in the diplomatic sphere. Around 557, Justin, acting as the head of the civil-military
administration in the region, became the first documented representative of the imperial nobility to establish contact with
ambassadors from a new political force on the scene — the Avar hordes, Asian nomads entering the region. In anticipation of a
possible increase in the number of foederati, the magister militum permitted the nomads to dispatch an embassy to the emperor.

The consequence of Justin’s policy toward the Avars was the conclusion of an agreement during this period. Nevertheless, the
nomadic elites began making deliberate attempts to deviate from Constantinople’s political line shortly after the alliance was
formalized. In order to postpone a potential conflict with the Avars, Justinian sent Justin to the Illyricum in 561 to conduct further
negotiations with the nomads.
