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The article aims to explore the phenomenon of religion as a political instrument in Byzantium in the 7™ century. The article’s
main idea is that the emperor’s direct intervention in the affairs of the Church means that Christianity was treated as a political tool
in the hands of the Byzantine emperor.

After the Council at Chalcedon (451), theological intransigence led to a final split, which resulted in the formation and
establishment of the local Monophysite churches. Simultaneously with the development of these communities, the process of
forming their Christian identity began. Thus, two separate communities, pro-Chalcedonian and Monophysite, influenced identity
formation.

The Monophysite Christianity covered larger territories than pro-Chalcedonian Byzantine and Latin combined. Consequently,
distinct Christian identities began to form within one political entity. Although Monophysitism was connected with ethnicity, the
confessional element was the most crucial in the identity of Monophysites. They built their identity not only on loyalty to one-
nature Christology but also, primarily, on their refutation of the Chalcedonian Definition of Faith. The latter element was more
substantial. The Monophysites perceived the pro-Chalcedonian Church as the imperial community. Accordingly, this created a
threat of political heterogeneity, alienation from the emperor, and potential territorial delimitation.

In the 7™ century, when the Persians and Arabs invaded Byzantine territories, the need for religious unity among the Byzantine
provinces became a desperate necessity. One of the most essential tasks of the emperors was to convince non-Chalcedonian
Christians, especially Monophysites, to accept the Chalcedonian doctrine to unite them into one Church recognized by the
imperial government.

Emperor Heraclius (610-641) and Patriarch Sergius (610-638) advanced the doctrine of Monenergism as a basis for ecclesiastical
unity. Unexpectedly for both, the most explicable reaction to Monenergism came not from the Monophysites but from the pro-
Chalcedonian thinkers. This led to a great confrontation that lasted more than half a century and received the name of the
“Monothelite controversy” in history. The theological conflict was political since the emperor was an interested party.

The controversy exposed two approaches to religion concerning politics — the perception of religion as a political tool on the
one hand and the minimization of the political role of religion on the other. Those two approaches stemmed from two principles:
1) oikonomia (arrangement), which allowed leniency in the interpretation of doctrine and ecclesial canons so that by weakening

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them and interpreting them non-literally, political goals could be achieved, and 2) akribeia (doctrinal precision) which required
literal precision in the formulation of the creed, regardless of the political good of the empire.

In the Monothelite controversy, the principles mentioned above came into conflict. This stemmed from the clash of two
fundamental Christian ideologies of power — pro-imperial and pro-ecclesiastical — which perceived the highest doctrinal authority
in the Church in different ways. Although each of them emphasized the importance of the emperor’s position in the Church, they
differed regarding the range of power conferred on him. The first claimed that the emperor could intervene in matters of the Church,
even in the field of doctrine, to solve political problems. The latter denied the ecclesial authority of the emperor: the Church and
the faith were not to be subordinated to any political purpose. The clash of doctrines caused by the conflict of political ideologies
became a fervent opposition between the Christian identities.

The crisis led to an essential question of identity: the essence of being a Christian. For the adherents of the pro-imperial
ideology of power, being a faithful Christian implied unconditional fidelity to the Christian emperor. They cherished imperial self-
consciousness. For the adversaries of this ideology, being a Christian implied maintaining the true faith defined by the collegium of
bishops united with the Roman pontiff. They cherished the ecclesial self-consciousness. The article’s main conclusion is that
Christianity, as a factor that formed the different identities of the broad masses of people, had political influence and became a
political factor in the hands of both Byzantine emperors and hierarchs.
