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An important component of the internal policy of Pippin III and Carloman in 741-768 was the continuation of the reforms of
their father, Charles Martel, which laid the foundation of the beneficiary system. However, in the course of their implementation,
the viceroys faced a number of destructive phenomena that needed to be urgently addressed. The central argument of this article
is to highlight the legal, institutional, functional dilemmas that arose in the Frankish Kingdom after the beneficium reform, their
genesis, essence and ways to overcome them.

A characteristic feature of the conclusion of the beneficiary agreement in the middle of the eighth century was its oral nature.
Together with the tendencies towards centralization of the kingdom during the reign of Pippin III, arose the need for a clear
separation of beneficial land ownership against the background of free and mixed ownership. Local elders of the hundreds and
marks, who were elected by the local population among the most respected persons in the district until at least 803, were involved
in this process. The inspection functions were performed by royal envoys — missi.
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The source of power of these officials was the authority of the king, his strengthening became a strategically important
direction in the 740s and 750s. St. Boniface acted as the founder of the likening of the monarch figure with the biblical character
King David, the image of a wise, “ideal monarch”. From 751, after the coronation of Pepin IlI, a significant group of Roman bishops
joined such comparisons.

While attempting simultaneously time to establish relations with the church and qualitatively identify beneficial land tenure
from common lands, Pippin III and his brother Carloman restored the church hierarchy, and returned previously seized church
lands to their former owners. Legally, these lands became conditional retention of the church, but, in fact, remained under the
control of the beneficiaries.

In line with these reforms, the practice of selling one’s property and lands to church possessions to obtain a horse and military
equipment in order to acquire the status of cabullarii — a rider — became widespread among the nobility of the Frankish kingdom.

In an attempt to continue the military reforms initiated by Charles Martel, Pippin III announced an initiative to expand the use
of bows in the army at one of the plaid/ martis campo military meetings held between 755 and 760. As a demonstration of their
discontent/protest, the “riders” broke them in front of the king, to which the king responded with a concession.

The emergence of the institution of beneficiaries might have been perceived by the ancient Frankish families (familla), as the
reincarnation of antrustions, the king’s or military leader’s companions (his closest entourage and military retinue). By the end of
the VII — beginning of the VIII century, the concept of trustis became limited in function, referring to a bodyguard, while the term
trusted was used to denote a member of a military unit.

The function of representing royal power on the ground partially passed to the missi and from the second half of the VII?
century to comes palatinus. The trustee, who had the right to represent the interests of the monarch in a military campaign, was
called magister militum, with his retinue called gardingi. In this stratification, beneficiaries could be seen as forming the core of the
royal army, with elevated status and potential high-ranking functions, either immediately or in the future.

The spread of the term caballarii (riders), alongside the concept of beneficium (land grant) from the 750s—770s indicates an
attempt to acquire the status associated with the image of a beneficiary, while not entering into the form of the social contract
offered by Charles Martel and Pippin the Short. In such circumstances, the extremely negative reaction to Pippin III’s unpopular
initiative to expand the use of bows, which went against the worldview of the Franks, becomes quite understandable. A conflict of
interest occurred: the king needed to increase the efficiency of the army and expand the circle of individuals dependent on him,
bound by oath. They were also largely concerned with status issues, and the offer to accept the weapons of the poor could have
been perceived as an insult and a betrayal of the ideas they had formed.
